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Mr. R. L. BORDEN. Yes.

Mr. FIELDING. I see no objection to
that, and the section might be amended ac-
cordingly.

Section as amended agreed to.

Mr. R. L. BORDEN. I would move to
Insert after the word 'company' on the
flfteenth Uine, section .5, the words 'and its
shareholders.'

Mr. FIELDING. I do flot see any objec-
tion to that.

M r. MACPHERSON. It should read,
flrst against the new company and its share-
holders nnd then against the old company
and its shareholders.

Section as amended agreed to.

Mr. PUGSLEY. I would cati the atten-
tion of the Minister of Finance to section
18, by which the bringing Into force of this
Act is made to depend on a vote of te
sharehoiders. As the bringing into force
of the Act might be a matter of importance
I would suggest that when the vote of the
shareholders bas been taken, the Secretnry
of State should be intormed and he should
publish a proclamation which would brlng
the Bill into force and avoid the objection.

.Mr. FIELDING. This was under con-
sideration in the *committee. 0f course
it is not desirable that the brlnging into
force of an Act sbould depend on the vote
of certain shareholders and not on a pro-
clamation. WVe were met, however, by the
fact that this was the form used ln several
Acts and it seems to have work-ed satisfac-
torily; therefore it was allowed to stanci.
The samne thought presented itself to me as
has presented ltself to the Minister of Pub-
lie Works (Mr. Pugsley), but It was decided
that, la view of the circumstances I have
mentioned, it was not necessary to change
it.

Bill reported, read the third time, and
passed.
