STATEMENTISSUED
ORELPHADHTITE

Only Two Members. May Be
Eligible Under the Military
Service Act.

OTHERS ARE EXEMPT

Son of Minister of Justice Not
Liable, But Underwent
Examination.

Ottawa, June 21.—~The following
statement is issued by the department
of militia and defence:

The question of the position with
regard to the Military Service Act of
the members of the St. Stanislaus No-
vitiate, Guelph, has been further con-
sidered by the department of militia
and defence. ¢

A list of the members of the novi-
tiate of military age, together with the
dates upon which they entered the

order; has been furnished by the ad- |th

jutant-general, the lages being stated
as accurately as is possible without the
production of official certificates.
From this it appears that there are
now in the community thirty-five men
of military age, of whom twenty-five
entered the order before the first pro-
clamation of the Military Service Act,
in Octgber, 1917, the greater number
of them having entered during the
years of 1915-16, or earlier,

The proclamation’ referred to im-
posed no duty upon men who had not
then reached twenty years of age, and
it was only upon the passing of .the
order-in-council on the 20th April,
1918, that any liability was imposed
upon men who had not reached that
age. In the interval between October
13, 1917, and May 6, 1918, the date on
which the order-in-council was pro-
claimed, seven others joined the order,
of whom only two, John O’Halleron
and John Holland, had reached twenty
years of age prior to the 13th Octover,
1917,

Further Information Sought,

Bince the 6th May, two additi nal
novices have entered the community,
of whom one had not reached the age
of nineteen years at the time he
antered, and the other had become a
cleric about January, 1917. No in-
formation has yet been received as to
whether the two named novices, John
O’Halleron and John Holland, were, or
were not, registered under the M. S,
A, and on this point, as well as with
regard to official evidence of their
age, further information is being
sought. Vertification of the ages of
the others is also being obtained.

It seems clear on the information
available that there can be no ques-
tion but that all the young men, ex-
cept the two named, are free from
lability to military service by virtue
of the fifth exception in the schedule
to the Military Service Act, which ex-
cepts all members of an order of ex-
clusively religious character,” which
the St. Stanislas novitiate undoubted-
ly is. The same exception applies to
men affected by the order-in-council
of 20th April, 1918.

It appeared that the mson of the
minister of justice entered the order
on March 30, 1918, when he was urnder
no liabikty under the Military Service
Act. Before taking this step he pro-
sented himself for a medical examina-
tion. before physicians, of whom tvo
were members of the medical bouyrd
of review in Montreal, and their
findipg was that his condition was
such that it would be necessary 10
place vm in category E, which would
make it impossible for him to under-
take military service.

The result of the investigation ia-
dicates that inquiries instituted wors
justified, and the department of mil-
tia wiil take steps to ensure that any
members of the novitiate liable under
the Military Service Act will be “r¢-
quired to serve,

NEDUCED BYFALF
SANS 0F ENEMY

Italian Counter-Offensive is Ab-
solutely Superior to the Aus-
trian Offensive.

Rome, June 21.—A semi-official note
issued tonight regarding the Austrian
offensive, says:

“The Italian counter-offensive is ab-
solutely superior to the enemy offen-
sive. Yesterday in the Montello re-
glon and on the Treviso-San Dona di
Plave road and toward the Zonson
bend the Italians reduced by a good
half the ground won' by the enemy in
l;‘l: grand attack on the preceding

y. .

“Statements of prisoners and the
number of dead counted on the field
show that thé Austrians lost heavily
in the day's fighting.

“An enemy attack at Losson was
carried out by a fresh brigade, com-
posed of the 16th and 32nd Schuetson
corps and special detachments. The
Italian counter-preparation caught the
enemy while assembling and threw
him into disorder. Nevertheless, his
attack was delivered, and thanks to
the artillery support a strong portion
got a footing on the eastern edge of
Losson, but was enveloped by a rapid
and brisk counter-attack. Eighty
men were captured and the remainder
were killed or wounded.

“At Cortellazzo the check was equal-
ly costly for the Austrians. Bluejack-
ets and Bersaglieri succeeded in a sur-
prise attack in breaking into the third
line, mwing death and terror among
the defenders and capturing 200 pri-
soners. The datsh enabled the Italians
to widen their positions.”
