Oh, how “happy.they were—those re-
united families. yesterday, when the
first troop train rolled in at the Ex-
hibition Camp, bearing the vanguard
of "the famous 15th Battalion or the
ladies from hell, as the Hun had ev-
ery reason to characterize them. jAnd
what a glad homecoming it was for
the warriors as they were clasped in-
to the a.rfns of loved ones, who had
waited thru the .anxiety of Ilong
months for this incomparable moment
of joy. It was a great moment for
the people of Toronto to welcome
home the lads and they did not fail
to partake of it., Thousands turned
out for the event: to welcome with
open arms the Kilties to their native
city. -

" Long before the train arrived thous-
ands were gathered in the grounds.

They lined the route from the rail-
way siding to the  Transportation
Building, as well as filling up the great
“building, where the reunions took
place. ! ;

When the train neared Toronto the
lads were all on edge and some of the
officers got out on [the steps with Col.
Bent, the gallant O.C. of the Battalion,
and stood thus as the train speeded
thirough the city. *

The 48th IHighlanders’ band struck
up “Scotss Wha Hae"” as the train
pulled in at the station and in a mo-
ment+ the platform was fllled with
men in khaki, their Kkits on their
backs, while the c¢rowd above strug-
gled for a closer view to attempt to
distinguish the one boy in the whole
army who was dearer. than all. Col.
Bent stepped off |the. train to the
cheers of those assembl.ed along the
railway embankment. Mprs. Bent was
the first person he met as he alighted.

On the platform were Brigadier
Gen. Gunfi, Mayor Church, Col. Good-
win Gibson, O.C. of the demobiliza~-
tion Depot; Ceol. | J. I. MacLaren,
Major Canon Dixon, Col. Darling, Col.
Michie, Col. Donald and many other
Highland officers. |

Col. Gibson addressed the men by

means of a megaphone as to the ar-
rangement for handling them. The
men, he said, wouid assemble at the
Transportation Building at poon to-
day and will then proceed to the ar-
mories, from which point the parade
will move off at 1 o’clock. He told
the lads that after the parade they
. 'would receive their discharge, service
i button, pay, clothing allowance and
{the first payment of their war gra-
| tuities. &
' After a few minutes’ delay the men
wereé formed up on| the platform and
headed by their pipe " band. were
marched up the steps to Dufferin
street, whére a volley of cheers from
i those assembled greeted rtheir ‘ap-
pearance. |

Off they swung toward the trans-
portation building their khaki bonnets
aslan® over one eye and the kilts
swinging to the mad music of the
pipes. Cheer upon |cheer- broke from
the two human walls that lined the
way, the people waving their flags and
shouting a welcome.| '

A Touching Sight.

Soon the ranks which have withstood
the repea‘ed attackd of the most fa-
mous of German regiments were broken
by mothers, wives, sisters and sweet-
hearts, who stormed into:the line and
clung to the arms of their men, kissing
them and stepping smilingly along be-
side the kilted laddies.

The 48th band played “Tipperary” as
it led ‘he parade, and when-the troops
arrived at the transportation building
the assembled multitudes sent up a
cry of joy rendered,with true Scottish
spirit as' they greeted the smiling
cheering, bonne‘ed faces.

Then there was the joyvous march
sround the big ovall while the bands
went on playing the-martial music that
has led so many. Scots to victory and
tordeath, It was a hehrt-sﬂx‘ﬂng scene,
hardly a man but who had been re-
lieved of his ki‘ and rifle, his relatives
and friends carrying them for him.

As soon as the promenade was ended
Yyoung girls and womnien passed among
the boys and their rélatives with cups
of hot coffee and trays of refreshments,
Then there were cigarets prowided by
the Y.M.C.A.

There was a half-hour of glorious
reunion and then the men departed
for their homes aften being instructed
to again return on the morrow to take
part in the parade that will stir To-
ronto to its very heayt,

HOUSING BILL HAS
PASSED COUNCIL

(Continued ‘From Page.1).

desire of returned soldiers and working-
man to secure proper housing accom-
modation at reasonable cost, and we re-
cognize fully the dpportunity for ser-
vice in ‘this connection.

“Our sole motive in withdrawing our
names is to leave the city council  free
to handle the situation without empar-
rassment.”

The city council, at its special meet-
ing did not waste any time in passing
the housing bill without change, tune
proceedings lasting only half an hour.
Alderman Plewman held the same view
as he did on Wednesday, and put for-
ward an amendment that the number ot
the commissioners be increased from five
to seven, one of whom would be a re-
turned soidiev. 'I'his; however, only
found four supporters—Aldermen Plew-
man, .Blackburn, Hoéneyford and Ryd-
ing. Aldérman Hliitz also had an amend-
ment that the words ‘‘moderate means,’
as applied to those for whom houses
were to. be erected be substituted by the
words “very limited,” and ~that the fol-
lowing .words be added, ‘‘and who in
the opinion of the commission may be
entitled, because of their financial con-
dition, to consideration.” This was lost
in council by 15 to 12. -When the adop-
tion of the report was finally put, it was
carrlied unanimously,

Alderman Plewman declared it was a
vear and a half ago since the housing
problem became acute, and the city
council had done pothing from that day
to this.

t _This. remark Was contested by the

Mayor and Controlier Maguire, and the
latter further on cited one meeting in
parucular where Alderman tjewman
was absent,

Referring to one of the reasons for
rejecting the scheme under the Prp-
vincial Act, that the limit of $3600 for
workmen’s houses was too low, Alder-
man Plewman took direct issue with this
attitude, saying it was useless to at-
tempt to provide houses for working men
at a cost which they could not meet.

W. E. Turley, provincial secretary of
the G.W.V.A,, declared t was recognized
a8 more important for the soldiers to ob-
tain houses than representation on any
commission. ‘“This association,” he said,
*is not going to be placed in the position
of being blamed for the failure of the
city council to expedite action in this
particular matter. We do not receed from
our previous stand in this connection.
We believe if you are to get a successful
administration of a housing plan you
mwust give representation to the people
who live in these houses, but we will not
be blamed for delaying this matter on
that account. We are willing to with-
draw our immediate request in that di-
rection, feeling certain that time and
experience will justify our demands and
that they will be met.” Comrade Conroy
endorsed these remarks,

Alderman Ball Amazed.,

Alderman Ball wae amazed that the
question had taken up the time it had at
the previous meefing. He thought it
would have b2en merely a matter of
form. He was surprise at the action of
Alderman Plewman, which was to him
incomprehensible.

square feet, for the sum of $15.000.

J. A .Macdonald. chair-
man of the school board, pointed out
the growth of the district since the
opening of the scheol, and the neces-
sity for more accommeodation. “There
are two propositions to place before
the ratepayers, both equally .desir-
able,” said Mr. Macdonald, the piece
if land—the Mortimer property to the
east offered for $10,000, and the Mark
Maynard land with a building which
can be used as a temporary school on
the west of the school for the sum of
$15,000. Each property works out at
