The favorable harvest is 
n« factor of considerable importance In fu­
ture transactions, while the hot weather 
has stimulated the sorting-up trade In sum­
mer goods. There are 110 particular changes 
in prices of staples, while the general ac­
tivity Is conducive to the maintenance of 
values. Sugars continue active, and the 
feeling is firmer with regard to canne.1 
goods. There is a fair business in hard­
ware and meto.ls. The demand is less ac­
tive for harvesting implements, and rope 
and twine are lower. Wheat H offering 
freely, and prices are lower. The 
Ontario is very heavy thH 
are very scarce and higher, and corn is 
rather firmer. Cheese shipments aa*e in­
creasing from Montreal, and the tone of the 
market has improved.

In Germany, Belgium, 
Holland and Scandinavia the harvest Is 
also late, and considerable quantities of 
dry foreign wheat will be wanted during 
August and early September. A number 
of cargoes were taken off the United King­
dom coast for Hamburg and Antwerp dur­
ing the second week of July.

Broomliall puts the weekly < 
of wheat in Europe at about 
bushels; the reserves held on July 31 be 
estimates at 40 million bushels in the im­
porting countries, with farmers’ reserves 
completely exhausted. If the wheat har­
vest in the United Kingdom and Northern 
Europe should be attended with u tong 
spell of rainy weather, the question ef im­
mediate supplies may become a serious 
one. But in all European markets there 
prevails a universal belief in an abundance 
of future supplies when all the exporting 
countries begin to ship freely.

The News shows that the reserves of 
wheat in exporting countries on July 30 
had reached tnelr highest in 1804 when 
they Nvere estimated at 256,000.000 bushels, 
gradually decreasing until In 1897 they had 
fallen to 136 million bushels, and during 
past season decreasing to 72 million bush­
els, which is only equal to nine days’ con­
sumption of the world. The reserves tu 
all countries on July 31, 1898, will be about 
56 million bushels less than on July 31, 
1807, and these Jatter were considered dan­
gerously small. The Invisible supply In the 
hands of farmers, millers, etc., is prob­
ably equally smaller than last year. To 
restore all reserves to the quantity 
a year ago the world's wheat crop of 
would require to te fully 200 million bush­
els larger than that of 1897. and to this 
excess must be added the increase in rhe 
world's consumption owing to the very 
moderate prices which are likely to pre­
vail during 1806-09.

Most of the news of 
the day such as continued light interior re­
ceipts, a large export demand and small 
shipments from other foreign countries to 
Europe, was biilish in its character, and 
may make itself felt by bringing about a 
temporary rally. The outlook, though, in 
view of the expected large receipts of 
new wheat is for lower prices for the 
more remote options. July wheat to-day, 
after rallying l%c, sold down 2%c to l%c 
below Thursday’s close.

The Taxpayers Vote $30,000 for the 

New Municipal Structure to Re­
place the One Burned.

Stratford, Ont., July 29.—A bylaw to raise 
the sum of $30,000 for the purpose of erect­
ing toew municipal buildings in place of 
those burned last November, was carried 

to-day by a majority of 95. The plans ac­
cepted for the new buildings are those of 
George W. King, architect, of Toronto, and 
.the lowest tender for the erection of the 
same was that of E. A. Causey and John L. 
Youngs of this dty, amounting to $27,7S7. 
A bylaw to raise $21,000 for the purpose of 
reconstruction of the building according to 
plans prepared by Alex Hepburn of this 
city was voted on at the same time and 
defeated by a majority of 81. The lowest 
tender for this scheme was $20,536. This 
means that Stritford will have an entirely 
new building for municipal purposes, and 
the plajos indicate a handsome building, a 
irodern structure in every respect, and one 
that will be a credit to the city.

Henry A. King & Co., 12 King-street east, 

received the following despatch to day from 
Chicago :

Wheat—The bear element or the believers 
in lower prices were predominant to-day. 
Statistically, about the only bear feature 
in wheat was the closing lower English 
tables, while French cables were 20 to 30 
higher. The French markets, how­
ever, do not cut much figure with us, as 
they are only 11c above us, after deducting 
the duty, while the cost of shipment am­
ounts to fully 18c. There is now quite a 
large short interest, amd the disposition is 
to increase, which is the main cause of the 
decline. Primary receipts are comparative 
ly light, cleai'uiices large, export demand 
hberad and Argentine shipments none at all, 
while Danube, Russian and Indian are 
much lighter than was expected. We be­
lieve a rally is quite likely to come, owing 
to the large short interest. It still re­
mains to be seen how much contract wheat 
we will get for September delivery. It was 
a surprise to many that the higher price of 
cash above futures does not bring larger 
receipts.

Corn—Very active amd erratic. The rains 
and predictions of rain where most needed 
caused a radical change in the sentiment 
as to prices of corn. Lower prices encour­
aged shorts to. increase their lines, and 
holders were nervous and liberal sellers on 
all soft spots. Some enthusiastic bulls were 
sellers also. If half the reports are true, 
it is >quite evident, owing to the decrease 
in acreage, that It will require the most 
favorable weather to Oct. 1 to produce a 
1,600,000,000 or 1,700,000,000 crop

The Liverpool Corn Trade News, 19th 
lust., is received. We find, among others, 
the following items referring to European 
grain crops and markets:

United Kingdom—Favorable weather had 
enabled English farmers to secure their 
very heavy crops of hay." At date of issue 
the weather was unsettled and retarded the 
maturity of the grain crop.

France—A big yield of wheat 
su red, which had caused a sharp fall in 
prices.

Russia—The grab* crops Jn the districts 
of Kherson, Taurida, Bessarabia, Elizabetli- 
grad and Pottava were promising splendid­
ly, and harvest was making satisfactory 
progress. Barley is of good quality, 
an average yield of 32 bushels per acre; 
rye, 18 bushels per acre: spring wheat and 
oats promised well. Very hot weather re­
ported from Odessaf and ÿlso from some of 
the central and eastern Governments, do­
ing some damage to spring crops.

Da u u bian I’ri uclpa 1 i ties—Good
crops in Moldavia and Wallavhia and all 
the other provinces, but slightly deterior­
ated by rains in the first week" of this 
month, possibly to extent of 5 per cent., 
but still this season’s crop will be above 
average.

Austria-Hungary—Although the crop in 
some sections suffered damage from heavy 
rains, cloud bursts, hail and floods in first 
ten days of July, in other sections favored 
by fine weather, the out-turn exceeds ex­
pectations. so that for wrheat an average 
yield per acre of good quality is expected.

Italy—Official reports of the Minister of 
Agriculture claim an over-average yield of 
wheat. Cdmmerelal estimates Indicate a 
crop about average and of good quality. 
The reduced rate of duty (8s 6d per quarter) 
is to be continued until Aug. 15, when the 
old rate (12s 6d per quarter) will come lu 
force.

Spain—The wheat crop w\is turning out 
well, and new' grain was arriving freely at 
Barcelona,

Belgium and Holland—Crop reports con­
tinue favorable

Germany—Weather cool, wet and rough. 
Harvest will be late. Fine, warm weather 
urgently needed for all crops.

The quantity of wheat and flour afloat
