Have to Slmly Luck.
"As long as a sheep rancher don’t

have any bad luck he can get rich in 
three or four years, but one storm may 
ruin him. The sheep perish In great 
droves when caught out unprotected 
in severe weather, and I knew of a 
wealthy fellow last fall to be bank­
rupt by a sudden freeze catchlngsmost 
of his herds out in the open and near­
ly every head perished. I have .seen 
this thing apply to cattle In that coun­
try, but it takes mighty hard weather 
to kill stock.
