shoot craps. During one of these games
the cause of the tragedy developed. Two
negroes beat and seriously injured two
white men. Then theyv fied. The re-,
port quickly spread that the white men
had been Kkilled.
Whites Begin Man Hunt.

A general alarm was then sounded
‘among the white residents of St.Cha=~les.
Some of the older negroes, who knew
from experience the weight of the white
man’s wrath, came into town from their
cabins and reported at once to the offi-
cers. More than one of them announced
that he had a shotgun or some other
weapon and that he wished the white
men would send somebody to his cabin
{to get it. He had been afraid to bring |
{the wedpon in himself, for fear he
!might be shot on sight, and he knew
the bitter consequences of having it
found, if his cabin should be searched
later.

Some of these old darkies also, rem-
inants of the old slave days, who still

ling talés to tell of what the younger
iand more vicious negroes intended to
do.
| Practically every man, white or black,
in all that country has either a rifle or
a shotgun.

| darkies reported that the Griffins had
{organized the younger negroes, who are
| mostly members of a secret society with
a tremendous and ridiculous title, into
an army of invasion, and that as they
numbered more than two-thirds of the
population of Bt. Charles, the town
really belonged to them, and they pro-|
posed to march in and take it.

Search Cabins of Negroes.

Next morning five men, heavily arin-
ed, started out from St. Charles to
search the negro cabins in the vicinity
for the Griffin desperadoes. Half a
mile out they met three young negroes
—Randall Flood, Wil Baldwin, and
Will Madison—coming along the roa<d
toward the town. The blacks were halt-
ed by the posse and asked if they knew
the whereabouts of the Griffin negroes.
They answered in the negative,

“Now,” said one of the posse, “we're
not out looking for any trouble at all
But we want those Griffin boys, and we
are going to get them. You fellows

Next morning, so the story goes,a
deputy found that one of the six ren
jeft for dead the night b.efore had
disappeared. Instead of being fataily
wounded, he had been shot thru the
arm and leg, and in this condition
had crawled a quarter of a mile away
across the fields. When the deputy

found him he was seated on a log iry-|

ing to bind up his wounds.

The deputy hailed him with the Te-
mark that he had evidently got mixed
up in it the night before.

“Yes, sah,” answered the negro. “Ah
done got shot up some last night.”

“Did you know any of the men in
the crowd last night?” asked the de-
puty.

“yés, sah,” answered the unfortun-
ate negro. ‘“Ah done recognized every
man in the party.”

Half an hour later this negro was
found dead. He knew too much.

This accounts for ten of the thic-
teen negroes who were killed during

that week. The others were followed |

into various parts of the county and
done away with.
End of Girifins a Mystery.

But what of the two Griffin negroes
who were the:i_rt‘ct cause of the whole
bloody busineks? Conflicting stories
are told as to their fate. But most
significant in this connection was the
statement made by an Arkansas
county man when asked directly if
the Griffins had been captured.

“You may have noticed, sah,” he
gaid, with a significant look in his gray
eves, “that we have quit lookin' Yor
them."

This story, told with no conscious
attempt at exaggeration, told as it
was gathered from the lips of those
who had taken part in the race war,
and from others who had heard the
tale rehearsed, is ghastly and almost
incredible. To northern readers it can
be nothing but shocking. Tn fairness
it should be said that the better class
of white men in Arkansas county, if
not \gqually shocked, are grieved ond
indignant at the lengths to which the
feud was |carried. Unfortunately,they
are bound by
which one must live in the south to
appreciate, and which seems to force
every white man to the conviction that,
in a race war, he must stand by the
me1f of his own color, be they right or
wrong.

And northern readers, as they feel
their indignation rising, will do well
to remember also that, not many weeks
ago, there were arrested in several of
the southern states white men
Chicago and from Cincinnati who
were peddling among the negroes of
the black belt photographic copies of
classic paintings of the gods and gol-
desses of mythology., in which the
gods had been changed to coal black
negroes, while Venus and the other

goddesses were left in their original

condition as women of white skin.
