MGE THAN 15,000 PRISONERS
TAKEN IN CROSSING OF PIAVE

Italian Headquarters on the Piave, Monday, Oct. 28.—Fifteen
t,_housand prisoners had been taken by the British, Italians and
French up to late today in the advance across the Piave, which for
the third time in one year is the scene of a desperate battle. This
time, however, the tables are turned against the Austrians, who are
steadily being pressed back from the eastern bank of the river.

The battle now has been going on for five days, and has been
marked by the desperate resistance of the Austrians. They have
directed their artillery fire against pontoon bridges thrown across
the Piave and their bombing airplanes also have caused trouble
for the allies.

Once across the river, the Allies have had to overcome strong
Austrian trench positions and machine gun nests.

Austrian prisoners declare that they know nothing of the
political situation at home and the efforts of their government to
arrange an armistice. The Austrian army command is said to have
stopped the delivery of mails some time ago. Facing a strong can-
nonade and machine gun fire, the Allied troops succeeded in ef-
fecting a crossing of the Piave. The British, Italian and French
soldiers are in the best of spirits and eager to continue the advance.

FRENCH CLOSING IN ON GUISE.

Paris, Oct. 29.—Gen. Debeney’s 1st army continues to close in
on Guise, and has captured German first-line trenches and the bar-
racks and hospital south of the chateau in the town of Guise, ac-
cording to the war office statement today.

South of Guise, the French have passed beyond the Louvry
Farm. They also continue to make progress on the right bank of
the Peron River.

The official statement reads:

““The artillery fire has been rather lively in the region of the
Oise, especially opposite Grand Verity.: In the course of the night
the French, overcoming the resistance of the Germans, approached
slightly nearer to Guise. We captured the barracks and hospital
near the railway station and the first-line trenches south of the
chateau.

“‘More to the south, we have passed beyond the Louvry Farm.
On the right of the Peron, French elements continue to progress

east of Monceau-le-Neuf, and have taken forty prisoners.’’

ria.

Count Karolyi has appealed to Austria-
Hungary to make peace since December,
1915. On several occasions he has de-
manded in the Hungarian Parliament
that Hungary make peace.

Thousands of victims of the Bolshevil
regime have fled into Finland and
compelled the Iinnish population to
divide with them the already mes: )
supplies of food. The food situation has
become so serious in Finland, it is re-
ported, as to endanger public health.
Some time ago the Finnish Government
asked Norway and Sweden to give shel-
ter to some of the Russians.

Forced To Bar Russians.

Although food is scarce in Scandi-
navia, a large number of Russians were
permitted to come into Sweden and Nor-
way, but recently the Governments of
those countries have been compelled to
inform Finland that they could no
longer permit the unlucky Russians to
enter. The housing problem in Sweden
and Norway also is very bad, even if the
food difficulties could be overcome by
means of increased importations {from
allied countries.

In some Government circles in Swe-
den it is declared that the only rational
solution of the Russian problem would
be to send the whole stream to Amer-
ica, as Europe for some time will not be
{able to feed and shelter the Russians.
Most of the refugees belong to the for-
mer well-to-do classes in Russia.
