If they are to be effective they mean to 
challenge the whole constitution of this 
country." ..... -,Asserting that the British Labor 
party members were the only people 
able to prevent an attack on Russia, 
he went on to say amid cheers:

Pleads for Unity.
“I want to thank our comrade, Win­

ston Churchill, for uniting the British 
democracy. We couldn’t. Other peoople 
have achieved unity. God send us the 
sense to preserve it.”

The general secretary of the Trans­
port Workers' Union asserted that labor 
was far more representative of the 
sentiment of the country than the 
House of Commons, and better quali­
fied to pass on the "go to war or go to 
hell” policy. . ,,

The conference concluded by singing 
the “Internationale," and cheering en­
thusiastically. By its resolutions the 
council of action was instructed to re­
main in being until it secured guaran­
tees that the British forces would not 
be used in support of Poland, Gen. 
Wrangel or any other military or na­
tional effort against Soviet Russia. 
Second, of the withdrawal of the Brit­
ish naval force blockading Russia, and 
third, the recognition of the soviet gov­
ernment and the establishment of un­
restricted trading and commercial re­
lations between Great Britain and 
Russia.

London, Aug. 13.—The opposition of 
British labor to assist in the war 
against Soviet Russia was voiced today 
with extraordinary vehemence at a 
special conference here representing 
all elements of the workers.

The resolutions adopted "hailed with 
satisfaction the Russian Government's 
declaration in favor of the complete in­
dependence of Poland," and pledged the 
British Labor party to resist any form 
of military intervention against Soviet 
Russia.

The meeting approved the action of 
the triple alliance of labor organiza­
tions in forming a council of action to 
deal with the situation arising from 
the Government's policy toward the 
war between Russia and Poland, and 
it recommended the levy of a half-penny 
upon ever member of the party to 
raise a fund for the requirements of 
the council.

Favors Direct Action.
The adoption of the resolutions viva 

voce vote was ratified by the delegates 
at the invitation of William C. Adam­
son, chairman of the Labor party in 
the House of Commons, who presided 
over today's meeting. He asked them 
to observe “the solemnity of standing" 
for a minute, and the delegates unani­
mously complied with his request, a 
complete silence being observed in the 
hall the while.

James H. Thomas, secretary of the 
National Union of Railwaymen, one 
of the principal speakers at the meet­
ing, said that if circumstances demand­
ed, it would be for the whole labor 
movement to decide upon direct action.

Warsaw, Aug. 13.—Russian Soviet forces, which are attacking 
the Polish lines northeast and east of this city have reached a point 
25 miles from Warsaw. A state of siege has been declared here 
by the military governor. Civilians are not permitted on the 
streets after 10 o’clock at night, and cafes must close at 9 o’clock. 
Fighting was reported today within 30 miles of the capital. It 
was said Pullusk changed hands several times, and last accounts, 
were that fighting was going on in the streets. The Poles were 
holding the west bank of the Narew River at this point, beating off 
the Bolsheviki from the north and hurling back other enemy forces 
which were trying to cross the river.

FRENCH GOVERNMENT 
APPROVES ATTITUDE 
OF U. S. AUTHORITIES

Pari, Aug. 13.—The French Govern­
ment is sending a note to the United 
States expressing pleasure that the 
French and United States views on the 
Russo-Polish situation are "in com­
plete accord," it was learned here to­
day.

The note, which is eight hundred 
words in length, and is signed by Pre­
mier Millerand, recapitulates the con­
clusions in the United States note to 
Italy, saying that France “reaches an 
identical conclusion." It adds that 
France “never varied in its determina­
tion to support the principles so clearly 
formulated by the Government of the 
United States.

The Polish mark took a decided turn 
for the better today.

fort is being made by the Polish Gov­
ernment to support the army against 
the Bolsheviki at the gate of the capi- 
tal. Women are playing a prominent 
part in all activities, many society lead­
ers supervising sidewalk lunch stands 
at busy corners, where soldiers are 

given food and drink.
Air raids over the Soviet lines along 

the Warsaw front are now a daily part 
of the city’s defence, aviators flying 
from the Warsaw aerodrome every 20 
or 30 minutes for the front. One aero­
plane caught fire when it was starting 
on a raid, the pilot and observer being 
killed and four civilians were killed and 
six injured by the explosion of bombs 
when the plane struck the earth.

REDS ARE BLAMED

London and Port Stanley Rail- London has been created the public 
health centre for Western Ontario, Dr. 
H. W. Hill, head of the Institute of 
Public Health, announced today on re­
turning from a conference with Dr. J. 
W. S. McCullough, provincial health of­
ficer, in Toronto. A branch laboratory 
has been operated here for some years, 
but the work is to be extended so that 
this will be the centre for this district 
for all public health work. This will 
apply particularly to the supplying of 
biological products such as serums and 
vaccines tor the use of the medical 
profession. Until now these had to be 
obtained from Toronto. The institute 
will also use all efforts to increase the 
practice of pasteurizing milk.

Dr. W. J. McNally, provincial district 
health officer, will make his headquar- 

Itens at the Institute as a still further 
step in making it the public health cen­
tre of the district. He has been in this 
vicinity for some time, coming here 
from Owen Sound. Dr. Mill offered to 
obtain quarters for him at the insti­
tute, and the provincial authorities glad­
ly accepted.

MANY VETERANS

Child Welfare Work.
The London Child Welfare Associa­

tion also will have its headquarters in 
the public health building. The nurses 
and office staff will be stationed there 
instead of at the Red Cross rooms.

Already in the pursuit of its new 
duties, the institute has secured a sup­
ply of a special form of diphtheria anti­
toxin for intravenous injection. This is 
particularly applicable to advanced 
cases. The ordinary anti-toxin for this 
disease will be carried as well.

Greatly Interested.
While in Tor ato, Dr. Hill was in 

communication with Dr. R. R. Clenahan, 
head of the venereal department. He 
is greatly interested In the clinic which 
is being established at Victoria Hos­
pital, and will come to inspect it as 
soon as it is opened.

Dr. Hill also attended a meeting of 
the editorial board of the Canadian Med­
ical Monthly, issued by the Ontario 
Medical Association. He is editor of 
the public health section. The board 
decided to devote the support of the 
paper chief to venereal, child welfare 
and public health work.

TORONTO OFFICIALS 
CUMING TOMORROW

In spite of the fact that the price of 
asphalt has increased from $25 a ton 
to $33, the paving program this year 
will be carried out at the same price 
as last year, as far as this material is 
concerned. City Engineer Brazier said 
today that a net saving of $2,000 had 
been effected by the purchase of large 
quantities of asphalt last year.

One hundred and twenty-five tons 
were available at $25 for use on this 
year's program, when work commenced 
In the spring, in spite of repeated re­
ports that the paving program was 
being held up for lack of this material. 
The paving was delayed, but it was 
because of a breakdown at the paving 
plant and not a shortage of asphalt.

At the present time a shortage of 
cement has brought operations practi­
cally to a standstill. The base for the 
pavements is made from concrete and 
no matter how much asphalt is avail­
able it cannot be used until the con­
crete has been laid. The shortage of 
this latter material is also delaying the 
work on curbs and gutters.

Supplies of oil are coming a little 
more freely, and the city engineer is 
confident that he can complete the 
program within a reasonable time

MANITORA FARMERS
HESITATE TO JOIN 

WITH LABOR PARTY

J. W. Cunliffe, secretary of the local 
branch of the G. W. V. A. informed 
The Advertiser today that details of the 
award of clasps for war medals issued 
to Canadian soldiers are practically 
completed, and while no definite an­
nouncement has , been officially made, 
in all probability those who participated 
in the following engagements will be 
entitled to a clasp for each, second bat­
tle of Ypres, Festubert, Givenchy, the 
Somme. Lens, Passchendaele and 
Amiens. In addition, it is probable 
those taking part in other outstanding 
battles wherein Canadians distinguished 
themselves will be eligible for clasps.

To the General Service Medal, which 
Is for all troops of the British Empire 
who went overseas, the clasps will be 
attached. This medal is granted to 
members of the Canadian forces who 
went to England only, as well as those 
who served under fire. The allied medal 
is awarded only to those who saw active 
service on a fighting front. The 1914-15 
medal was given to those who arrived 
in France prior to December 31, 1915. 
while the Mons Star of the imperial 
army was awarded only to officers and 
men who served in France during the 
autumn of 1914. Only one Canadian 
unit. No. 3 Stationary Hospital, com­
manded by Lleut.-Col. Casgrain of Ot­
tawa reached France in time to become 
entitled to this award.

As the Canadian corps operated for 
the most part as a unit in the great war, 
it is probable that there will be many 
who will be entitled to all clasps author­
ized.

through purely personal motives, ac­
cording to a statement issued at the 
Greek legation. After the fall of former 
King Constantine, they were removed 
from the Greek army and navy by the 
Venizelos Government, because of their 
open pro-German sentiments. It is said.

Terijoki, Finland, Russian Frontier, 

Aug. 13.—Developments of the soviet 
government in Russia have been such 
that today the vast Russian territory 
from the Pacific to the Baltic is di­
vided Into three distinct sections in the 
attitude of the people toward Bolshe- 
vism.
