' When 5 o'clock came and Engineer
Randolph of Chicago had concluded his
testimony, Corporation Counsel Fuller-

ton asked whether the commissioners

would hear further evidence, and the
chairman, dissenting, asked if the par-
ties concerned couldn’t get together.

“If you adjourned this session. until
December,” said Mr. Cassels (G.T.R.).
“the railway companies might in the
meanwhile discuss this question with
the city.”

Judge Killam: “I think it would be
#well to approach the question in that
attitugde.” : e
Mr. Cassels: ‘““We both desire to ap-
proach it in the fairest pessible way,
and if after a conference we fail to
reach an agreement with the city, we

can then produce our evidence.”

The understanding finally reached
was that the G.T.R. and C.P.R. com-
panies should, within three weeks, con-
sult between themselves and then con-
fer with the city, and that if they fail-
ed to come to an .agreement, a sitting
of the railway commission would prob-
ably be held here in December in order

| “For many years,” he said, “the-di-
rection of immigrants to Ontario has
been left by the provincial authorities
tc the federal government, who have
an extensive staff and conduet-an ac-
tive propaganda. The province, on the
other hand, undertook to see tnat the
immigrants arriving in Ontario were
distributed as soon as possible after
tkeir arrival.

Work Overlapping.

“Some years ago the federal govern-
{ment allowed a bonus to the British
| booking agents amounting to 7s per
| head ~on all immigrants going to the
}!vestern- provinces, but this bonus was
not allowed on immigrants coming to
Ontario or the other eastern provinces.
| In 1902 this discrimination was remov-
led, and since that time immigration
| to Ontario has been increasing stead-
|ily. So much was this the case that
the province, thru the bureau of co»n-
{ nization, found it necessary to extend
|and enlarge the machinery for distri-
| buting immigrants. A farm labor bu-
| reau was organized with a competent
| staff to meet the immigrants on their
| arrival at Toronto and direct them to
farm - work thruout the province, the
| provincial government supplying the
farm labor immigrants not only with a
situation, but with free transportation
from Toronto to their place of employ-
ment.

“The work of this bureau had devel-
oped ‘to such an extent -that several
thousand men were placed«in situations
each year, reaching a total of about
10,000 in 1906. This year, 1907, for some

Unless
a buyer can get cars, he cannot buy, which means a direct loss
to thé whole community. Yet every day hundreds. of empty
“cars pass thru here within a few yards of Mr. Skinner’s ware-
house ; but they must be used for the U. S. shippers who are
competing with the Canadian farmer in the world's' markets.
The railways which the Canadian people built and presented
to the railway companies, and allow to go untaxed, are being
now managed in a way that is a positive injury to Canada’s
progress. ; B
