THE POST ON ROSEBERY.

Thinks He Has Given True Delini-
tion'of the Empire.
(Canadian Associated Press Tabhle.)
London, Sept. 26.—The Post, referring
to Lord Rosebery's preface to “Canada
and the Empire,”’ says a true definition of
the empire is given in Lord Rosebery’s
passage that men are misled by the anal-
ogy of other empires, ancient and modern,
and that they will not realize that the true

ideal should be a vast co-operative leigue
of centendéd and emujous Anglo-Saxon
states, together with an empire in the east
of different racts under different condi-
tions. The Post declares that if this kind
of union is ever to be realized a unecessary
distinction must be encouraged to grow
up between services to Britaln and ser-
vices to the empire, The time is ripé for
a meeting between stitesmen of the seve-
ral leagues, both with regard to the gene-
ral affairs of the league and of India. We
should expect more progress in the ldea
«of unity from the appoiutment of Canadian
members to the council of  India office
than from any other single administrative
change, and we fancy when the name of
Imperial Yeomanry was given to the force
rafsed ip Great Britain alone, more harm
was done to the idea than could be aton-
ed by all the platform speeches on imperi-
alism delivered ever since,

Lord Rosebery, in writing his preface to
“Canada and the Empire,” says: “‘Those
who canot visit the dolonies themselves
should read the experiences of those able
to do so, like our authors. This i8 the more
necessary, as the London newspapers are
so largely enlisted in Mr. Chamberlain's
ecause. The information thus furnished can-
not h|.1t he, consclously or unconsciously,
colored by the channels thru which it passes.
There i8, too, another danger to my mind,
and a very grave one, to which our au-
thors eall attention. The views which are
ecabled from London to the Dominfon are
as favorable us I8 the London press to
Mr. Chamberlain’s agitation. This is a
serious matter, of which I have no per-
sonal knowledge, but if it be true that
the effeet of these communications is to
mistepresent the Liberal party corporat-
ively, as it is misrepresented at home, and
tax it with indifference or histility to the
idea of empire, the mischief is an fmperial
peril, for the ILiberal party is predomin-
ant. thruout the empire.”
