Beginning July 1, the price of soft coal 
at all mines east of the Mississippi is 
to be reduced one to five dollars a ton 
to the consumer with a still further cut 
of fifty cents to the government

An agreement to this effect has been 
reached between representatives of the 
coal interests and government officials 
following several days of conferences 
here.

It was also agreed to defer the ques­
tion of lower prices on hard coal until 
after July 1. Anthracite operators in­
dicated willingness, however, to meet 
the government in the same spirit as 
shown by soft coal men.
