All the guards were to­
gether, and together they passed the 
trenches, swinging left inevitably under 
a machine gun fire which poured upon 
them from their right, but going stead­
ily deeper into the German lines until 
they were 2,000 yards from their starting 
place.

Then it was necessary to call a halt. 
Many officers and men had fallen. To 
go further would be absolute death. The 
troops on the right had been neld up. 
Tile guards were up in the air, with 
their flank open to all the fire that was 
flung upon them from the German lines.

The temptation to go farther was 
great. The German infantry was on the 
run. They were dragging their guns 
away. There was a great panic among 
the men who had been hiding in the 
trenches, but the German machine gun­
ners kept to their posts to prevent a 
rout, and the guards had gone far 
enough through the scourging bullets. 
They decided wisely to hold the line they 
had gained and to dig in where they 
stood and make forward posts with 
strong points. They had killed a great 
number of Germans and taken 200 pris­
oners. So they halted and dug and took

The night was a dreadful one for the 
wounded and for the men, who did their 
best for the wounded, trying to be deaf 
to agonizing sounds. Many of them 
had hairbreadth escapes from death.
