When the order was issued that the
Hearst newspapers were to be barred
from Canada there was some misappre-
hension regarding the scope of the or-
der. Some newsdealers, in their anxiety |
to comply with the law and avoid thci
$5,000 fine, went so far as to destroy all
the magazines in which W. H. Hearst
has an interest and which they had in
stock. '
Since then the ruling has been made
more specific and a group of .six month-
ly magazines published by companies |
controlled by Hearst are being admitted |
to Canada, subject to the scrutiny of!
the censor. Two of these are fiction |
magazines, two are women’s journals |
and two deal with motoring subjects. |

That the censors dare keeping watch is |
shown by the fact that the December'
number of one of these publications was
refused admittance to Canada. The
January number evidently was regarded
as harmless and was allowed to come in. |
There has been no difficulhy about any
of the others, so far.
