He 'asked a fel-
low-student, with #hom he was on in-
timate terms, to do the work for him.
The name cf this other student is withheld
by the father.

A few days after the teeth werefilled,
Gifford began to suffer shooting pains in
his head. He went to one of the attend-
ant dentists at the .college, who - decided
the nerve of ome of the filled teeth had
not béen killed, and this tooth was ex-
tracted. As this gave no relief, the other
tooth -was removed.

Two weeks ago blood poisoning set in
and the younz man was removed to his
home.. He grew steadily worse ,and al-
though specialist after specialist was called
in, none was able to check the inroads of
the disease. 2

The young man-was a graduate of the
Pawtucket High School, class of 1999, and
entered Tufts Dental School last year.
He was very popular here, and was promi-
nent socially and as a musician.

Some Stat'stics

It may be of interest to note that the
number of places under the jurisdiction
of the assembly from which the gospel is
proclaimed and taught throughout the
Dominion is close on to 4,000, the actual
figures: for the past year being - 3,924,
which was an increase of 97 over the pre-
ceding year. The number of families rep-
resented at these meeting places is 138,374
while the communicants -number approxi-
mately 270,000. Church property represents
a value of close to $17,500,000 on which
there is a debt of less than $2,500,000.

For the various schemes of the church
throughout the world it is expected that
this year the total amount raised will be
close to the $500,000 mark. It has been
increasing steadily each year, the total
for last year being $420,152, which was
an increase of nearly $50.000 over the pre-
ceding year's returns. The largest sum
raised by the presbyteries for any of the
church schemes is for home missions which
varies in amount from $139,293 last year
to $143,569 for the preceding year, the la-
test returns available representing the only
dgcrease of the various schemes. Foreign
issions take second ramk with about

,000 raised.

The reports indicate that the depart-
ments of the work of the church are alive
to the needs of the growing country and
wherever the pioneer makes his way there
a representative of the -church is on hand
to minister to his spiritual necessities.
Services are held wherever it is possible
to get even a few people together to lis-
ten to the word. A tent, a restaurant, or
a hotel dining room is often pressed into
service for the purpose of ministering and
this sort of effort brings the most ‘en-
couraging kind of results for. the most
part.
