Reading coal and railroad business. It
is planned to organize another corpor-
ation as a holding company for the
coal and fron business which will be
entirely independent of the carrying
companies.

OF TOWER, IS DEAD

ﬁotod French Engineer Passes
Away in Paris at Age
of 91.

Paris, Dec. 28—Alexandre Gustave
Eiffel, the engineer who built the fam-
ous tower that bears his name, is dead
at the age of 91 years. He gained
world fame in directing the comstruc-
tion of the tower to which his name
was given, the world’s highest struc-
ture, in the Champs de Mars, Palls,
for the exposition of 1889.

The work, which presented many
problems in engineering, was begun on
January 28, 1887, and completed on
March 13, 1889. The tower, intended
as a feature of the exposition, is used
not only as a point of vantage for
sightseers, but for meteorological and
scientific observations. It also serves

SHOOTS 3 PERSONS

Blame For Deaths in Vienna is
Placed Upon Mesmerist,
Police Say.

Vienna, Dec. 28.—Blame _for the
death of three persoms, shot by a po-
liceman of Sebenco, Jugo-Slavia while
he was under the hypnotic influence of
Professor Maximilian Langsner was
placed on the latter charge today by
counsel for the policeman.

If placed on trial charged with mur-
der, the officer will argue that the mes-
merist was solely responsible for the
deaths. While under Langsner’s spell,
the policeman was handed a block of
wood and told “this is a revolver,
shoot.”

Instead he drew his pistol and killed
three of the spedtators. Langsner’s de-
fense will be that the policeman was
not hypnotized at all, that he was
drunk and that he merely feigned be-

ing under the influence of mesmerism.

NEW TRANSFOSION
OF BLOOD SUCCEEDS

London, Dec. 28—A new method' of
blood transfusion for treating seripus
cases of septicaemia is being success-
fully used at St. Mary’s Hospital, Lon-
don, says the Daily Mail. It is the
invention of Sir Almroth Wright, a
famous pathologist.

Dr. Wright found during the war
that simple transfusion was useless in
desperate cases of septicaemia and
adopted a plan of drawing the blood of
a healthy person, inoculating it with
vaccine to increase its8 power of killing
microbes and then injecting it into the
patient. From this developed the im-
proved method, namely, the inoculation
of a healthy blood donor with vaccine
and then, when this person’s bload has
manufactured a large quantity of mic-
robe-killing substances, drawing from
this stream for injection.

The results so far obtained can only
be regarded as a beginning, says the
newspaper, but physicians apparently
are building much hope on the new
method.
