THE “ CANADA nns'r * PARTY.

Who Constitute the l’nrly—ltnlnl‘ln, Organ
and 0r-ele—lm Club and Club Room—The
Ari ofa People.

There is a large numbeér of persons within this
Province—as well as out of “it—to whem the words
‘“ Canada First” are an enigma. Beyond. an occa-
sional reference to the existence of such an organi-
zation, they hawé no idea of its meaning, its objects,
or its clalms. It may be a secret society for what
little they know of it: That it will ever exert a
powerful influence on the country appears to be at
present doubtful. Briefly, then,tln *“@anada First
| Party* (whose head-quarters arein Toronto) may \F
be'defined as an assembly of persops elaiming to
haye for their first and princlpulobjwt the interests
of Canada, irrespective of any other influence,—
whether it be in' the form of British €onnexion as a
colony, or as an Independéncy eoumlling its own
affairs,

Whether the existence of “ party” is a vital es-
sential to geod gevernment is not the guestion we at
present intend to discuss ; we simply purpose look-
ing into the subject and examining for ourselves
whether the pretensions of the Canada Fiwst body
are not also d by the Refo , Liberals
and Conservatives of to-day, So long as the Do-
minion remains a portion of the British Empire, it
‘seems to us that it 78 a question of secondary im-
portance whether the Dominion Cabinet consists of
Canadi Tnolish Trish & Brotch
the place of birth bemg 8 ounmluu!on of shglu

Fhe prineiples of the British Consti-
umon are the principles of this country, m\mde«l

*| they are of other great powers, The national pri-

vileges of the Irlshman or Se 1 are not
superior to thone of the Canadian. Indeed, the
latter p in conmection with the
consutulmnal nghts of -his country of which the
former cannot boast. Its various medifications are
sa many stepplug stones toward the highest perfec-
tion of temporal government. 'l‘lumohdatxon of
national sentiment is the natural aut-growth of this
completeness, and te say that Canadian sentiment is
the expression of purely Canadian progrese simply
means thatit is the result of a combination of the best
systems of political experiences, primarily engen-
dered by the Mother Country. It is not the expe-
rience of the statesmen of one section of the United
Kingdom but of all of them, modifled and applied
to the Canadian peaple as a whole. This is what
we understand to be the true definition of National-
ity. Should the time arrive when this Dominion
will an Ind dency—and let us hope, for
many reasons, that it may be far distant—it will
require & century to elapse before the term national
progress will possess any real yalue as a separate
and distinct idea. Perhaps no hetter illustration of
the truth of what we have said ean be found than
the policy of the Government in s treatment of
the Mennonites who have recently arrived from
Russia, - The exemption of these people from bear-
ing arms was a concession which, had they been
desirous of emjigrating to'England i of Cfina.
da, the British Government would not have made,
and for oObvious reasons. This fact proves that

the Government or Mmm.em‘so interfered at the
last General Election, their action would have been
stigmatized and resented from one end of the Pro-
vinee to the other. They would have been bluntly
told to confine their clegtiopeering efforts to their
proper npher«,—-llmt it was not their Government
which was on trial—that their interference was an
assault on the independence of our Legislature and
their acts an invasion of the domain of Provincial
politics. The people of New Brunswick, holding
such viéws in regard to the importance of resisting
Dontinion control of the local elections, are pre-
pared to regard with de«-p alarm the annauneement
that one third of the members of the Domini

Cabinet have thrown themselves hotly into the
Quebec Province elections, are coaxing and intrigu-
ing, threatening and bullying, promising Dominion
favors or holding over the heads of malcontents the
threat of loss of Dominion patronage, according as
the cirpumstances seem ta them to yeguire. It is

His strength in the County may be judged
from the fact that he defeated Mr. Doripn by 384
votes. Evidently so styong a man could not be
casily beaten by fair means ; so the l'nnv of Purity
did ot hesitate to u-xnrl to foul means, T ln'y de-
libes m(cly set to work and added to the voters’ lists
a sufficient number of names to overcome Mr.
Baubien's majofity. Complaint was made that the
number of bad votes thus created was 460, and the
Conservatives brought the matter before the Courts,
and Judge Torrance lost no llmc in checking llu-
outrage and stri ng 448 names off {he lisis. This
effectually blocks the gume of the self-styled purists,
