'Mr. Topp.

“Let us lay & couple of blocks of
Douglas street with bithulithic and the
rest with haé"sam and so have a means
of convincing ourselves of their res-
pective merits and satisfying the pub-
lic as well,” [said Ald. Stewart at the
streets committee meeting Friday night.

It was duripg the regutar paving dis-
cussion that takes place at every meet-
ing of counci] and streets committee as
regularly as the reading of the minutes.
It looks as if *here would be at least
a lull now, however.

The city engineer has had the duty
turned over fto him of deciding what
form of pavement is best adapted to
each particular street. Council has
finally come to the conclusion that this
is part of hig work, anyway, and that
he is better gualified to judge of the
comparative values of different paving
materials than either aldermen or pub-
lic. Whether or_not this wil] really
put an end to the continual discussion
by the aldermen of this, that and the
other pavings is a question which re-
mains to _be answered. Counci] will,
of course, settle on the policy of pav-
ing a street, and will have the final
say as to the adoption or rejection of
the engineer’s report on’ the kind of
Following
up its decision to make the engineer
responsible it would naturally be ex-
pected that his reports will be adopt-
ed.

The city engineer, who has hig hands
more than full as it is, foresaw a peck
of trouble for himself as a result of
this latest move, in view of the endless
canvassing ¥y property-owners and
pavement representatives that the
eleven members of council have been
subject to. He was told that he was
to act. on his own responsibility and
pay’ no attentien® to anyone outside.
This may be taken ag notice to every-'
one concerned that it will be absolute-
ly useless to take up Mr. Topp’s time
with any representations for or against
any particular class of pavement

Douglas Street Paving.

City Assessor Northcott reported that
the petition agalns§ the paving of|
Douglas street, from Humboldt to Cor-
morant, was signed by -23.proprietors,
representing an assessment of $905,020,
leaving 11 owners of property, assess-
ed for $179,900 unopposed. This was
sufficient to prevent the work “being
done.

Ald. Stewart said something' should
be: done’ regarding the paving of .this
street. J..L. Skene had been down-to
Portland and brought back a sgample
of-hassam cut.out of a roadway. After
seeing this he was.a convert to-has-
sam-and thought it would make a goods
pavement here if put.down in the same
way, It certainly had been .a surprise
to. him. At the same time he had it
on the authority of A, G. Long, whose
opinion every Victoriam would respect.
that bithulithic was doing well in
Portland. It woulr 'be a wise thing,
he thought, to try all the pavements
on a stretch of a couple of blocks.

Mayor Hall agreed with making a
trial, but objected to doing so on .an
important street. - Hé would put has-
sam, bithulithic and granitoid down in
one block and let people see them side
Ly side. His own opinion was that un-
til 'some one pavement was proved the
view of the people was that it would
he advisable to stick to wood. blocks.

Aldermen Turner and Stewart advoc-
ated . strongly that the council should
loave these matters to the engineer
a1 let him handle what he knew more
fibout than they did. :

Ve would get more efficient work
if we left it to the engineer and held
him responsible,” Ald. Turner declared.

Ald, Raymond remarked that Pan-
dora avenue owners were now getting
up a petition in favor of hassam.

“You can get up a petition in favor
of anything,” said his worship. “Over
in Tacoma the other day a man said
he could get up a petition to hang an’
alderman—and he did.”

v““Should he consider the property-
owners’ wishes as to material?” asked
Ald. Raymond.

“No,” replied Ald. Fullerton.

It was the opinion of council that
no danger need be apprehended of the
engineer deciding on a pavement which

Fire Which - Threatened Big
Oregon Mill is Now

Lebanon, Ore, May 29.—Flames that
destroyed cordwood valued -at $28,000,
that: were fought by 200 men nearly 12
hours, and  that came dangerously
close tg destroying the $1,000,000 mills
of the Lebanon Paper Company, were

The fire started late yésterday after-
noon ‘in a small pile of wood and, fan-

that the plant was saved.

Dynamite was hurried to the scene
from Albany and fire apparatus from
other villages was brought to Lebanon,
but they were not needed. Shortly be-
forg 1 o'clock this morning the volun-
teer firemen dug a path through the
great piles of wood. As the flames
could not leap over this cut they burn-
ed themselves out,

Jersey City Man Becomes 'In-
sane While Dining With
’ Fa[nily;

Paris, May 29.—An .inquest to-day
over the body of David-Henderson of
Jersey City. N<J., who shot and killed
his daughter Marthe and then commit-
ted suicide-in a restaurant dast night,
showed that he was a mental wreck,
It ‘is. alleged that his reason was de-
stroyed by excessive drinking. :

Rendered: .suddenly ''insane after
weeks of suffering from. neurasthenia,
Henderson suddenly drew his revolver
and in the presence .0f’his wife and
family, shot ahd killed his daughter
Martha, and committed suicide. The
tragedy was witnessed by many in the
restaurant, After the shooting, the
blace wag in a turmoil' caused by a

number of women who fainted after

the-firing ceased.

Henderson had been dining with his
wife and -three daughters and. their
governess, There had appeared nothing
unusual in his conduct at dinner, After
desert he arose and walked toward the
cashier’'s window,

Before reaching it he turned, drew
his revolver and fired\ at random to-
ward his family which was grouped
about the table, preparing to leave.

The first bullet..struck ® his eldest
daughter .in the back of the neck,
severing the spinal cord. The other mis-
siles went wild and damaged only the
walls and mirrors. The last shot in the
revolver Henderson saved for himself
and fell dead with a bullet in his brain.

The Hendersons are said to have been
left temporarily without funds by the
tragedy, - although’ Henderson is wsaid
by the governess to have owned a villa
near Paris and much rea] estate in
New York,

The youngest, daughter is 10 wears
of age, She flung hersgl; in front of her
mother when the shooting began.

Sharp and & band of religious fren-
zied followers were holding a street
meeting heré December 8th, and by
their shouts and antics attracted a
crowd of curious spectators that block-
ed the traffic of the street, To disperse
the crowd, Mullane ordered Sharp to
discontinue his harangue,

Enraged at the command, the fan-
atic leader - announced .that he was
conducting the meeting at .the express
command of the Lord, and defied the
officer t¢ compel him to move, When
Mullane approached to enforce his
order Sharp drew a revolver and shot
him.,

The crowd was thrown into a panic
by the occurrence, and police reserves
were called out..Upon their approach
Sharp again opened fire, wodunding
several of the officers and bystanders.
He was captured after a desperate
struggle and his followers compelled to
leave the city. He alleged his conduct
wag directed by God. ‘

Sharp’s followers, fleeing from the
officers, attempted to escape by cross-
ing the Missourl river. Three women
and a little girl disregarded the com-
mand of the officers and put into ths
river in a small boat. The police sent a
shower of bullets after the fugitives,
and the little girl was mortally wound-
ed.
