‘““The- reports. that had been cirenlating
last season in regard to the gold discov-
erfes at Cape Nomme were quite generally
disputed here, the opinion being that the
Atlin and Klondike countries ‘were more
promising and ‘slso easfér of sccess. But
the last two steamers from: the North ef-
fectually . dispelled all - uncertainties, the
passengers bringing with them indisputable
evidence that all along ‘the beach in the
vicinity of Cape Nome gold in paying quan-
tities .can be had for the digeing.

“A number of these men have called at.
the consulate, exhibifing specimens of. the
gold, saying they dug it on the beach,
near the water’'s edge; that men with only
hand shovels and the simpiest and rudest
of pans. cleared from $50 to $100 and even
$300 per day, while sometimes a clean up
of from $1,000 to $1,500 has been reported.”
