The second package 
was from Balfour, M. P. P. of South 
Essex, who stated in his I letter that 
Wilkinson had paid him $800 to seduce 
him "from his allegiance to the Mowatt 
Government and the amount of the 
bribe was counted in $100 bills before 
the eyes of the assembled crowd. As^ 
soon as the Speaker had read tfrp let­
ters, Mr. Mowatt again arose and read 
a statement of the whole history of the 
case.

The persons implicated are 
Chris. W. Bunting, chief editor of the 
Toronto Mail; Edward Meek, barrister, 
who has his office in the Mail building;

The opponents of the Valley Railway 
are sparing no effort, fair or otherwise, 
to induce ratepayers who signed the 
petitions in favor of having a junction 
with the Intercolonial in Nelson, pro­
vided for in the Subsidy Act, as it was 
in the previous one, to say they did so 
without knowing the purport of the 
petitions.

Mr. Burchill introduced a bill to con­

solidate and amend the Southwest Biom

Iu supply, the item for free grants set. 
tlements was passed. On the item for in­
terest, Hon. Mr. McL^lhm said the grant 
was asked on account of money borrowed 
from the banks to meet current demands. 
Formerly the Dominion Government ad­
vanced the subsidies at 4£ per cent., but 
this year had refused them and so neces­
sitated a loan from the banka. The grant 
would cover interest on the sum already 
borrowed and on money that will be re­
quired until the Government were enabled 
to get the subsidy or float debentures.

Hon. Mr. Blair said that when at Otta­
wa he had explained to the Finance Min­
ister that it had been the intention of the 
Government to bond the floating debt,but 
that, owing to a clause iu the law.it could 
not be satisfactorily done; and he asked iu 
a spirit of fairness that the Dominion Gov­
ernment should do as formerly. A formal 
request was afterward forwarded, but no 
favorable answer had Jjeen received. The 
administration w-ere therefore compelled 
to borrow money to meet current demands 
and when it was not obtainable from the 
DomidTon it had to be got elsewhere.

Mr. Adams claimed that the Govern­
ment had borrowed during the year $4GG, - 
9C0 ; out of this §119,000 was paid for 
Parliament buildings, $1.3,723 on suspense | 
account, and $150,000 temporary loan, i 
leaving a balance to the credit of the Pro- | 
vince of $25,000. It was easy for any Go­
vernment, he said, to come down with 
money if they could succeed in borrowing. 
On October 31st, 1882, the total floating 
indebtedness, according to the late Pro­
vincial Secretary, was $265,000 ; on Dec.

In 
view of this the Government had granted 
a large subsidy to Halifax for grain 
elevators, and now it appears as if the 
products of the North West are to be 
directed to American instead of Canadian 
ports. St. John naturally expects sup­
port from the Government, and will insist 
upén the erection of a grain elevator there, 
for the simple reason that there will be 
ample business for both Halifax and St
