The sentence of the judges on John

V. Ellis is "being variovsly discussed

by the press. Many of our contem-

pories denounce the sentence and claim

that the judges have brought dishonor

upon our zourt. Others declare the

sentence a just one and such a one as

was merited by Mr. Ellis. We think

there has been and still is much mis-
apprehension on the part of Canadian
journalists as to the cause of editor

Ellis being in his present position.

They lose sight of the distinction be-
tween criticisms of the acts of a judge
and the imputing of corrupt and dis-
honorable motives to the judge in the
performance of his duty. The facts
have been stated respeatedly but they
are still incorrectly stated by many of
our exchanges. At the general elec-
tion in 1887 Mr. Baird and Mr. King
were’ the government and opposition
candidates respectively in the County
of Queens. Mr. King secured the ma-
Jjority of votescast, but on declaration
day, Mr. Dunn, the returning officer
declared Mr, Baird the minority can-
didate elected.  Aninformality had
been discovered in the nomination
papers of Mr. King and Mr. Daun
treated them as a nullity, dealing with
the whole contest as if there had beén
but one candidate in the field—Mr.
Baird. We think Mr, Donn acted
wrongly and that he should have de-
clared Mr. King elected and left the
further consideration of the question
for the courts. ~ Mr. King’s legal ad-
“visers now applied to Judge Steadman
the County judge for Queers for a re-
count. Mr. Baird’s legaT advisers were
of opinion that it was not the proper
course to be pursned. They accord-
ingly applied to Judge Tuck for a writ
of prohibition to restrain Judge Stead-
man from proceeding with the recount.
Judge Tack issued the writ. Then it
was that the Globe accused him of
acting from corrupt, dishonest, dis-
honorable and partisan motives. The
soundness of his law was not criticised
but the motives by which he was
actnated in applying the law were im-
pugned. The legality of Judge Tuck’s
proceedings came before the Supreme
Court and it was held that he had the
jurisdiction to issue the writ of pro-
hibition and that it was properly issued.
The press does not enjoy the right of
unlimited ecriticism.  Fair and im-
partial criticism of public meetings; of
proceedings in parliament; in the Legis-
latures andin courts of justice have been
held to be privileged. If, however,
malice is shown to exist, speaking gen-
erally, the writer is liable to be pro-
ceeded against. But this was nota
casein which the rights or privileges
of a citizen had Leen invaded. A Judge
had been accused of administering law
to promote the ends of a political party.
It: was not, therefore, for legitimate
criticism of the action of the judge
that this punishment has been awarded
but for asserting that the judge used
his position to further the interests of
the Tory party. There areat least two,
if not three methods by which a judge
can be removed for cause shewn, If
the editor of the Globe was of opinion
that a judge of the Supreme Court of
New Brunswick was dragging the
ermine in the dust by his partisan con-
duct he could have proceeded in “he
mafter and been free from any con-
sequent liability, The action of the
judgesin no way limitsthe liberty of the
press, but tends to preserve that proper
respect which all should have for the
bench.

Crowa Land Business.

Tiece was some lively bidding ut the

weekly sales at the Crown Land cffice last
wak Seven or eight blocks were offered
and évery one was compelel for. The
keenest bidding was on a aine and a three
mile block on. Big Sevogle river, which
wera applied for by John Burchill. Mr.
Barchill’s agent ran the nine mile block
up to $25 per mile, when hg dropped to
George Hughes who, with Edward Sin-
clair, of Northumberland, went as high as
$40 a mile. Mr.Hughes then droppei and
the block was knocked down to Mr. Sin-
clair at $40.50 per mile. When the
three mile block was put up Mr. Sinclair
shut his competitors out at the start by
bidding $100 per mile, at which figure the
block was at unce knocked down to him.
Hilyard Bros. of St. John purchassd a
three mile block on New Canaan river at
$26 per mile. Geo. F. Gregory bid ina
six mile block at$25 anda three mile
block at $24 per mile.
There has been a great rush of applica-
tions for searching and prospecting
licenses at the Crown Land office of late.
Some three hundred areas were applied
for to-day. The revenue from this
source during the past year has exceeded
all expectations. Tne greatest rush of
applica®ons of late has been from West-
morland coanty, where the applicants are
all after gold. There have -been many
applications also from Albert county,
chiefly on plaster areas. It seems that
there are indications of asbestos.in the
vicinity of the Magagaudauvic, York
county, which have caused several ap-
plications for searching and prospecting
licenses to be made. Queens county, it
is said, is about completely covered with
applications for coal searching and pro-
specting licenses.

by a constable. Last week the recorder
repotted to the town council that he had
completed the investigation under the
statute and Sled the evidence with the |
prethonetary. Mr. Hamilton, to test the ‘
question as to whether the press ora |
ritepayer could be excluded from such |
places, laid an information before J. R. |
Kinney, a justice of the peace, alleging |
assault against Recorder Corning and |
Policeman Griftin. The case came up
Wednesday,when Mr. Corning declined to

bs tried summarily, and when an inves-
vestigatiou preliminary to the supreme
court was about being entered iuto he
protested that the court had no jurisdic-
tion, as the offence, if one were commit-
ted, had been done by him in his official
capacity and criminal proceedings could
pot be taken.

Maine Lumbor.

Bangor, Commercial
The market in logs has been very active
for a few days and some important trans-
actions have been made. Logs are selling
low, although there is alittle improve-
ment in the price and some were sol1 to-
day for the best price since la:t spring.

A big sale was made yesterday involy-
ing the transfer of ten to tifteen million
logs, between $100,000 and $150,000 be-
ing paid for them. The purchasers are a
syndicate composed of P. W. Ayer & Co.,
Adams & Co., Gould & Hastings and the
W. T. Pearson company.

The sellers were ex-Gov. Davis and L.
C. Moore and John Cassidy. Con.
Murphy and Gil. Davis also sold some to
the syndicate. The price paid was from
88 to 810 per thousand, the lowest
agerage since the war. The transaction
was spot cash.

These logs vary in size, the smaller
ones requiring twelve or thirteen to make
a thousand, while the largerones but
eight or nine and frequently but seven.

Mr. Cornelius Murphy, of Old Town,
was in the city to-day. Mr. Murphy
sold all the logs he had in the boom to-
day for $10.50, the best price since last
spring. :

J. Walker & Co. bought a large lot of
logs of Gil.

Manatoba School Case.—Pardoning
Power Casze.

Orrawa, Oct. 17.—The long expected
argument in the Privy Council reference
in the Manatoba school case to the
Supreme Court tovk place to-day and was
of much shorter duration than was expect-
ed. The entire proceedings only occupied
a little over three hours. -Chief Justice
Strong, Judges Fournier, Taschereau
Gwynne and King were present to hear
the argument. Mr. Justice Sedgwick
having been engaged in conneetion with
the case in his former capacity of Dcputy-
Minister of Justice, refrained from taking
part in the ﬂenring to-day. Mr. Solicitor-
General Curran represented the Dominion
Government but took no part in the argu-
ment. Mr. J. S. Ewart, of Winnipeg, ap-
peared on behalf of the Roman Catholic
minority of Manatoba; Mr. F. C. Wade,
of Wiunipeg, watched the case in the
interest of the, Manitoba Government,
while Mr. Christopher Robiuson. Q. C.,
was present] nominated by the court to
argue the vase for the province, Mr. Wade
adhered to his dicision announced some
days ago not to participats in the argu-
ment. There was a fair sprinkling of
spectators in court, among them being
Hon. Dowminick E. Blake, E. lrving,
Hon. J. A. Oaimet, W. D. Hogg, Q. C.,
Mayor Duarocher, D. B. McTavish, Q. C.,
Hugh Satherland, A. Power, Q. C., and
G. L. B. Fraser, of the Department of
Jastice.

Mr. Wade—*‘I appear on behalf of the
Province of Manitoba. I desire to state
that while Manitoba appears here, it is
simply to acknowledge that the province
has been served with a copy of the cise by
the Privy Council. I do ot intend to
takeany partin the argument, but to
appear here out of deference to the court
and for the purpose of acknowledging
that “the province has been served. I
might also say, in behalf of the province,
that it does not know Mr. Robinson in
the case.

Mr. Ewart then proceeded with his
argument which was much the same as
that usad by him before the Privy Coun-
cil in’ the case OCity —of Winnipeg vs.

PARDONING POWER CASE.

Oct. 20—The celebrated pardoning
power case was brought before the
Supreme Court of Canada Weduesday
morning by appeal in a case especially ar-
ranged between Sir John Thompson, as
Attoruey-Genera! of Cauada, and Sir
Oliver Mowat, as Attorney-General of
Oantario. The inter-provincial conferance
held at Quebec in 1887 passed a resolution
that each of the provinces obtain from the
Imperial Parliament an amendment to the
British North America Ac: giving the
provinces power to pardon offences com-
mitted in violation of provincial acts.
Sir Oliver Mowat afterwards thought
that the provinces had that power inher-
ent in the constitution and he acted on
his belief.

The case involves the old question of
the interpretation of the constitution as
to the partition of power between the
Domnzinion and the province. The Attor-
ney-General for Canada seeks to have
declared unconstitutional an act passed by
the Ontario Legislature in the session of
1888, and dealing with the question of
pardons. This act assumes to glve the
Lieut.-Governor the power of commuting
and remitting sentences for offences
against the laws of this province or of-
fences ovef which the legislative author-
ity of the province extends. A proviso,
applicable to this section, limits its opera-
tion by declaring it to apply only ‘so far
as the legislature has power to enact.” It
is cliimed on behalf of the Domiuion that
this act, so for as it affects pardons, is-
beyond the power and autherity of the |
Legislative Assembly, and also that it |
‘purports either to deglare the meaning !
of or toamend the British North Ameri- |
can Act in wmatters thereby dealt with |
and is in either case beyond the com-
petence of the said Legislature.’

{Ion. Edward Blake, Q. C., and Mr. A,
Irvirg, Q. C. The case was presented
for one side by Mr. Robinson and for the
other by Mr. Blake.

The Valkyrie Will Meet All-
yri gy Comers

New York, Ost. 18.—There will be
plenty of international yacht racing in
this country next year, in spite of the fact
that there is little prospect of another race
for the America’s cup until 1895.

Lord Dunraven, who sailed to-day for
home, is apparently still of the opinion
that the Valkyrie did not have a fair
chance to show herself at her best and
that she only lost the last race for the cup
through an unfortunate accident to her
spinnaker. Asthe rulers under which
the contest for the America’s cup is held
oreclude the eal from challenging for
that trophy and naming the same boat
Ytil two years have elapsad, he decided
to leave the Valkyrie over here for the
winter and race her next summer against
the Vigilant, Colonia, Jubilee and Navar-
shoe.

Through H. Maitlanl Kersey, Lord
Dunraven made the following statement
this afternoon rega:ding his ,views of the
recent internat'oaal race and his inten-
tions about the Valkyrie for the future,

“The tirst races, which ought to have
been to windward and back, were reaches.
On the first day the Valkyrie had a fluke
and came out ahead. Oa the second day
the Vigilant had afluke and came out
ahead, winning the first race.

“In the third race the Valkyrie was
fairly beaten. But the Valkyrie was out
of trim and had not enough of ballast.
In our desi:e to conforin to the 85 fout
limit we sacrificed too much. We need
not have been g0 sacrificing for the Vigi-
lant was practically 87 feet long, and we
should have increased the length of our
boat.  Further, we were greatly inter-
fered with by steamers. But the Vigilant
would have won any way, in my opinion
yet if it had not been for all this the dif-
ference in time at the close would not have
been nearly so great as it was.

“Tne fourth day’s race was a single
reef breeze race, and I think the Valkyrie
‘would have fairly won if our two spinna-
kers had held out.

As a total result I do not consider that
the relative merits of the two boats have
been determined- 1shall leave the Val-
kyrie over here, with the intention of
racing the yacht next spring in America,
if I can make arrangements for match
races. I understand that quite a number
of cups were not raced for this year. For
these I will try. The ccurse from here to
Marblehead is most excellent, and the
Valkyrie, I think, will do more than well
on it.

I havé been asked if fise out of seven

races would not be fairer in the matter of
a contest for the cup. I think three out
of five enough. :

““To refer to the recent races agzain, I
think the majority of them should be to
windward ard back. Ouly one race com-
plied with that condition, and that the
last one. But nobody was at fault.

“The Jubilee, Colonia and Vigilant—
any one of them, or all—should come t)»
England to raco. Infact, Tam anxious
that they should doso. I do nitknow
which would win, but it would be splen-
did aport, avnd it is for the sake of spoit
that [ desirs it.”

At the New York Yackt Club everycne
was dclighted (0 hear that the Valkyiie
would be raced here next year and it was
stated 01 godd authority that the Vigi-
laut, Jubilee and Colonia would been on
hand when the time came. Among the
trophies offered for the four cup defen-
ders this yca: which were not raced for,
but will be available next year, are the
Seawanhaka-Canadian Yacht Club’s $1,000
cup; the Cult cup; offered by Commodore
Laldwel H. Colt, of the Larchmont
Yacht Club; the Larchmwont Yacht Ciub's
special $500 cup, the Bunks 500 cup,
offered by Commodore David Banks, of
the Atlantic Yacht Club, and the special
sveepstakes prizs offered by the Corin-
thian Yacht Club,

[a addition to the above the New York
and Eastern Yacht Clubs will undoubted-
ly offer special prizss for the big single
stickers, and instead of a series of fluke
contests, as this year, the yachting public
will probably have a chance to see some
genuine racing next summer.

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REMARKABLE RECORD BREAKING.

The Lucania reached Queens-
town to-day from New York. The time of
her passage was 5 days, 13 hovors, 30 min-
utes, which beats the eastward record made
by the Campania by 1 hour and 25 minutes.

Port Horg, Oct. 21.—In accordance with
the report of Piof. Eilis that he had found
no poison in the stomach of the late Mrs,
Hooper, the verdict of the coroner’s jury
rendered at an early hour this miorning was
that Mrs, Hooper came to her death from
causes unknown to the jury. The pre-
liminary trial will again be proceeded with
at Joliette on Monday. Drs. Corbett and
Douglas at the inquest proceedings last
night stated that the death of the woman,
as described by Conductor Robitaille and
Taokman Duguay, would agree with symp-
toms exhibited by taking prussic acid.
Prof. Ellis made a statement that there
was much uncertainty of finding traces of
prussic acid in a body after the person tak-
ing it had been dead twelve days. Hooper
is at present confined in the Joliette jail and
his preliminary examination is being pro-
ceeded with.,

Over the shirt fitted a pretty little zouave
jacket, and on her head was a jaunty cap of
the polo variety. Asshe rode through the
streets Mrs, Allen appeared utterly oblivious
to the sensation she was causing, and chatted
to her companion as if she was not aware
that she was cutting an unusual figure.

RAILWAY DISASTERS.

BarTiE CREEEK, Mich., Oct. 20.—A Ray-
mond and Whitcomb special train of eight
palace cars, eastward bound, collided about
4 a. m. with the weat bound Pacitic express
with thirteen day coaches about a mile and
a half east of here on the Grand Trunk
railway. Conductor Burton N. Scott, of the
special, received orders here to wait on the
double track for the passage of the Pacific
express, but Eogineer Harry Wooley of the
special ran in to the special track and met
the Pacific express about an eighth of a mile
east of the double track. The first four pas-
senger coaches on the Pacific were telescoped
by the collision and the wreck took fire aud
was consumed before the fire department
could get water on it. The iujured were
taken to the Nichols’ home. A careful
search of th: dsbris brought to light 26
heaps of charred and blackened flesh, each
supposed to be the remains of a human
being. Of the twenty-six dead, twenty are
unidentified.

Scott and Wooley both have seen long
service with the company and are regarded
as model employee. Wooley went to his
home here aud later on was arrested. Scott
is missing and is supposed to have gore to
Port Huron.

Wooley says Scott told him at the sta-
tion that the Pacific express had gone
through, and that the despatcher wanted
them to get away. He said his fireman
heard Scott tel! him this, and says his train
was standing still, through his having shut
the throttle and reversed the engine.

Wooley was held in $3,000 for hearing on
Monday. He ison the verge of mental and
physical prostration.

Caricaco, Oct. 20.—Nine persons were
seriously injured and several others slightly
bruised by the wreck of a fast mail train
on the Iilinois Centra!, bound for Chicagn,
at Otto junction late last night. It appears
that the express coliided with a freght
train that was just leaving the tragks of
the Kaokakee and Southwestern to enter
Kankakee on the tracks of the 'Illivois
Central. The engine, mail car, baggage and
one coach are reported totally wrecked.
The wrecked train was bringing to the fair
a heavy load of southerners as well as
passengers from Southern Illinoie. It was
an hour late and was running at increased
speed to make up time. The night was
dark anl rainy, and it is possible the
engineer of the freight had not been warned
that the express was late,

European Armies.

TWENTY-TWO MILLIONS CAN BE PUT INTO
ACTIVITY IN CASE OF WAR.

It is estimatel by Major-General Tyrrel
that whereas at the time of the Crimean
War the aggregate strength of the armies
of the Great Powers of Europe did not ex-
ceed three mullions in round numbers,
to-day it is more than twenty millions,
Without including the final reserves, and
only reckoning those men who have been
thoroughly trained as soldiers and ara liable
for service beyond the frontiers. Russia has
in round numbers, 5,000,000 men; France
and Germany, 4,000,000; Austria, 2, 500-
000; Italy, 2,000,000. And these unumbers
are being continnally increased. Very
lately Frauce, by lengthening the duration
of liability to service from a period of
tweaty to twenty-five years, made an
enormous addition to her military strength,
and the preseut German Army bill con-
templates a large increase in the numbers of
the German army.

CAPTAIN MOLLARD'S FIGURES,

Captain Mollard, of the Military School
of St. Cyr, recently published a very in-
teresting pamphlet on the armies of Europe
and their relative growths eiace 1869,
Europe, says Captain Mollard, now devotes
nearly five milliards of francs a year to her
fighting forces. In 1870 she could at the
utmost bring 7,000,000 of soldiers into
actual service. She now disposes of 12-
500,000 and will soon have 22,000,000.
The conclusion Capt. Mollard draws is
that Prince Bismarck’s policy of blood and
iron and the seizare of Alsace-Lorraine
have given rise to these monstrous facts,
and thac every nation might be led to dis-
arm were restitution made by Garmaoy to
France. He takes his military ‘statistics,
he says, from official sources only.

In 1870 Europe hai two millions of men
under arms in times of peace; to-day the
number is nearly three and a half million of
men,

In 1870 Earope could put in line in case
of war and as a supreme effort nearly seven
millions of men; last year she could put
twelve and a half millions in the field, and
to-day the number can be increased to nearly
twenty-two millions.

In 1870 says Captain Mollard, Europe
did not occupy herself altogether with war.
People lived in peace and labored, secking
to develop civilizition and wealth without
any great care for the morrow.  To-day the
fear of a tremendous war occupies all minds
and interferes with tranasctions of every
kind, compelling the nations to subordinate
everything to the interests of military de-
fence.

And this startling development of mili-
tarism, Captain Mollard concludes, ‘‘is the
immediate, tangible result of the re-estab-
lishment by Prussia of the German Empire,
and of the tutelage which she has imposed
upon all in her desire to bring about the
final dismemberment of France.”

The Wheary Murder.

The preliminary examination of Elward
Wheary, the deaf mute charged with the
murder of Bertha Wheary. his brother’s
wife, on the 27th of September last at Kes-
wick, York county, has been about com-
pleted at the police court, Fredericton.
Almost all the evidence is now in, with the
exception of the analysis of the supposed
blood spots found upon the prisoner’s cloth-
ing by officer Robert's on Thursday last.

The prisoner will be remanded for trial at
the York nisi prius sittings of the supreme
court, which will open in Fredericton on
January 16th next, and be held by Sir John
C. Allen.

The procedure at the trial of a muteis
altogether different from that where the
prisoner is in full possession of all his facul-
ties. The Eoglish practice in the case of
deaf mutes will probably be followed by
tbe chief justice in this case.

There are four juries sworn.

The first one is to find whether the pri.
soner stauds mute of malice or mute by the
visitation of God.

The second jury are sworn to inquire
whether the prisoner is able to plead to the
indictment, and the fact that a prisoner was
shown to be able to read and write, and
had been taught in a deaf and dumb school,
and when given the indictment he read it
and made sigos that he was not guilty, has
been held snfficient evidence for the second
jury to return an affirmative verdict.

The third jury are sworn to find whether
he is sane or not sane. In a leading Eng.
lish case, the judge directed the jury that
it was their duty to find whether the
priconer was of suflicient intellect to com-
prehend the course of the proceedings on the
trial 80 a3 to make a proper defence—to
know that he might challenge any of the
jurors to whom he might object—and to
comprehend the details of the evidence,
which in a case of this nature must coosti-
tute a minute investigation, Upon the
latter issue the jury were told, if they
thought there was no certain mode of com-
municating the details of the trial to the
prisoner, so that he could clearly understand
thens, and be able properly to make his de-
fence to the charge, they vught to find the
prisoner was not of sound mind. It was
not enough, that the prisoner might have a
general capacity of communicating on ordi-
nary matters. In that case, and it is very
near a parallel to the present one, the jury
found that the prisoner was not sane, and
he was directed to be confined in prison
during Her Majesty’s pleasure.

Ii the third jury, bowever, should find
that the prisoner is sane and capable of tak-
ing his trial, a fourth jury is then sworn to
try the prisoner upon the indictment against
him, and the trial will then proceed asin
ordinary cases, save that the evidence must
be interpreted to the prisoner.~[Sun.

The sixty-first aonval conference of the
Free Christisn Baptists of N. B., opened at
3t. John on Saturday last and contioued in
seasion till Wednesday. The attendance of
clerical aud lay members was very large, and
the Conference appears to have been a high-
ly satisfactory one. From the report of the
corresponding mecretary, Rev. J. Wesley
Clark, we extract the following statistics:—

One hundred and seventeen churches had
reported, 108 of them having had pastoral
care for a whole or part of the year. The
total number of additions by baptisms was
274, by letter 103, total 377. The total
amount paid in all the districts for support
of the ministery was $13,207,66; for current
church expences, $2,747,75 for buildings and
improvements, $3.551, 74, a total of $19,507-
15. Thie does not include the amounts con-
tributed for home and foreign missions, relief
of sick and disabled ministers, conforence
fund and education.
