A CONTRAST IN ONTARIO.

There have been seven election trials 
in Ontario of charges of electoral cor­
ruption made against four Liberal and 
three Conservative members of the pro­
vincial legislature.

Railroad companies compete in 
the matter of equipment and speed and 
advertising, but not In rates.

But when one of the competing roads 
Is owned by the people the case Is dif­
ferent. Then the road is run not for 
increasing the wealth of a few share­
holders, but for providing as cheap and 
as efficient transportation as the cost 
of operating will allow. If the new 
transcontinental were completed, ac­
cording to the Conservative proposition, 
freight and passenger rates would be 
based on cost not on profit and the C. 
P. R. or any other competing road 
would be compelled to meet thoso rates 
•or to lose traffic.

Nowhere, and largely for this reason, 
has the policy of public ownership of 
railroads gained greater favor than In 
the west where the Conservatives con­
