And the Council Recommends the appoiot-
ment of the “Speci 41" Johunson—Where is
Sergeant Owens’ Share of the Police fuad ?
‘Will Campbelt get Fll Pay now ?

A question seem to §cove arisen as to the
suthority of the chief of police to go into
the county with such a warrant as that which
was served upon Mrs. Melvin last week,
and the decision ot the suprems court in 8
famous case has been recalled in conn ec-
tion with it. Ttappears that during the
term of the late Squire Tapley as judge ot
the court of the old town ot Portlsud, the
present chief of police, who was then plsin
Mr. Clark of the west ead, and Coroner
Robinson of Lancaster asd som? words
over & case in a magistrate’s couct in that
parish. Coroner Robinson must have ex-
pressed himselt pretty plainly, for Mr.
Clark hastened to Squire Tapley’s and
laid information against :im for abusive
langusge. Upon the intormation & war-
rant was issued, and oneof the policm en
of the force, named Doucett, was requested
to serve it upon Corover Robinson. He
did so and brougat the coroner to town
and lodged him in jail. When the tri 1
came off, Judge Tapley imposed s fine of
$10 upon Mr. Robinson for the language
he had used toward Mr. Clark. The case
was carried into the supreme court at
Fredericton, and the judges, after hearin g
the arguments of both sides, decid-
ed  that Magistrate Tapley of
the city court of Portland had no jurie-
diotion outeide the city limits, except in
criminal cases. ‘This decision would seem
to apply to the present case and that it
does eo, is the opionion of a great many
of the common council, and several lawyers
with whom ProGBEss bas talked. How
Mre. Melviv's action in forteiting her de-
posit of $100 might affect subseqaent pro-
ceedings is doubttul, but there is no doubt
about the indigaation of the county officials
at the action of the city authorities in the
matter; and there 18 no doubt ahout the
opinion of the aldermsn, who hava been
saying from tims to time that the chief ot
police had too many officials aad too> many
mén on thé police forze. Taere is no
doubt either about the terms in which
Alderman Macrae addressed himself to the
chief in regard to this evening trip at the
Jast meeting of the Common Council.

The chief's raid uponthe bouse out the
road was not favourabla to the case that
he has from tim3 to tima set forth to the
1d While laining sgein and

again that he bhad not enough police to
patrol the city properly, h3 sasmed 9
have no diffizulty whatever in detailing
five or six of them to accompany him up on
his raid upon the Molvia house. Toat
fact has been pretty genasrally comm? nted
upon, and the merchaats, who complain to
the alderman that the city is not properly
guarded during the night, hould r ber
and excuse them on the grouad that they
can not be expe:ted to look after the
Marsh Road from the one-mile-house to
Rothesay as well as cover all their beats in
the city.

This was not the only police matter that
was discussed at the last mesting of the
council. The recommendation ot the
safety board to do away with the services of
thie specighpolicemen wassharply criticised
. and after mich discussion the council re-
tused to adopt that section of the report.
The resson for this was, no doubt, the
charge that has been broaght forward that
there was an attempt to dismiss Officar
Johnson from the torce. Tais Mc. John-
son has been a special policeman for some
time. Ha succeeded in gattiag on thd
force through the good offiices of s num-
ber of geotlemen, who are always
looking out for jobs for stray Eoglish-
men and but for their recommsndation,
there is no do‘sb( Mr. Johnson would never
have been on the police force. It is not
his fault, however, that he is not up to the
requirements of the servics from a physical
view ; in other words he is uadersized. It
i8 not: his fauls that his manner of addrest-
ing s friend in the evening has led to s good
desl of merriment and amusement on the
part of the public generally. He says “Good
p-0-i-g-h t" for ““Good night,” which is not
o crime in itself; but the tact that he will
not allow anybody else to address him in
the ssme ‘manner seems to imply that he
olsims & copyright on his method of
pronouncing (hé evening sa'utation: It
was not for ‘this though thathe inourred
the enmity of tne famons Jimmy Brennan,

who got to dislike him just about as heart-
ily as he does the Chief of Police. James
is & persistent individual, and he set about,
it is said, to put Mr. Johnson off the force.
Othir names sre mentioned in connec-

tion with his, and among them that of
the magistrate himself, but it is
only fair to say that Mr. Ritchie dis-
claims any ides of interlering with the
position of Offi ser Johnson. It can hardly
be supposed tbat the politician of Prince,
Brennan, wanted the job for himself, be-
cause, no doubt he remembers the time
when he wanted to get on the Exbitition
police, and he got s recommendation from
s gentleman, then very prominent in local
politics, in the shape of & letter addressed
to the chief of police. As Mr. Brennan
tells the story, he went to the chiet of
police with the letter, and the latter,
though he bad every reason in the world,
according to his ides, to listen to the recom-
mendation of the gentleman, haraly read
the commendation before he torei: into s
a score of pieces and threwit into the
waste basket. Of course, the story went
back to the politician, and ic 18 said that
there were mutusl explanations afterwards.
Ever since that time Mr. Brennan has been
after the chief, and while the latter does

not appear to grow thin over the fact, atill
he has the uncomtortable notion that he is

being watched very closely by the porsis-
tent James.

After the principal portion ot the dis-
cussion of the police by the council on
Tuesday, some new business came up and
with it came & sarprise in the shape of the
resignation ef Ssrgeant Owens, who bas
been sick tor a long while and is too sged
and feeble to return to the forse. The
sergeant sent in his resignation to the
Chief, and while doing so, took occasion to
express his sppreciati of the in
which his superior officer had treated him.
Of course the Chiaf knaw nothing about
this—even ﬂ:o.ngh the Sergeant was waited
upon—yet it must have been very gratity
ing for him to receive such an expression
of opinion from an officer who has been g0
long on the force as Sergeant Owens.

He placedtbe resignation befocé the coun-

cil at a very opportune moment, and offl ser-

Johnson was the man in the minds on many
of the aldermen after the recent discussion
otit. He was appointed quick as wiok,
and now the only way to et him off the
torce is for the chiei to bounce him. That,
however. is not likely or probable so long
as the lucky (?) Englishmsa carries him-
selt as straight ashe bas since be has
been a *‘special.”

But one or two interesting things came
up in connection with the resignation of
Sergeant Owens. He1s quite old and
feable, has been sick for & long time and
duriog that time has eojoyed half pay from
the common council.

Has he not & rightto bis portion of that
police fund, that is said to be deposited so
safely in the name of yourself and two
other trustees ta ths Siviogs Bank P.

Would not & share of that fund have been
been very acceptable to bim during his re-
cent illnessP.

Was not the fund originally raised for
that object, to relieve the distress and
necessities of sick and aged policemen?”

And that evidence brings forth & letter
from Law's father showing that on the
night in question, which he remembers by
the racket Bell made about the premises.
