Namara’s aet was doubtless the reeult Ww the marshal, the robbers set to

She had to think 
quick and act quicker. There was no 
alternative; she acted without giving 
the matter second thought.

But In the case of the other girl the 
danger that threatened came slow­
ly. She had ample time to give full 
consideration to the peril she would 
encounter If she remained at the 
hoard. Undoubtedly she could have 
reached safety if she preferred to do 
so; but she didn’t. Her decision to re­
main at her board and spread the 
alarm was the means of warning hun­
dreds of persons, who were thus en­
abled to get outside the danger zone 
in time.

This was the case of Miss Artine 
Barnell, an operator in the exchange 
at Zanesville. Ohio, during the great 
flood in March, 1913. In spite of the

Hioee 
girls had to face the peril of fire when 
they committed themselves to the task 
of remaining at work summoning as­
sistance from neighboring towns. Tbo 
peril was so Imminent that the heat 
cracked the windows beside which 
they worked.

The fire started «arty in the morning 
.of September 29, 1916. It destroyed 
1 he largest hotel Sa the town, the 
Rockland House and tor » time threat- 

ied the town itself.

the Phone girls were able to grasp 
the Extent of the blaze, whldh was 
fanned by a high wind. Without un­
due deliberation the girls summoned 
assistance from the fire departments 
in Paterson, Ridgewood, Spring Val­
ley, Tuxedo, Ramsay, Waldwick, Law­
rence, end other places.

The girls had been notified to leave 
their posts because of the Impending 
danger. This they absolutely refused 
to do until they were assured that 
theireefforts had brought the needed 
assistitiice.
