Coroner’s Jury Finds She Suffocated
Six-year-old Child

Strong Presentment Against
Who Made Post-mortem

Kingsley Melanson---Doctor,
on May Hope Young, Found

No Food in Stomach, Which Proved Woman's Story

False---Man and Woman
Digby Jail.

Both Arrested and Taken to

Digby, N. §., June 19.—(Special)—The
coroner’s inquest concerning the death of
May. Hope Young, aged gix years and nine
months, resumed its eession at Plympton

at 3.30 this afternoon.

Dr. MacdDonald of Barton, who perform-
ed an autopsy on the dead child, made his
report. lts stomach was examined by the
jury. It wae perfectly empty, containing
mo food whatever.

Samuel O'Weill, jr., was sworn. He said
he was down on the shore Friday after-
noon and that at 455 p. m. by his watch
he left for home, arriving there about 5
o'clock.  He lives two houses to the east-
ward of Kingsley Melanson’s house. He
heard, as soon as he arrived, a child give
three or four screams, the first one loud
and the following ones mot quite as Joud.
He thought it was the voice of one child
only and that it was in the vicinity of
Kingsley Melanson’s door yard. He had
heard the children cry before. After he
heard the cries he immediately went back
in the woods for his father’s cows. He
did not know that children were missing
until he returned when he was informed of
the strange affair by O'Neill. He did not
see Mme. Young go to or from Boudreau’s.
He had mever eeen the dead child while
alive and had only seen the baby once
and that was in the winter. He could not
tell whether it was the cry of an old
child or a baby but was almost positive
that it was the voice of only one child.
He heard no grown up person’s voice only
that of a child. He said there were chil-
dren at the next house west of Kingsley
Melanson’s.

Coroner Elderkin thought that all the
witnesses mecessary had been
Crown prosecutor H. L. Dennison then ad-
dressed the jury, giving a eynopsis of the
entire evidence, He went over the mat-
ter thoroughly bringing out all the poinis
favorable ag well as against the suspicious
witnesees, Mary Hope Young and the man
with whom ehe lived, Kingsley Melan-
son. The jury gave him their earnest at-
tention throughout his discourse. .

Ooroner's Strong Charge.

He was followed by Coroner Elderkin,
who explained the different points of the
case. He referred to the fact that the
state of the dead child when found showed
that it had been dead at least thirty=six
hours, but he thought it would be safe to
say forty-eight hours, while according to
the evidence of May Hope Young it had
been. missfng only twenty(even hours
when viewed by the jury and himself.

CANADIAN ALIEN LW
DECLIAED USHES

udge Anglin Decides That Govern-
ment Has No Power to Deport
Foreigners.

Ottawa, June 19.—(Special)—The decie-
jon of Justice Anglin in regard to the de-
portation of aliens is that the Canadian
parliament has no power to- deport ailens
to foreign territory. It is understood that
the department of justice does mnot feel
bound to accopt the decision of Judge
Anglin. If there is no appeal, as the
judge says, then the dominion government
will find a way of getting a final judgment
in the case. It is a question whether Jus-
tice Anglin’s decision does not declare the
whole statute ultra vires or merely the de-
portation clause. If it merely refers to
the deportation clause then the adoption
of a fine could be used instead of deporta-
tion. The decigion of Justice Anglin also
raises the question as to the deportation
of immigrants which is going on all the
time. Then there is the deportation of
Chinese and extradition proceedings all of
mhich may be affected by Justice Anglin’s
judgment. It is of euch far reaching con-
sequences that it cannot be allowed to rest
where, it is. ;

Murder, Verdict Against May
Young.

The jury were shown in another room
where after a few minutes of careful con-
sideration they returned the dfollowing
veridet:

“We the members of the cornor’s jury
called for the purpose of enquiring into
the cause of the death of the child, May
Hope Young, say that in our opinion, it
came to its death by suffocation in the
hands of the Mary Hope Young, and while
the evidence is strong against Kingsley
Melanson as being a partner to the death
of the said May Young, yet We do not
feel justified in rendering a verdict. that
the said May Young came to its death at
the hands of Kingsley Melanson also.

“We therefore rTecommend that a
thorough investigation be made by the
proper authorities in that behalf to ascer-
tain if the said Kingsley Melanson as-
sisted in any way in causing the death of
the said May Young.’ ®Signed ‘Wm.

Methodists and Presbyteriéns

Charlottetown, P. E. I, June 19—
(Special)—At the Methodist conference
this morning, the report of the Epworth
League eommittee was submitted. It was
largely a repitition of decrease, although
there was an increase in the membership
of the young people’s societies of twenty-
five. There are seventeen leagues, with a
membership of 570, and forty-three socie-
ties in all with 2,276 members. Subscrip-
tions from all eources were $1,935.

The Lord’s Day Observance committee
stated that a comprehensive report could
not be submitted owing to a lack of defi-
nite informaticn, While there is a grow-
ing tendemcy in some sections to violate
the sanctity of the day, the public mind
seems to be in the fullest sympathy with
the Sabbath day observance, There is a
dlsposition ‘6n’ the part of legislators to
enact reasonable Sabbath observance laws.
At the afternoen session: Rev.: Geerge
Heustis, an aged member of the Nova
Scotia conference, gave an address, chiefly
reminiscent of his career in P. E. Island,

New York, June 19.—The great diplo-
matic battle between France and Germany,
greater in its possible consequences than
the actual shot and ehell battle imminent,
if mot even now in progress oh the Man-
churian plains, has resulted so far in the
Kaiser's favor. France has apparently
yielded to Germany, receding from her
position in regard to Morocco, in a seem-
ingly  peace-at-any-price attitude. The
Kaiser , to make it easier, has consented
to- negotiate direct with the French prem-.
ier, waiving the obnoxious conference,
France indicating her willingness to meet
the German demands in almost concili-
tory epirit. Just how this will affect the
Anglo-French entente remains to be seen.

A epecial cable to the Sun tonight from
Paris says: “Germany has comsented to
negotiate the Morocco question with
France. The Fremch government hes in-
dicated ite willingness to meet the Ger-
man demands in a most conciliatory epirit.
An international conference may or may
not follow, but, -if it -doss, -it- will‘be on
lines 'previously agreed upon by Germany
and France and will not open the whole
question of the destiny of Morocco ds the’
Sultan has expected it to do.

France Determined to- Avoid
‘War. :

An Armistice Unlikely.

A Russia-Japanese armistice, pending
peace negotiations, seems very unlikely, as
has been believed by the better informed.
Iudeefl, in certain European capitals the
question of peace at any early date is
scoffed at. A London correspondent
cables:

(it is imposaible; umnfortunately, to
share the optimism which is evidently felt
at Washington in regard to the peace
movement. The situation is so compli-
cated and has been changing so rapidly
almost hour by hour since Mr. Meyer, the
American ambassador to St. Petersburg,
first sounded the Russian emperor that
the views of the belligerents themselves
as well as those of other powers have con-
siderably modified.”

The Spectator, which earnestly desires
peace, says: “It is doubtful whether the
president, far-sighted as he is, has caught
the right psychological moment—that is,
whether Russia is sufficiently beaten to
accept terms which Japan is bound, for
the sake of her own safety, to make me-
vere. The Czar of course has sent a civil
reply to Washington, for one does not
affront a president of the United States
fqr nothing, and the acceptance of his ad-
vice pledges Russia to little and may in-
deed bring her great advantage.”
