Shipping Notes.
The It. M. S. Manitoban, at Halifax 

25th Inst., from Liverpool, reports a very 
boisterous passage of 14 days. On the 
voyage out she passed a waterlogged 
ship, with masts gone and poop only 
visible.

Brig Mary Celeste.—No tidings have yet 
been received from the crew of the brig 
Mary Celeste, Capt. Briggs, from New 
York, Nov. 17, for Genoa, with a cargo of 
alcohol, which vessel was picked up 
abandoned on the 4th of December in lat. 
17 37, Ion. 18 W., and taken into Gibraltar 
on the 18th, the supposition being that 
she had been in collision and that her 
crew had been taken off by some vessel 
unknown. They may, however, have 
gone on board a vessel bound on a dis­
tant voyage, in which case sufficient time 
has not yet elapsed to hear of their arri­
val. Since the brig was taken into Gib­
raltar she has undergone a thorough ex­
amination, and it is stated that suspicions 
of foul play are entertained, in conse­
quence of finding some spots of blood on 
the blade of a sword in the cabin and on 
the rails, with a sharp cut on the wood, 
indicating the use of force or violence. 
Capt. Briggs, who belongs to Marion, 
Mass., had his wife and child on board, 
and as many things were found in con­
fusion on the vessel (including ladies’ 
apparel) this circumstance has added to 
the suspicion of some outrage on the part 
of the crew. They were mostly foreign­
ers, and in case of mutiny by breaking in­
to the cargo the men might have become 
inflamed by liquor to the commission of 
murder. The brig remains in the hands 
of the Admiralty Court of Gibraltar. The 
hull of the vessel is in good condition.

The Brig Village Belle, from Barbados 
for Port Medway, N. S., which put into 
Bermuda Feb. 3, in distress, would be 
condemned.

The Emma Parker (of Yarmouth, N.S.) 
from Barrow, E., to Portland, Me., put 
into Queenstown leaky on the 6th inst.

The Brig 'Water Lily, Haley, master, 
from Liverpool for Baltimore, which sail­
ed from Holyhead on the 3d December, 
has not since been heard from. She is 
now out 80 days.

The Bark Argonaut (of Yarmouth, 
N. S.), from Antwerp for North, in bal­
last, grounded on West Hocks, near Har­
wich, on the 10th inst. She was assist­
ed off by smacks and tug; agreement 
£400.

The Bark Belvideu, Downing, master, 
from Pernambuco for Liverpool, put into 
Bermuda, previous to the 8th inst., in 
distress, having sprung a. leak in lat. 32 
28, Ion. 44 55. She will have to discharge 
cargo to repair.

The Bark G. W. Hunter,.—Two tugs 
and pilots Daly and Cline left the harbor 
yesterday in search of the bark G. W. 
Hunter, which, according to advices re­
ceived from Yarmouth, had been seen 
cruising about the bay a few days ago. It 
is to be hoped they will succeed in finding 
her before she becomes a total wreck.

The Ship Calcutta, Patcheli, master, 
which arrived at this port on the 25th 
inst. from Boston, in ballast, has been 
chartered for Liverpool with deals. She 
now lies at the new pier where she will 
take in her cargo.

How Plante Purify the Air.

Amusements—Call a Civic Convention.
People are always grumbling at the 

doings of the Common Council, and yet 
very few interest themselves in bring­
ing out candidates in whom they can 
trust.

Plants gain their nourishment by the 
absorption through their roots of certain 
substances from the soil, and by the de­
composition, throng their green portions, 
of a particular gas contained in the atmos­
phere—carbonic acid gas. They decom­
pose this gas into carbon, which they 
similate, and oxygen, which they reject. 
Now, this phenomenon, which is the ve­
getable’s mode of respiration, can only be 
accomplished with the assistance of solar 
light.

There is more interest this year than 

ever before in the coming election, and 
there is an impression abroad that some 
leading merchants who never before con­
sented to allow their names to be used 
will be brought forward for the Coun­
cil.

fully, each member of the convention 
being pledged to accept the will of the 
majority as his own and do his utmost 
for the success of its nominees. Then 
let the convention nominate a full 
ticket for Mayor, «Aldermen and Coun­
cillors, the nominees being pledged to 
carry out the reforms asked for by the 
resolutions of the convention. These 
candidates wolild be elected. There is 
no doubt of it. Those who have not 
seen the enthusiasm engendered by re­
gular political conventions have no idea 
of the effect they produce, especially 
when their action is fairly harmonious. 
We know that a movement of this 
kind, properly worked up and conduct­
ed, would sweep the Common Council 
of every man not endorsed by its reso­
lutions. When men vote a platform of 
principles in this way, and are parties 
to the public nomination of candidates, 
they allow no considerations of private 
friendship to interfere with their con­
duct in the canvass. If canvassed to sup- 

*50 port other candidates they quietly point 
to the record.

Death from a Kick.
The St. Croix Courier says that on Mon­

covered, too, that plants immersed in 
water release bubbles of gas under the 
influence of sunlight. In 1771, Priestly, 
in England, tried another experiment. 
He let a candle burn in a confined space 
till the light went out, that is, until the con­
tained airgrew unfit for combustion. Then 
he placed the green parts of a freth plant 
in the enclosure, and at the end of ten 
days the air had become sufficiently puri­
fied to permit the relighting of the candle. 
Thus he proved that plants replace gas 
made impure by combustion with a com­
bustible gas ; but he also observed that 
at certain times the reverse phenomenon 
seems to result. Ten years later, the 
Dutch physician Ingenhonesz succeeded 
in explaining this apparent contradiction. 
“I had bnt just began experiments," says 
the skilled naturalist, “when a most in­
teresting scene revealed Itself to my eyes ; 
I observed that not only do plants have 
the power of clearing impure air in six 
days or longer, as Priestly's experiments 
seem to point out, but that they discharge 
this important duty m a few hours, and 
in the most thorough way ; that this sin­
gular operation is not due at all 
to vegetation, but to the effect 
of sunlight ; and that it does not 
begin until the sun has been some time 
above the horizon ; that it ceases entire­
ly during the darkness of the night ; that 
plants shaded by high buildings, or by 
other plants, do not complete this func­
tion, that is, they do not purify the air, 
but that, on the contrary, the exhale an 
injurious atmosphere, and really shed 
poison into the air about us ; that the pro­
duction of pure air begins to diminish with 
the decline of day, and ceases completely 
at sunset : that all plants corrupt the 
surrounding air during the night, and 
that not all portions of the plant take 
part in the purification of the air, but 
only the leaves and green branches.

The following are thewregulations for 
fasting and abstinence during Lent, in the 
Roman Catholic diocese of New York :

1. All the week days of Lent, from Ash 
Wednesday till Easter Sunday, are fast 
days of precept, on one meal, with the 
allowance of a moderate collation in the 
evening.

2. The precept of fasting implies also 
that of abstinence from the use of flesh 
meat. But, by the dispensation, 
of flesh meat is allowed in this di 
the principal meal on Mondays, Tuesdays 
and Thursdays of Lent, with the excep­
tion of Holy Thursday.

3. There is neither fast nor abstinence 
to be observed on Sundays of Lent.

4. It is not allowed to use fish with 
flesh meat at the same meal in Lent.

5. There is no prohibition to use eggs, 
butter or cheese, provided the quant­
ity prescribed by the tost be complied 
with.

6. Lard may be used in preparing fish, 
vegetables, etc.

7. The church excuses from the obliga­
tion of fasting—but not of the abstinence 
from flesh meat, except in special cases of 
sickness or the like—the following class­
es of persons :—First, the infirm ; second 
those whose duties are of an exhausting 
or laborious character; third, persons 
who are attaining their growth; fifth, 
women in pregnancy or nursing infants ; 
fifth, those who are entoebled by old 
age.
