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THEIR DESPERATE CAMF.
The Toronto News, independent, but 

until recently very strong in its leanings 
towards Sir John Macdonald, thinks that 
the little by-play between the Premier 
and the Mail may be accounted for on 
the theory that “the party is in a desper­
ate condition and is playing a desperate 
game.” There is not much doubt about 
thin. The condition of the Tory party 
is indeed desperate. It was a corrupt 
and discredited parly in 1878, when it 
was able by false pretenses to snatch a 
victory at the polls. By the infamous 
gerrymander, tho most lavish use of, 
-money; a series of unscrupulous pro­
mises and by elections held a year too 
soon, it was able to prolong its rule in 
1882; but from year to year it has been 
Becoming more and more corrupt and 
its methods have grown from bad to 
worse. When the Pacific scandal 
was condoned, and men with hands 
soiled by Sir Hugh Allan’s money, were 
entrusted with power, a blew almcat 
fatal in its character was struck at 
honest government and honest public 
opinion. Scandal after scandal has been 
unearthed; the most solemn promises 
have been broken; the grossest 
extravagance has been exposed; infamous 
misgovern ment has been shown up and 
wholesale bribery of individuals, parties 
and provinces has been openly practised. 
Province has been set against province, 
and an inoffensive people have been pro­
voked to rebellion ami bloodshed. By 
repeated blundering the character of 
Federal legislation has been made a by­
word. Personally some of the ministers 
have led disreputable lives and been 
mixed up in dishonorable transactions. 
It seemed for a time as i( public 
opinion were dead, but there 
has been an awakening at last, and as 
often happens, when public virtue as- 
aerts itself, there is likely to be a tre­
mendous upheaval, a sweeping avalanche 
of condemnation which will sweep tory- 
ism, or that phase of it known as 
MacdonaIdism,offthe face of politics.

In its desperation the Mail has de­
clared itself for prohibition and clamors 
for a third party. This is a very thin 
trick indeed. When the tory senate and 
tory members of the commons were en­
deavoring to emasculate the Scott Act, 
the Mail was dumb. Now when there 
is a prospect of the advent to power of 
the party which passed the Scott Act 
and have been foremost in temperance 
legislation, the Mail wants a third party, 
well knowing that its third party 
would be made up principally of 
iberols and would be numerically 

too weak to influence legislation. Its 
object is to make a break in the Liberal 
party, but it will fail because most of" the 
leading prohibitionists and temperance 
men are Liberals and will not be misled 
by the Mail's dishonest devices. The 
Ottawa correspondent of the Tory Sun 
gives the whole business away when he 
gays that by championing prohibition the 
Mail has stolen a march on Mr. Blake. 
If flic Mail were sincere . and was en­
deavoring to detach Tories from their 
allegiance to Sir John it would not be a 
subject of congratulation to the lesser 
lights of the party. Their trickery will 
fail and they know it will. There is not 
a Tory in the lot who dees not know 
that the end is at hand.

THE SENATE.
The Telegraph correctly says that the 

liberal party has not made the abolition 
of the senate a plank in its platfoiiu, but 
we think the Globe will lue found to be 
not far astray in saying that the Liberale 
mean to get rid of it. The design of the

senate was t<> afford a sort of countvr- 
1 disc betive. n die provinces. As yet oh 
such occasions a. have .«risen when the 
individual l ights ol a province In ve been 
nttaeked by legislation the Senate has 
not justified its e.xi-tenee. In its seeond- 
niy charnel r, that ol a din k up n un­
wise legislation it has been a melancholy 
failure, its record being that of a 
meddlesome body where schemes were 
hatched to destroy useful laws. The 
Canadian senate is in fact about the 
most inferior legislative bo ly in existence 
and one of the most expensive. 
We are by no means averse to the 
establishment of an elective Senate. It 
seems, as if it ought to be possible to 
devise a system which would secure the 
services of our best citizens in the legis­
lative business of the country; but the 
difficulty in the way is this: The trend 
of public sentiment in Canada is in a : 
Democratic direction. The House of 
Commons must be supreme, because it 
is the representative of the Democracy, 
and a second chamber which possesses 
powci^'on the condition that it shall not 
exercise it,” will not call into its seats 
the class of men tho country wants to 
see in the Senate. Therefore we regard 
its abolition as the not improbable result 
of the first attempt at Senate reform.

POLITICAL NOTES.

A special to the Globe from Ottawa 
says Sir John Macdonald lias warned a 
number of his confidential friends to be 
prepared for a general Dominion election 
if the Quebec government is sustained at 
the coming provincial elections. Two 
conservative members of parliament who 
arrived here today, on their way to 
British Columbia, were informed ol how 
matters stood, and discussed between 
themselves for some time the question as 
to whether they should pursue the 
journey or return home and commence 
canvassing. They finally decided that 
there was very little hope of a tory vic­
tory in Quebec, and they might safely 
take their proposed jaunt to the Pacific

It appears that a draft of the proposed 
treaty between Great Britain and the 
United States with regards to the case of 
tho fishery was submitted to the do­
minion government some time ago, and 
the visit of the governor general to Eng­
land is in connection with pending nego­
tiations.

Sir Charles Tapper's absence from 
London now while treaty negotiations are 
proceeding, shows that as high commis­
sioner he is neither useful nor orna­
mental, but" simply expensive.

It is alleged that the Imperial govern­
ment urged that steps should be taken 
to obtain a new treaty as soon ase.it was 
known that the people of Nova Scotia 
had deckle J by an overwhelnisj 
majority in favor of secession from 
Canada. As it took a rebellion in the 
Northwest to induce the tory govern­
ment to settle the grievance of the half- 
breeds, so nothing but the emphatic 
declaration in favor of secession by Nova 
Scotia moved them to consider the fish­
eries question.

IrlHh Affairs.
Dublin, Sep. 23__The Freeman’s

Journal, commenting on the Marquis of 
Salisbury’s speech at St. Alban’s yester­
day, says it should show the Irish 
farmers that under the guise of extend­
ing the peasant proprietorsihp in Ireland, 
is revealed a project for driving the te v 
ants to purchase on the landlords’terms. 
United Ireland says : “The government's 
present attitude leaves no mistake about 
the complete change from the policy of 
examination and inquiry te the policy of 
sheer barbarity.”

Rev. Bartholomew Woodlock, D D, 
Roman Catholic bishop of the diocese of 
Ardagh and Clonmacnois, has issued an 
address to the people and clergy of his 
diocese. The bishop laments the present 
spiritual and temporal wants of his 
people and the sufferings and oppression 
of the poor. He also speaks with pain of 
the prevalence and growth of secret 
societies, so frequently condemned by the 
church, and expresses fear for the peace 
and future of Ireland. “God alone,” the 
address declares, “can scatter these 
clouds, and quell this tempest. Mean­
while,wo exhort our oppressed people to 
be still patient, while using every lawful 
means to protect themselves and their 
own, and we warn their oppressors of the 
account they must render to God." The 
Bishop then conjures all to observe the 
golden rule of charity, but warns the 
people against “the revolutionary prin­
ciples of secret societies.” “If,” he adds, 

the day of national freedom seems to 
approach, the people's sins may cause its 
advent to be deferred. Every crime will 
be not only used as an argument by Ire­
land's enemies for refusing to accord fier 
rights, but will also render the people 
unworthy of God’s help.”
