With further reference to your letter of the lath,

I went up to Sudbury and Whitelish on Saturday and just re-

ius

I find that your Department was paid in full for

the lues on all the logs cut on the Whitelish Indian Re-

serve in the Township of Louise, last Winter.

The loge you mentioned about as being left in the
bush were measure and the duea paid on them, our man de-

clares, and would not have been left if it had been possible
to get them out, but the roads broke up sooner than they ex-

ported. They will take them out this Winter.

I mentioned to you before with regard to the log

cut 10th at the stump, that I did not think there were very
many out under that. They are measure at the small end,

and when out 16 feet it makes it very different from the

stump, and there may be a little defect that would

reduce the size of the log.

We had made arrangement to take out more log,

this Winter, and if the [l]icense is notiuewed it will mean
a big loss. In fact, I would go down to Ottawa and see the

Department about it personally, if must

The first two years we opened there, and when

we paid you a large as unt of does, I lost a large amount
of money that season as I was unable to look after it on

account of ill-health at that time, and the person in charge

undertook to drive the log's down the river, but got stuck
and left them in the river, where they lay till the next

year, and, as the Hemlock loge had the dark on, a great many
sank. We did not obtain one-half the number of loge taken

out, to saw into lumber.

still, this does not effect the Department in any

way, but I am trying toâcover part of the loss sustained,

and hope you will issue the licence for me.
