The Department you under cover

of letter of the 10th March last with a copy of the Contract

for baoon and flour for the Norway House Agency as voll

as a detailed ooppy of the lstiastes showing the quantities

of these and other supplies to be received from the waro

house allowed for the Bands mentioned therein. The flour,

bacon, tea etc., for little Grand Repids and Peks

were included in the contract and the estimates show it

very clearly.

Further on the 18th April last the Department

furnished you with a copy of the contract Bwarded the

Hudson's Bay Co. for the supplying and delivery of supplies.
