"We, Your Majesties' most dutiful and loyal
subjects, the Lords Spiritual and Temporal in
Parliement assembled, beg leave to congratulate
Your Majesties on the twenty-fifth anniversary of
Your Wedding{ and to assure Your Majesties that
this House, deeply interested in the personal well-
being of the Sovereign, and warmly appreclating
Your Majesties' unfalling devotion to duty in this
time of stress, profoundly shares the sentiments of
loyal affection with which Your peoples throughoﬁt
the world welcome the anniversary of so felicitous
a union; and joins with them in praying earnestly
for the continuance during many years of Your

Majesties! health and happiness.”
