(¢) To levy upon its members, or upon bodies to
whom it bas granted charters as authorized
herein, fees or assessments from time to time
as may be required for the support of the
Association and the carrying out of its objects;
and to raise funds for the purpose of tlie Asso-
ciation by such means, with others, as provid-
ing entertainments, operating canteens and
nlaces of refreshment and amusement;

(#) To assist the Canadian forces, or any forces of
the Empire on active service either within or
beyond the Empire, by establishing, operating
and maintaining canteens and establishments
for the rest and comfort of and as meeting
places for those composing such forces.
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3. The head office of the Association shall be in the
city of Winnipeg, in the province of Manitoba, or in
such other place in Canada as may from time to time be
determined by the Association.

I, The Association shall be governed and its
affairs shall be managed by a hoard of directors to be
chosen in such manner and number, from time to time
as may be determined by the by-laws of the Association.

5. (1) The directors of the Association may, from
time to time, mike, repeal, amend or re-enact byv-laws
and rules, not contrary to law nor inconsistent with the
provisions of this Act, for:—

(a) defining the terms and conditions of member-
ship in the Association, and the rights, duties
and privileges of all classes of members:—

(/) the administration, management and control of
the property, business, and other affairs of the
Association;

(¢) theappointment, powers, duties, quornm, term
of office, and method of elegtion of the direc-
tors,

() theappointment,designation, functions, duties
and remuneration of officers, agents and ser-
vants of the Association;
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
