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Backsliders,—Keep them in View.— 
Every Church hits its long, sad list of 
weary and faint and wayward members. 
The land is full ol them. Some turning 
on a pivot—to-day glowiug with religious 
ardor, to-morrow pressing with the crowd 
down the decline of sin ; others bitter in 
their counciousueae of wroug, giving every 
one else the utmost degree of trouble ; and 
Mill others reckless, hardened, as if the 
memory of former professions were some­
thing to live down by determined unrighte­
ousness. How do we think of these people ? 
Generally as we do of confirmed drunk­
ards,—as hopeless cases and only to be 
pitied.

The Methodist Church can well afford 
to make a special effort for the recovery of 
this class of sinners. Many of them have 
attained to joys whose lingering sunshine 
will be ever beautiful in their estimation. 
The sermon smites them, the confident 
hymn fills them with sadness, lives ol 
purity rebuke their own iniquities. The 
strong probability is, that once back in the 
Church they would walk more warily,— 
they would appreciate the treasures long 
lost but never forgotten. Treat them 
kindly ; deal with them tenderly. “ And 
upraideth not,” says the Apostle. Con­
science will do this effectually. In the 
winter’s campaign, forget not the numbers 
of backsliders who exist almost everywhere. 
They are precious as any and may be 
restored to Christ, fully, directly, joyfully.

Evangelical Alliance.—The Halifax 
Branch has been reorganised, lion. Dr. 
Darker has been reappointed President, 
with Mr. Brown as Vice President. The 
laborious Mr. Murray of the Witness, has 
been established for another year in the 
Secretariat, and D. Henry Starr, Esq. is to 
dir burse the funds. The Alliance has a no­
ble mission before it. Already this season it 
has done much for the Church and commu­
nity in this city. May it continue to pros­
per !

The Montreal Witness has during the 
past year increased rapidly in circulation, 
and is much respected as a conscientious 
and vigorous newspaper. It is the second 
paper in the Dominion in point of cheap­
ness. The Witness has for many years 
followed a plan which we do not know to 
be followed by any other paper, in the 
regulation immediately over the editorial 
head of its last week’s circulation com­
pared with the same circulation a year be­
fore. So far it has been an exceptional 
day in its history when these figures have 
indicated retrogression. The Witness is 
coming out this winter in a new dress, and 
the Weekly is to be to some extent en­
larged, making it a remarkably good 
dollar's worth.

NEWFOUNDLAND LETTER.

Deab Mb. Editor,—At the date of my 
last (Oct. 28,) Bro. Jabez Hill, lately from 
England, was on his way from St. John’s 
to Bonne Bay, nearly 600 miles distant ; 
where a very considerable Wesleyan com­
munity was awaiting him, as an ambassa­
dor of Christ aud messenger of the Church. 
Particulars of his safe arrival at Port au 
Basque,nearly 400 miles.onward per steam­
er, aud after some delay, ol his having left 
by sailing packet for his Mission, have 
reached me ; aud by this time it is hoped 
be has entered fully upon his work as our 
pioneer missionary on our Western coast. 
Next summer, one or two more men will 
be needed to complete the chain of missions 
that ought to be formed there without de­
lay. Meantime much prayer should arise 
from the thousands of our Israel, that our 
young brothet may lie preserved, sustained 
aud comforted iu his isolated position, and 
made the means of the conversion of many 
souls.

Bro. Joseph Parkins has also since then 
reported his arrival at St. Pierre, and en­
tered upon his duties there with fair share 
of promise. Seven or eight French Pro­
testants had come from Miquelon to attend 
the opening Sabbath services, aud to invite 
him to visit them at au early day. The 
congregations were encouraging aud a Sab­
bath school had been organized.

Two brethren more have reinforced our 
number of labourers, for whom we are 
again indebted to Joseph Lawrence, Esq., 
of East Keswick, Welberby, England, who 
since Conference has spared neither time, 
thought nor means to forward our missions 
iu Newfoundland. It may stimulate others 
to a life of beneficence to learn that this 
Christian gentleman with moderate income, 
has, at his own stpenst, issued a circular to 
every Superintendent Wesleyan mioiMer 
in the United Kingdom respecting our need 
of meu ; conducted an enormous correspon­
dence ; liberally provided grants of books, 
and in several cases passages per Royal M. 
S for missionary candidates, and sent free 
of charge twenty pounds sterling worth of 
tracts for circulation, besides newspapers 
and periodicals for the brethren by every 
mail. Hie recent communications lead me 
to hope for the arrival of another man for 
Musgrave Harbour, the last on our,list with 
“ one to be sent." They inform me also 
that he has five young men at his Institu­
tion undergoing a course of training for 
our miuMtry next year. Of the two breth­
ren relerred to above, one, Bro. Samuel 
Snowden, went immediately to Bay of 
Islaods and Tilt Cove, via Exploits ; the 
other brother, George H. Bryant, who is

special recommendations, went to Greens 
Harbor, by direction of the Chairman of 
the Carbooear West circuit, accompanied 
by Bro. C. Ltdeer, the Superintendent. He 
was most heartily welcomed by the people, 
who made the best possible arrangements 
in their power for the reception of himself 
aud family meantime, and then resolved at 
once to commence a parsonage, which, 
through their united and creditable efforts, 
since succeeded by the liberality of friends 
iu Harbor Grace and St. John’s, will be 
finished by the first o( May next, and par­
tially furnished wlthbut debt (or nearly.) 
and secured to the Connexion. Bro. B. 
has preached with great earnestness aud 
unction in Brigus, Harbor Grace and St. 
John's, and bids lair to be useful among us. 
He has been here for some time awaiting 
the arrival of a “ craft ” to take his family 
to his circuit.

From our increased staff o( self-denying 
and devoted laborers, we encourage the 
hope aud cherish the fai'h of satisfactory 
results. Help in many ways we might ask 
from Wesley ans in the sister Provinces ; 
may we not at least depend upon the prayers 
of those who have power before the mercy 
seat for a daily remembrance of our net­
work of missions that will soon we hope 
and believe environ the whole coast of New­
foundland. Is need of laborers an incentive 
to benevolence ? then let our Home Missions 
be sustained yet more vigorously, for still 
from many destitute and populous districts 
the cry reaches us,—Come over and help us.

In this city and circuit we have a good 
deal of earnest Christian life. Our con­
verts of last year, generally, stand firmly 
to their obligations ; and the gain in church 
power is vast. If we mistake not the false 
ol our people, as indicated by their godly 
desires and efforts, it beats well ; and leads 
us to expect yet greater things. A fine 
corps of tract distributors, chiefly young 
sisters, carry the silent message of glad 
tidings for sinners to very many homes ol 
the humble, where their words and looks 
secure them a cordial welcome ; while a 
noble baud of brethren, old as well as 
young, has been enlisted to co-operate with 
their ministers in supplying regularly the 
outports on the Sabbath. At oue of the 
old stations a new church is very nearly 
completed, which is a model for neatness ; 
at a new oue where is a most promising 
prospect of doing good, a chapel partially 
completed for some months, is being made 
comfortable for the winter.

Our new clmrch in 8t. John’s is at length 
receiving the finishing touches from masous, 
carpenters aud painters ; aud is a great or­
nament to the city and a credit to the de­
nomination. (D. V.) It will be opened on 
Sabbath, December 14, of which an account 
may be expected hereafter. Oue sad event 
has grieveusly marred the satisfaction at­
tending the completion of this beautiful 
sanctuary. Mr. Richard Atwell, master 
builder aud superintendent of the woik, 
to whose skill and taste the Trustees are 
very greatly indebted, died ou the l'Jtb of 
October, from severe spinal injury received 
on the 16th of October, by a fall from the 
portico, the scaffolding giving way, when 
the work was all but done. The deceased, 
who leaves a widow aud two children, was 
greatly and universally esteemed. A vast 
concourse of sincere mourners followed his 
remains to the cemetry. The community 
for a season seemed appalled. Almost 
everybody looked as if he had lost a friend. 
There was good hope in his death, which 
was duly improved by a sermon by the 
Superintendent of the circuit, on Sabbath 
evening, 26th ult. A suitable monument, 
it is expected, will be determined upon by 
the Trustees, as the matter is now referred 
to a ccmmittee. In this connection, 1 may 
observe, Mr. Christopher Vey, one of the 
pillais of our Church in former years, a 
little ago, entered peacefully upon his re­
ward, aged 78 years. His life well de­
serves a suitable notice in another place.

Once more the great political contest is 
over. The excitement, deponent saith, was 
quite up to the wildest revival scenes ever 
witnessed, yet what wire man would ques­
tion the sobriety aud good sense ol the con­
stituency of this respectable city. It is 
quite assuring to some nevertheless to bear 
things passed off quietly. As the writer 
knows, ministers do well to say little about 
about politics, he will only add both Govern­
ment aud Opposition claim great victories, 
and what the complexion of affairs will be 
iu a month or two is quite uncertain. Oue 
thing admits of no doubt. The Wesleyan 
element has gained immensely, and will it 
is hoped stand up nobly for equal rights.

Mr Dear Mr. Editor,— Had it not 
been for the accident by which I was 
overtaken in Charlottetown, about a month 
since, I should have sent some earlier re­
port of the progress made iu the Agency 
for this Fund, During the five weeks 
which followed the publication of my letter 
respecting it in your issue of the 22nd of 
September, I was allowed to visit St. John 
and St. Stephens in New Brunswick ; Hal­
ifax aud Yarmouth in Nova Scotia, aud 
Bedeque, Tryon and Cornwall in Prince 
Edward Island. The places in New Bruns­
wick and Nova Scotia above named, had 
been cauvassed for subscriptions by mem­
bers of the Agency Committee the previous 
year, so that the primary object of my vis­
itation thither, was to give the friends who 
had previously subscribed, the opportunity 
of either paying their subscriptions or put­
ting them in such form as would render 
them immediately productive, and I found 
almost every one of these friends ready to 
employ the opportunity so afforded. Some­
thing however was accomplished also in the 
way of obtaining additions to the amount 
of subscriptions, these additions amount to 
•3,070. As soon as the canvass can be 
completed in the different places, 1 intend 
to send more particular reports of the sub­
scriptions, both new and old, for publica­
tion in the Provincial Wislet an.

I am now so far recovered from the ef­
fects of the accident before mentioned, that 
I hope to immediately resume the work 
which has been interrupted for a month 
past. 1 iutend, (D.V.) to go to St. Johu 
this afternoon, and after this proceed to 
Halifax with all convenient speed.

Alt examination of the subscription lists 
show that about fifteen thousand Dollars are 
yet required to make tbo Fund amount to 
the •60,000, considered both by the “ Board 
of Trustees ” and the *' Conference,” after 
careful consideration, to be “ absolutely ne­
cessary,” and that thirty thousand more 
must be secured to make the Fund amount 
to tbe least sum named as “ exceedingly 
desirable." This statement is sufficient io 
show that tbe assistance of the friends who 
have not yet eubecribed is urgently needed.

Leaving out of view the Conference or

Prearbere' List, I find that 140 individuals 
have subscribed the amount ol *34,li>4 84. 
in sums varying from <2,000 down to 810. 
Now is it unreasonable to suppose that then- 
are among all the thousands in our congre­
gations throughout the Provinces, 140 others 
who are well able to contribute at least halt 
as much as the first 140, and that then 
there would be enough among the more 
than ninety thousand still left, who could 
and should subscribe enough to round up 
the Fund to, at least, the exceedingly de­
sirable *100.000 »

However I, as the Agent of the Confer­
ence and Church, am just now to seek the 
140, more or less, who will subscribe the 
815.000 yet lacking, to make up the net 
*60,000 “ immediately indispensable."

Dear Sir,— I hasten to ceuvey to you 

some information respecting Father Grasai’a 
recantation, which I am persuaded will glad­
den the heart of Protestant England.

Father U rasai, who for thirty-six years 
performed successively the duties of priest, 
confessor, curate, mitred abbot, Lent preach 
er, aud lastly incumbent of tbe great Basilica 
Santa Maria Maggiuru, has cast down robes, 
honor, emoluments, abandoned prospective 
promotion, and united with the Baptist 
Uhurch under the pastorate of the Ujv. Mr 
Wall, of England.

A few weeks ago, with Mr. Wall, lie called 
to hid his ussoeistes farewell. It was a ,-eene 
not to be forgotten. They knew well that he 
whom they bid ao long known, loved, and 
honoured, was sincere. As a loving father 
he told them of tbe terrible conflict through 
whtob he had paand, why be had given up 
all, and chosen bis home with a little company 
of Christiana meeting in a lent, and begged 
bein to consider well bis reasons. All were 

deeply moved, and when he arose they 
gathered around, embraced, and kissed him. 
Six of bis associates have followed him te the 
inquiry. What is truth? List week, in one 
day, twelve priests called on Mr. Wall to 
ask for light, one of them tbs superior of a 
convent, who on Sunday sent a priest to Mr. 
Wall for tracts and Scriptures to distribute 
among the inmates.

For a few daya nothing was heard from 
headquarters concerning tbe “ epostage.” 
But last Sunday the silence wsa broken. 
The Vitioso bad decided to try it* strength 
revive tbe inquisition, and make an example 
of Father Grassi ! The " Infallible ” com­
forted a delegation ol priest with tbe assur- 
that tbo ’’ postage " would soon bo swept 
away. Grasri was summoned before the In­
quisition, to repent or endure the penally. 
Hr decided at onoe to appear, not because he 
acknowledged its authority, but because it 
gave him an opportunity to declare tbe truth 
before these men. He applied to the Govern 
meut for prolieiion, hut was advised not to 
venture, and that if he did go, he must heir 
the responsibility. Tbe interview was ap­
pointed for nine o’clock next morning. 
Father Grassi, assisted by Mr. Wall and a 
priest who is a prominent professor in a col 
lege in Rome, spent nearly tbe whole night ' 
in preparing bis vindication.

In tbe miming, after bowing together and 
continuing all to Go I, we started for the In­
quisition. Father Grisai took my arm, and ; 
as be walked along the street of the Holy 
Office thinking of our brethren who bad pre­
ceded us, but who never returned, l remind-

io their bands. But now came a trial of 
moral courage, such as Nehemiah experi­
enced when he refused to shrink iront 
danger, asking, “ Shall such a man as 1 
flee?" and Luther, when he said, "1 will 
go to Worm* though the devils are ns thick 
as tiles ou the houses."

Grawii entered alone, and the door was 
shut. We could only beg God to keep him, 
and enable him to “ open bis mouth boldly ” 
aod declare the truth.

Soon loud and earnest talking was heard. 
Again and again admission was admaudeu 
and promised, but not granted. For near­
ly an hour we waited, then the door open­
ed, and our brother was with us again. 
Taking my hand and pressing it to his 
heart he said, with deep emotion. “ E 
iinito ! ’’ “ E fitiito ! ” “ It is finished ”

It is finished ! ”
lie i* calm, tender, humble and modest, 

yet firm and fearless. Not often do we 
witness such moral heroism. Alone he 
stood before bis inquisitors, declared the 
truth, entered his protest, denounced their 
iniquities, defied their power, aod scorned 
their anathema. To give you a more cor­
rect idea of the man, I give a few closing 
sentences of his defence, Think of him 
alone, unprotected, and in such a place, 
warming up into the holy enthusiasm ol 
Stephen, the first Christian martyr, and 
turning upon hie Inquisitors, he said :—

O you inquisitors, pontiffs, cardinals, 
and prelates, God speaks to you. To what 
have you brought the true Church ! She 
that was so pure, so beautiful, so glorious, 
ye have betrayed, violated, despoiled, 
wounded, and crue.fled by your doctrines, 
superstitions, aud immorally, aud sealed 
her tomb by your blasphemous ‘ dogma ol 
infallibility.’ Hear what God says to his 
suffering children, ‘ The God of peace shall 
bruise Satan under your feet shortly.’ Do 
you not tremble at these words ? Who but 
Satan instigated and inflicted the tortures 
iu this place ? O, could the buried, speak— 
could this roof but echo back the cries of 
agony from your innocent victims, aud the 
the vaults beneath us reveal the corpses of 
those who have been buried alive—no other 
seuteuce of condematiou would be requir­
ed.

“ But the breath of God has for ever ex­
tinguished the fires of the Inquisition, aud 
swept away your power ! Therefore I 
stand before you to-day aud declare these 
truths, while you dare not touch a hair of 
my head. Yes, God has begun this work, 
nud soon this tribunal, these walls and in­
struments will be bruised under our feet 
and scattered as ashes to the four winds, 
proclaiming to the world that the most holy 
universal Roman Inquisition is dead— dead 
because God lies crushed it beneath the 
feet of yuur children. U ye obstinate ones 
hear me ; hear oue of your brothers who 
has said mass, and confessed, aud preach 
ed with you. Weep not over me as dead. 
I am not dead, hut among the living, aud 
stand before you to announce the resurrec 
lion of that Church which you have tried 
to drown io blood. Yes, she is rising 
glorious as the morning light, and ignor­
ance, superstition, heresy, and tyranny flee 
before her

“ Farewell, Church of my youth ; fare­
well, companions of my ministry of destruc­
tion. Ob, if my word has yet any weight 
upon you, I beseech you to opnu your eyes 
to the light—to abandon that system of 
darkness in which you are groping, aud 
accept the true light which Jesus offers to 
you

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OUR EXCHANGES.

The Insurrection in Cuba.—A letter 
from Manzanillo, (a seaport on the south 
east coast of Cuba, aod about 85 mile» N. 
N. W. ol Santiago de Cuba) dated Nov. 
14 says :—

“ On the 13th the Spanish troops, num­
bering 800, entered the.oily by the Baya- 
roo road, thus taking away all the troops, 
garrisoning the email towns in tbe interior, 
aod exposing them openly to the inroads 
of tbe Cubans. The forming of barricades 
is still going on, and those already made 
are being strengthened. The insurgent* 
are reported to have, from 3000 to 4000 
men near here aud an attack is momenta­
rily expected. The troupe and citizens are 
nearly tired out by continued alarms. Tbe 
flags ou the different Consulates remain 
hoisted both day and night. To-day tbe 
Spanish force left again, and all volunteers 
up<to the troops leaving were ordered out 
to guard the town during the night. 
Twelve to fourteen persons were arrested 
without the slightest cause, except that they 
were Cubans, aod were lodged iu the com­
mon jail, oue ol them being a lady. The 
British mau-of-war Woodlark arrived here 
ou the 16th and left again ou the following 
day.

The Cubans who entered the town said 
that they stood in no need of expeditions or 
arms from abroad, as when any were 
wauled they knew where to go and gel 
them, aud in fact they helped themselves 
very freely to everything that could be car­
ried off. The Spanish papers admit that 
the fight of Sacra was oue of the severest 
every fought since the insurrection, the 
Cubans rushing up to within forty paces of 
the canon's mouth.

Tweed’s second Trial. There wss, in tact, 
more interest evinced than on his first trial. 
Various groups speedily formed, and io 
each the trial nud the verdict likely to 
follow were the all-altsorbiug topics ol con­
versation.

•* I fear a conviction.” said one, shaking 
his head iu token of his doubt.

“ So do I,” said another sorrowfully. 
“The Judge’s charge was dead against 
him.”

It is a singular fact, but very few spoke 
against Mr. Tweed or expressed a hope 
that he would be convicted.

“ How do you account for tbe universal 
friendly feeling shown for Tweed ?" a gen­
tleman (who was evidently a stranger from 
the country, and whose corosity to sec the 
great ex-boss ha* evidently drawn him to 
the court room) asked another.

“ Most there are friends of Tweed.” re­
sponded the party addressed. “ There are 
men here whom he has made rich, and, it 
necessary, they would spend their /titittom 
dollar lor him. A bigger-hearted man 
never lived. He may have acted /indis­
creetly, but a more liberal man aud one 
truer to his friends never breathed the 
breath of life.”

TI(E JURY DESIRE EXPLANATIONS.
Some emotion was excited by the coining 

in ol the jury at ten o’clock, When it was 
told they were coming everybody rushed 
from the adjoining rooms, and there was 
the moat intense eagerness to learn the 
verdict, if one had been arrived at, or the 
purport ol their return. It was soon set at 
rest by the foreman stating that they wish­
ed the Judge to explain to them the mean­
ing of the fourth count. This Judge Davis 
proceeded to do, by reading in the first 
place, that portion of the indictment includ­
ing this count, and then stripping tbe same 
of its verbiage, explaining it to them, lie 
also gave them more specific directions as 
to the form ol the verdict they were to 
render, aod the jury again withdrew.

MORE SURPRISE.
Again, on the departure of the jury, 

there was a renewal of the previous sus­
pense. Again were cigars lit, aud again 
more speculations as to tbe final verdict.

“ That jury is bound to convict,” was 
the general exclamation.

Meantime Mr. Tweed seemed to show 
very little anxiety. He chatted with his 
counsel with his usual freedom, and greeted 
his friends in his usual easy, off-hand way. 
Surrounding him were, m addition to hie 
counsel, his brother Richard Tweed, his sou 
“ Young Dick,” his private secretary, Mr. 
Dewey. The lime rolled on slowly. The 
clock pointed toll o'clock and yet no sign 
of tbe jury. At length the hour of mid­
night arrived and still no jury. Most of 
the crowd continued to wait patiently ; how­
ever, Mr. Bonyuge, the Court stenographer, 
whose facile fingers had been kept in mo­
tion since nine o'clock in tbe morning, lutd 
at this hour fallen into a gentle repose, 
and, through “ tired nature's sweet restorer, 
balmy sleep,” was recuperating his over­
taxed energies. Most of the reporters, for 
that matter, were in a semi-somnolent con 
dilinn : and yet. lake the crowd altogether, 
they were a wide-wake party, en<l avinood 
an unflagging determination to see the thing 
out.

“ It is going to be a disagreement," was 
now the remark most generally heard.

Another half hour passed and brought no 
change iu the situation. One o’clock ar­
rived. The only news it brought was that 
the jury had scut for a pitcher of ice water 
At lialf-past oue the scene changed from 
water to brandy. Mr. Tweed was the 
purveyor, and furnished the latter beverage 
the drinking, however, being confined to 
himself and counsel. Scarcely had they 
taken—in this case—their “ morning nip," 
when it was announced that the jury was 
coming. The announcement woke up the 
sleepers, for many in the weariness of 
waiting had fallen asleep, and nil were 
agog waiting the approach of the twelve 
meu honest aud true. It proved a false 
alarm, aud tbe sleepers again subsided into 
their somnolency.

At two o'clock Judge Davis aod counsel 
were still waiting the coming in of the 
jury.—N. Y. Hera d.

Victoria has been communing with Pres- a copy lor notice, 
hyterians ! Perhaps those two liberal- 
minded head* of the English Church under 
stood each other. At all events they seem 
to be thoronghly etnancipa.ed from arch- 
episcopal thraldom :—

There is wrath among the Ritualists of 
England against the Dean of Canterbury.
He has controlled the, for a Churchman, 
unpardonable sin. He has been guilty of 
Christian charily. Tbe Guardian (cour­
teous High-Church) says: “ Considering 
the occasion aod the person, it may he 
doubted whether any more grave and de­
liberate violation of Church order than this 
has been witnessed in our time. It is a 
far more serious net than any mere preach­
ing or joining in prayer in congregations 
not belonging to our communion.” In­
deed ! joining in prayer with non-Anglican 
congregations it a serious offence, is it?
The Church Times (mali ;nsut High Church) 
is, after its usual fashion, more trenchant.
It does the Dean aud Canon Frecmautle in 
this style : “ We can only offer to our 
brethren across the Atlantic our apologies 
for the eccentricities of these vagrant clerics, 
and beg them to believe that neither is a 
person ol any account at home. It may 
be as well to explain to them that persons 
in England with very great title* are often 
very small men. Thus, although the Pri­
matial sees are with u* very high dignities, 
the actual holders of them—chosen as they 
generally ars for their conspicuous want of 
great qualities—are seldom men of much 
influence. But if the Archbishop of Can­
terbury is personally not a very great per­
sonage, the Dean ol that city it infinitely
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less. It is understood, in England at least, 
that the sole reasons for his promotion was 
to rescue bis chair at the University from 
the contempt which, with all his undoubt­
ed Syriac learning, his incapacity bad 
brought upon it. As for Mr. Freemantle, 
it is hardly possible to conceive a smaller 
dignitary.’’
