Medical inspection of schools was
originally & military measure. In Ja-
pan it has succeeded best. The Boer
war gave the great impetus to medi-
cal inspectionb ecause so many vol-
unteers had to be rejected. 1t was
but a step to the school. The teeth
are the one source of ‘many rejections
Medical inspection began in sccond-
ary not in public nor nationalschools
im England. In most of continent
schools it has made progress.

It is permitted by law im this pro-
vince. Boards of Educiution are em-
powered to provide for amnvl pay fer
medical and dental inspection in the
schools. Inv Great Britain inspection
became necessary in 1907.

“What do yon mean: by medical in-
spection of schools?” Whenever the
medical inspector goes into the schocy
the teacher' has the whole authority.
The medical ingpector must form an
alllance with tI¥ teacher. The teach-

Of the many places 1 visit-
ed there have been sburnt indelibfy ih=
to my memory the pictures of Louv-
ain, Malines, Lierre, Duffe}l, Vise and
Taxqines. In these towns, with pop-
ulations ranging from 6,000 to 60,000
people ,the destructiom is so terrible
th:at as I approached’ themr they- 're-
minded me of Pompeii—the only @if-
feremoe being that the brick of the
walls ‘which' still stand look newer.
