The petitioners state that the Ameri-~
can Silk' Company is indebted to them
in the sum of $6,215 and that in addi-
tion to the property- mentioned -the
company has as assets a large number
of valuable eontracts, besides good col-
lectible  accounts. They further claim
that in addition to’ the amount due
them there are’now outstanding noles
and bills payable to the amount ap-
proximately -of $475,000, a portion of
which is past due.

The company, in its answer, admits
its inability to raise sufficient fnoney
to ecarry on the busness. This situation
is explained by the present Tnancia®
stringency.
