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RESULT OF THE TEST

Le Roi Ore Proved to be Milling and
Concentrating.

A NEW ERA FOR ROSSLAND

Full Details of the Recent Experiment

at the O. E. Mill-Sixty-Five Per agr

Cent Of the Gold Saved—Concen-
trated Six Into One.

The results of the recent tests made of
the Le Roi ore at the O. K. mill were de-
finitely summed up by Captain Hall and
Dr. Willis E. Everette on Sunday morn-
ing, and the Teports forwarded to the Le
Roi company. Captain Hall, of eourse,
cannot give out these reports until they
have been passed upon by the company,
but he had no hesitation in saying to a
MiNer representative Monday morn-

ing: “We have now established the
fact that these ores will concentrate, and
in doing so we have inangurated a8 new
era of prosperity for Rossland.”

The result of the test may be sum-
marized as follows:

The general average fo the 10 tons
of crude ore used in the test was $16
per ton, as determined by the battery
sample. An average of the dump from
which this ore was taken is about $10
per ton, but while the men were shovel-
ling the ore into wagons Oaptain Hall
hag all large masses of waste picked out
and thrown to one side, with the conse-
quence that the ore shipped to the 0. K.
showed better values than expected.
From these 103 tons of ore there were
saved on the plates a trifle over five
ounces of gold, and in addition 3,604

ands of concentrates, net dry weight.

he concentrates averaged 1.08 ounces
gold, 2.92 ounces silver, and 234 per
cent. in copper. The tailings assayed
in all valaes. .

The gold saved on the plates was
made into & brick, which was found on
being tested to have a fineness of .646
and a value of $67.85, including silver.
Qaptain Hall has had this brick en-
graved as follows: “Le Roi Mining and
Smelting Company—Taken from the
plates of the O. K. mill, March 4,
1897." This brick was sent to the head
otfice of the company in Spokane, to-

The foregoing highly gratifying result
may be surpassed in subsequént tests,
although Captain Hall is too conservai-
tive to state this until the tests have
actually been made, as the O. K. mill in
some iinor details was not exactly
suitable for the Le Roi ores, the vanner
capacity not being quite sufficient for
one thing. It is now under considera-
tion to make a test. with 100 tons of ore
from the same dump, and if this is done
it is likely only five stamps will be used
in order to avoid overloading the van-
ners. Dr. Everette and Oaﬁtain Hall
have recommended that -such a test be
made. :

In discussing “the test just made Dr.
Everette said: “If these mill tests
should prove that the $8 and $10 waste
ores will concentrate and mill in pro-

rtion to the ten tons just milled, and

have every metallurgical and miner-
alogical reason to assure you that they
will actual'y do so, then a tangible com-
mercial value will be given to the enorm-
ous bodies of low grade silicious pyritic
ores of this camp.”’ .

Dr. Everette and Captain Hall both
declare that the mill gervice at the O.
K. was -excellent, Superintendent
Thomas Newman, and all his workmen
taking as deep. and intelligent an 1n-
terest in the tests as anyone concerned.

CaptainHall was perfectly at home In
the work of making these tests, as dur-
ing the whole of his active Jife he haus
had much to do with concentrators. His
experience with them began as far back
as 1848, in the celeb ated Cairnsmore
lead mines at Newton Stuart, Scotiand.
In this country Mfr. Hall’s immediate
experience before coming to Rossland,
was as general manager of the Alice
