The plan of the company is said to be to have the work accomplished in sections, so that'the
entire line between Brantford and Galt and Brantford and Port Dover will be graded by about Nov. 1st.
Every effort will be strained to have track-laying completed between Brantford and Galt by October
15th. 1913, in order to handle freight for the West via C.P.R. at Galt, at thé earliest possible moment.
It may be remarked that freight shipments to the West from: here are very heavy from the Massey-
Harris, Cockshutt, Verity, Goold, Shapley & Muir, ,and other factories.

Owing- to the continued amelioration
only one bulletin daily will now be
published.
