•Dulltils# has overflowed its
banks in the Perth district causing 
■criou» floods.

—A. boat coraining a number of sail­
ors belonging to the warship Belle Isle 
was capsized in Dublin harbor on Feb. 
2nd, ar.d four sailors were drowned.

—There is a Chinese theatre in Vic­
toria, B. 0., where a company 
players has a repertoire of 500 plays, 
and the bills is changed nightly.

- There are said to be 18,000 news­
paper women in London, who have 22 
press clubs and authors’ societies among 
them.

—The will of the late Cai din si Man­
ning shows that he possessed less than 
£100, which was in consols, and a col­
lection of books.

—Dr. Graves, convicted if. tho Bar- 
naby poisoning case iu Colorado, and 
sentenced to death, will have a new 
trial and is to be released on bail.

—Some painters in Geneva are paint­
ing a panorama of the- Berm ese Alps, 
which will have a height of 51 «feet and 
a width of 345 feet to goto Chicago. 
The whole will cost about 8300,000. It 
was all sketched from the summit of the 
Mannlichen, 6600 feet high.

—By’the explosion of several sticks of 
dynamite which had been placed near a 
stove at Ponoybrook, Pa., Adam Born< 
nick and John Slavitake were killed and 
2b other miners were seriously injured. 
It is thought that at least seven of the 
victims will die.

—According to La Nature, there are 
about 1,500,000,000 people in the world 
with nearly an equal division of sex. 
One-fourth dies before :he fifteenth year ; 
the average duration is about thirty-

two a minute.
—The Belgian Minister of War has 

decided that in the future every soldier 
will be furnished with a small bone disk, 
bearing his name, birthplace and regi­
mental number, so that in the event of 
his being killed or injured on the field 
of battle, identification will bo easy and

—A most extraordinary guard takes 
up Us quarters inside the Bank of Eng­
land every evening at 7 o’clock all the 
year around, remaining there until 7 
o’clock the next morning. It is an 
officer's squard, and consists of a drum­
mer, two seroeants and 30 men, all well 
armed. Each m**n receives a shilling 
from tho bank authorities immediately 
upon his arrival, a sergeant's sliaio being 
two shillings.

—A leading Berlin newspaper in a 
short article recently complained of in­
human treatment in some of the reg- 
meuis of the tiennau n*nj.

the past five weeks, th* inhabitants of 
Fowla are on the verge of starvation. 
They had, at the time the bottle was 
thrown into the water, only a few pota­
toes aud a little meat left.

—Carlyle W. Harris, of New York, 
the young student, charged with having 
poisoned his wife, Helen Potts, was 
found guilty of murder in the first de­
gree by the jury, on the 2nd inst. It 
has been one of thé most sensational 
cases in recent history and has attracted 
n widespread interest. About two weeks 
ago the case came to trial and has been 
progressing ever since. The jury retired 
about 9.30, and at 10.45 returned a 
verdict of murder iu the first degree. 
The verdict was very . unexpected to the 
accused, and he broke down completely 
when it was announced. His mother, 
who had been constantly at hi? side 
during the trial, was very much affected 
and created a scene. She fell back in 
her chair shrieking madly, “It s a lie, 
a lie.” It was several minutes before 
she became again composed.

—The trouble with a great many, why 
they do not" succeed with poultry, is 
that they do nothing to deserve succose.

. Forty Years Ago.

The New York Herald thus tells how

“One day "close on forty years ago I

“F have just bten telling a friend 
here,” said he to me when I entered,

Wooing Sleep.

A New Method by Which a Wakeful Man 
May Find Sleep.

Thn Delsartain doctrine of rest by vol­
untary muscular relaxation is somewhat 
confirmed by the exper'e ice of those who 
have acted upon this theory in overcom­
ing insomnia. Nothing-so quickly brings 
body and limbs in such a fashion as to 
produce muscular relaxation. The legs 
and arms should be so placed as to bring 
them in contact with the mattress at as 

points as possible. This affords 
support and relieves tho muscles. The 
body should be disposed in like fashion, 
and if all has been done pioperly the 
weoer of sleep will presently have tho 
consciousness of resting with his whole 
weight directly upon tho mattress.

One reminiscence of the tragedies 
drink causes may close this paper.
