AGRICULTURAL. HOUSEHOLD.
Cabbage Worms.—A.Tennessee farmer 

says:—“I hay* tested tills remedy. The 
worms were cleaning off my cabbages 
and I applied salt during the early morn­
ing while the dew whs on the leaves, a 
tablespoonful to the plant, for two or 
three mornings during a week. The salt 
adheres to the leaves and there dissolves. 
The plants that were being eaten off 
were soon free from worms.”

Aid to Agriculture___Little Belgium
pays $22,000 for the advancement of 
agriculture; the objects are : — For in­
demnity for diseased animals (killed by 
order of the Government), veterinary 
service and aid to widows and orphans of 
former veterinary physicians, improve­
ments of races of domestic animals, agri­
cultural exhibitions and other encourage­
ments, agricultural, horticultural and 
veterinary schools—Farmers Review.

Horses for Food.—During the last six 
months 3,085 horses have been used for 
food in Berlin. The warm sausages sold 
in the streets at night are mostly of the 
equine origin. When a prominent res- 
traunt keeper failed some years ago the 
most conspicuous among his creditors 
was a horse butcher, which throws a side 
light on the “roast beef” that used to be 
served up to his guests. The poor are 
the chief buyers, but there Sre not a few 
gourmands who look upon horse flesh as 
a delicacy.—American Cultivator.

Cutting Potatoes__Dr. Sturtevant ad­
vises placing our cut potato tubers in 
water colored with red ink, in order to 
observe the depth of the eyes and what 
he terms something similar to the cam­
bium layer. If we cut a potato crosswise 
near the stem end, we may see a ring of 
vascular tissue which runs nearly parallel 
with the circumference of the tuber, ex­
cept where it runs out to the surface in 
the buds or eyes, and in the narrow stem 
at whose extremity it grows. If a slice 
across the potato be soaked in a so­
lution of iodine for a few minutes the vas­
cular rings become strikingly apparent. 
In its active cambial cells albuminoids 
are abundant, which assume a yellow 
tinge with Moine. The starch of the cell 
tissue, on the other hand, becomes in­
tensely blue, making the vascular tissue 
all the more evident__Rural New York­
er.

How to Make Cows Give Mii.k—A 
writer in the Southern Farmer says that 
his cow gives all the milk that is wanted 
in a family of eight, and that from it, 
after taking all that is required for other 
purposes, 260 pounds of butter were made 
this year. This is in part his treatment 
of the cow:—“If you desire to get a large 
yield of rich milk give your cows every 
day water slightly warmed and slightly 
salted, in which bran has been stirred at 
the rate of one quart to two gallons of 
water. You will find, if you have not 
tried this daily practice, that your cow 
will give, twenty-five per cent more milk 
immediately under the effects of it, and 
she will become so attached to the diet" 
as to refuse to drink clear water unless 
very thristy. But this mess she will- 
drink almost any time and ask for. more. 
The amount of this drink necessary is an 
ordinary water pail at a time, morning, 
noon and night.”

Trimming Apple Trees.—Experience is 
the mother of wisdom. These are differ­
ent opinions among farmers about the 
proper time for trimming apple trees. 
The main object ought to be to trim in 
that season of the year when the wound 
will entirely heal over, or the trees is 
ruined sooner or later. If that object is 
not accomplished, the water enters and a 
hole is rotted into the trunk; it becomes 
hollow and is destroyed. Some trim in 
early spring; the sap forces itself out of 
the wound in abundance, runs down on 
the body or larger limbs; the bark turns 
black and often dies, and the trees are 
permanent^ injured. Another follows 
the opposite extreme and prunes in 
August, or even in early winter, when the 
sap has turned into thé wood; the wound 
does not turn black, as in the other case, 
but heals slowly, rf at all; and a tree with 
holes in it is a final result. If the bark is 
entirely peeled oil* the tree from the 
roots to the limbs in the longest days of 
midsummer, which are somewhere from 
the 15th to the 26th of June, a new bark 
is formed and the tree is not injured, and 
an old tree is said to be benefited by the 
operation. If apple trees are pruned at 
this time, if any bark is accidently taken 
off new bark will form to cover the wound 
where the limb has been removed. It 
will entirely heal over, if the limb re­

wed is not too large and the growth is 
sufficient lor that purpose. The sap of

:e tree is not too thin to run out and

rken the trees, as in early spring, not 
thick and already formed into the 
wood, and the wound comparatively dry. 

Both wood and bark, as in later pruning, 
are not stopped in further growth over 
the wound. Many fanners; as a general 
thing, prune an orchard without discre­
tion, sawing oft* too large limbs that can 
never heal over, oftentimes cutting them 
off' some inches from the trunk of the 
tree or the larger limbs from which they 
are removed. The stub of the limb will 
die to the body and the further decay of 
the tree is sure. In pruning off too much 
the natural equilibrium between the 
roots and the top is destroyed, and the 
body of the tree will come out in suckers 
or sprouts. Such ignorant primers had 
better cut their trees down and trim 
them afterwu. 1, which is easier done, and 
with more profit to themselves, as the 
ground could be employed for some bet­
ter purpose. If a limb is dead there is 
no option; it must be cut off close to the 
tree; the only living limbs that should be 
cut off are the small ones, that will heal 
over, coming from the larger branches in 
the inside of the top (and those that 
cross and gall each other), thereby let­
ting in more sun to the apples to give 
them a better color and’give the picker 
a better chance in the tree. Everything 
beyond this is superfluous, and pruning 
had better be dispensed with altogether. 
Many fine orchards receive their death 
warrants from such ill pruning every 
year—New Hampshire Patriot.

A citizen of Brooklyn who hail been

They, 
attend to business at their homes winter 
and sumer, and at seeding and harvest 
visit their prairie farmland work with a 
will.

Eggs Stewed with Cheese.—Fry three 
eggs in a pan with an ounce of butter, sea­
soned with pepper and salt, and when the 
eggs are just set firm at the bottom of the 
pan slip them off on to a dish, cover them 
all over witli some very thin slices of 
cheese; set the dish before the fire to 
melt the cheese, and serve on toast.

Breakfast * Cakes—Three pounds of 
flour, one-half pound of butter, one-half 
pound of sugar, a pint of milk, the white 
of one egg and a quarter of a pint of 
yeast. Rub the butter and the sugar in­
to the flour, add the milk and white of 
egg; then beat in the yeast and set the 
dough, when thoroughly mixed, before 
the fire to rise. Roll it out into small 
cakes, shaped without cutting, and bake 
them on tins.

Stewed Mutton.—Bone a loin of mut­
ton*, take oft the skin and remove the fat 
from the inside; put it into a stewpan, 
with broth enough to cover it, and let it 
stew gently till it becomes of a good 
brown color; add a large spoonful of 
mushroom catsup and some vegetables 
cut in shape, or stewed beans.

Fricasseed Parsnips—Scrape them; 
boil in milk till they are soft; then cut 
them lengthwise into bits two or three 
inches long, and simmer in a white sauce, 
made of two spoonfuls of broth, a bit of 
mace, one-half a cupful of cream, a bit of 
butter, and some flour, pepper, and 
salt.

Escalloped Potatoes__ Having boiled,
beat them fine, in a bowl, with cream, a 
large piece of butter, and a little salt. 
Put them into escallop shells, make them 
smooth on the top, score with a knife, 
and lay thin slices of butter on the tops 
of them. Then you put them into an 
oven to brown before the fire.

Baked Beep and Potatoes__The cheap
est pieces of beef, suitable for baking or 
roasting, consist of the thick part of the 
ribs, cut from towards the shoulder, the 
mouse buttock and gravy pieces, and al­
so what is commonly called the chuck of 
beef, which consists of the throat -boned 
and tied up with a string in the form of a 
small round. Whichever piece of beef 
you may happen to buy, it should be well 
sprinkled over with pepper, salt and 
flour, and placed upon a small iron trivet 
in a baking dish containing peeled pota­
toes and about half a pint of water, and 
either baked in your own oven or sent to 
the baker’s» If you bake your meat in 
your own oven, remember that it must be 
turned over on the trivet every twenty 
minutes, and that you must be careful to 
baste it all over low and then with the 
fat which runs from it into the dish, us­
ing a spoon for the purpose.
