FLOUR 654,POLICE INACTIVEOttawa, Sept 19—Several hun­
dred tons of pressed peat, prepared 
at Albert, near Ottawa, by the 
Canadian department of mines, are 
to be sold in Ottawa at the rate of 
$3.25 a ton, delivered.

This is being done as a demon­
stration of the commercial success 
of the government experiments in 
preparing peat for fuel. The de­
partment claims that at this rate 
peat is equal to the best anthracite 
ccal at $6.00 a ton. They claim 
to be able to sell the peat fuel at 
the works for $2.25 a ton, and 
make a profit.

It is expected that within a short 
time private enterprise will be put­
ting peat fuel on the market where- 
ever bogs are found in the vicinity 
of population centres.

The Ottawa monument to Cham­
plain is to be erected cn Nepean 
Point on the spot where it is be­
lieved the famous explorer stood 
several hundred years ago to take 
the observation be made at Chau­
dière Falls.
