faith is making among the islanders.
First, before turning over Mise
Fraser’s pleasant pages, we consult
Father Werner’s * Atlas of Cathclic
Missions, "’ from which ™ we learn that
Samoa is an apostolic vicariate, ur-
der the care ofthe missionaries of
he Society of Mary. Father Werner’s
statistics are not very receat, bu!
hey show that as long ago as 1884
out of a native population of about
35,000 there were some 6,500
Cathclics, vory few of ‘the native
Ubristians being Protestants.  There
were then twenly chapels ang
churches of stone in the Samoan
sroup of islands, besides ten wooden
J chapels, and there were in ail seven-
een missionaries. There was a con-
vent at Apia, and a seminary for the
raining of native catechists *at Vaea.
