Two B. C. Loggers Make Futile Effort
to Save Comrade’s Life.

Harrison Hot Springs, B. C., April

JOE MARTIN LAYS DOWN LAW

Declares Land in England Should b
Taxed as in Canada.

London. April 10.—Jos. Martin, for-
merly prime minister of British Col-
umbia, who is now 4 member of par.
liament for East 8t. Pancras told
3,000 Englishmen at the Whitefields
Tabernacle, Sunday, that English
land ought to be taxed on ‘the basis
of what it could be sold for, as in
Canada_and not as at present on the
basis of the rent. He also said that
