Undergo Great Risk in 
Mediterranean.

This morning Secretary Paÿn of the 
Board of Trade received, the accom­
panying letter from Colonial Secretary 
Bennett :—

Sir,—I have the honour to acquaint 
you, tor the information of the Board 
of Trade, that His Excellency the 
Governor is in receipt of a cablegram 
from the Secretary of State for the 
Colonies, which conveys the informa­
tion that the Admiralty consider that 
the sending of sailing vessels into the 
Mediterranean, east of Alicante, in­
volves very great risk to vessels and 
crews. It is, consequently, pointed out 
by the Secretary of State that all 
communications from May 6th, re­
specting the licensing of shipments of 
fish and fishery products to Greece, 
should be read subject to the above.”

Wounded Seven 
Times on July hi

Pte. S. Clarke, a wounded veteran 
of Gallipoli and the Somme, who re­
turned on three months’ furlough on 
Thursday, went out to his home at 

. Whitbourne by to-day’s express, ac­
companied by his mother. Pte. Clarke, 
whose duty it was to perform the dan­
gerous work of cutting barbed wire 
entanglements in front of the enemy’s 
trenches, has had several narrow es­
capes from death. At Gallipoli he 
was stricken with dysentery and for 

' several weeks was confined to hospi­
tal. After recovering he rejoined his 
regiment at Ayr and was later on sent 
to Prance. In the big drive of July 
1st he was wounded seven times, one 
bullet cutting his right cheek and re­
moving the bottom of his ear; the 
other six entered his legs and body.

Strike Discussed.
A special meeting of the Firemen’s 

Union was held last night for the pur­
pose of considering the strike situa­
tion, Delegrate F. Woods presiding^. 
During the course of a heated discus­
sion some members contended that if 
a change was made in the personnel 
of the Executive the ship-owners 
would agree to paying the increased 
wages ; also it was intimated that 
ship-owners and engineers were not 
opposed to the Union. The President 
resented what he took to tie insinua­
tions. A red hot discussion followed, 
but it eventually succeeded in clearing 
the atmosphere. It was decided 4hat 
a deputation comprising Messrs. Whe­
lan, Ashman and Proud interview the 
ship-owners with a view to settling 
the strike.
