A Wonderful Army.
THE SERBIANS FIGHTING FOR
LIFE.

(From sthe Correspondent of the Man-
chester Guardian with the Serbian
Army.)

It s on account of this that the
Serbian army has accomplished the
apparently impossible. ' It has driven
an enemy' superior in number—an
enemy whose bravery and tenacity no
one who has seen them at work can de-
ny—holding" 'a range 'of mountain
fortresses, from oné -position after
another. They have scaled the sides
of precipitous mountains, they have
dragged heavy artillery to positions
that a mountain goat might have
found . difficult to climb and have
driven the enemy from one mountain
crest after another. But it must not
be thought that ﬂns is a mere “ham-
. mer, and . tongs”', style of fighting.
‘Mere human “valo¥.would have avail-
ed nothing without the military skill
and experience of.-Serbia’s" gererals.

The village from which I write is
in the centre of a broad plain through
which wanders miles wide, the dry
bed of a stream which' in spring
transforms the .whole country into a
vast lake. Five miles away rises a
range~of rocky" mountains. -beyond
which lies the plain of Menastir. This
range runs for twenty miles towards
the east. The Serbian objective is to
drive back: .the Bulgarians .and to
seize the plain of Monastir as far as
the town of Prilep. Once this is ac-
complished the army will again be in
possession of a large section of Ser-
A few short weeks
ago the whole mountain range from
foot to summit, as ‘well as the town
of Florina, was in the hands of the
Bulgarians. To-day Florina has fall-
en, and they“have a precarious hold
on a few mountain crests from
which they should soon be driven.
They are praying for the first winter
snows as the only hope of preventing
the Serbian success. “General De-
cember” would do more for them
than any of their commanders now in

I saw .t at work last year when it
bhad to :fare’ three times its numbers. !
But all that the Serbian generals
could do at that time was to oppose
such resistance as they might against
overwhe]mi;gg_'ﬁodds. Victory was out
of the question; they could only hope
to delay the. advance of the enemy
long enougli to allow the army then

remnants of the ‘army by a retreat
into Albania.,. Everybody to-day
knows how admirably they achieved
the latter part of their work.

To-day they Axe not fighting a rear
guard battle, hlg are struggling for
victory.

Tbelr numbers
are few, but the s;gtm which inspires
victory is there. ‘In addition I doubt
if there ever wsg a better fighting
army.

This required weeks of
constant effort, but finally it was ac-
complished and the Bulgarians held
only the.crests. The next task was
the construction’ of roads on the face
of the mountains up which guns and
howitzers could be dragged. This
titanic labor ‘was successfully accom-
plished, and soon mountain guns,
field batteries, and howitzers were
hammering the Bulgarian _positions
on the summits. b

In mid-October .I rode to the Ser-
bian positions on Mount Pojar. The
last pogitions from wnich the Bul-
garians had been driven were aston-
ishing. They consisted of deep
trenches protected by four to six
rows of barbed wire crowning an es-
carpment of the mountain. How it
wag possible for the Serbians to carry
such a position, dominating a slope
so :steep, to be climbed only, so it
seemed, on hands and knees is a
mystery. All I know is ¢that the
Serbs did it, in spite of the desperate
resistance of the Bulgarians, to
which the scores of dead that filled
the trenches bore eloquent testimony.
‘On all sides were hand grenades,
exploded and unexploded, showing
that the fighting had been hand-to-
hand. The conquest of Mount Pojar
will count among the most remark-
able achievements of King Peter's
army.
