A Little Personal Staff
■BLOWING ONE’S OWN HO MU’

During the past tew days I have 
been asked several tlmae what the 
outgoing Council has accomplished 
during Its term of power. At the be­
ginning of the campaign I thought 
seriously of publishing a statement of 
the work accomplished other than the 
ordinary routine and detail work, but 
refrained for two reasons: one, be­
cause I did not want the erroneous 
Impression abroad that I was forming 
a party of the present Council to "cos- 
teat the election; and, two, became 
1 did not want to usurp, personally, 
all the credit for such work as has 
been accomplished by the outgoing 
Connell.

Before going any farther, I there­
fore make‘this statement, subject, of 
course, to my being returned: I AM 
PREPARED TO WORK AMICABLY 
WITH ANY FIVE OTHERS WITH­
OUT EXCEPTION RETURNED FROM 
THOSE NOMINATED ON SATUR­
DAY. BE THEY NEW OR OLD CAN­
DIDATES. I shall naturally reserve 
my right to vote on any matter of 
City Interest In any way I see lit and 
to advocate anything I may think to 
be for the betterment of the town.

The Council of which I have had 
the honour of being a member during 
the past four years has accomplished 
the following, without Increasing the 
taxation :—

1 The reduction of the City arrears 
by fifty thousand dollars the first year 
It was In office. The arrears accumu- 
lated during the past four years 
amount to only a few hundred dollars, 
about seventy-five per cent, of which 
Is collectable and is being collected 
every day. (The large bulk of arrears 
carried on the City’s books Is years 
old—some of it dating back thirty- 
eight years—and ehokld be written 
off.)

1 PERSONALLY.”
(Last week I got criticised by at 

least one member of the present 
Council and a very good friend of 
mine, the head of one of the Council’s 
departments, for using the expression 
“I personally” In one of my advertise­
ments. I admit that one member of 
the Council can do nothing “person- 
ally” unless he receives the support 
of the majority of the members of the 
Council. All the same, « single mem­
ber of the Council can advocate Im­
provements and can carry them 
through If he goes the right way about 
•It.) Therefore:—

(1) "I personally” was a party to 
each and every one of the Improve­
ments noted above being put through.

(2) "I personally” as a member of 
the Lighting Committee (with Coun­
cillor Ryan) was responsible for over 
three hundred new lights being placed 
In the city.

(3) “I personally” got a plank walk 
placed on the lower Southslde, where 
goodness knows it was badly needed. 
(This, by the way, was one of my ori­
ginal planks.)

(4) “I personally” kept the East 
End taxlmen and cabmen on Water 
Street when certain “powers that be” 
had it all planned to shift them to 
Duckworth Street. I made a strenu­
ous fight to keep the Central tollmen 
on Water Street ip the place where 
the war tank now Is (shifting the 
tank to Bannerman Park) but loet 
out on this through opposition from 
outside the Connell.

(6) “I personally” was responsible 
for the Children's Playgrounds being 
located in Bannerman and Victoria 
Parks. Anyone who hat read the 
Playground Director’s Report recent­
ly published (a copy of which I should 
be glad to send anyone interested) 
will agree that title Playground move­
ment started by the Rotariana and 
carried out by the Playground and 
Recreation' Association la one of the 
finest things that has ever been done 
in this city-

(6) "I personally" have always vot­
ed in favor of any request, without 
exception, made by the Child Welfare 
Association. -

Mr. Dowden Writes on 
Municipal Matters

Editor Evening Telegram.
Dear Sir,—In-view of the close prox­

imity of the Municipal election, I feel 
you will agree with me that the pub­
lic should expect some pronounce­
ment from the Board as to what has 
happened during the last four years. 
When It was first known that the pres­
ent councillors Intended seeking re- 
election I suggested to one of mx 
confreres that we appeal to citizens 
as a body, but as he did not think 
kindly of the Idea, I being the Junior 
member, did not press the matter 
further. Later, when Mr. Outerbridge 
mooted 1 public meeting of all tbo 
candidates, I Immediately accepted his 
invitottoff, and was sorry to learn as 
appeared by advertisement in your 
paper, that I was the oply one, beside 
himself, willing to face the voters. 
Perhaps, it was modesty on the part 
of the other ladles and gentlemen, arid 
I do not wish to suggest for a mo­
ment that because they preferred not 
to address a public meeting In one of 
our large halls, they would not be 
capable members of the Municipal 
Council, still, I think : ou will again 
agree with me that i£ they have some­
thing good to Vffer the proper course 
would be to let the public know it.

Personally, and I must crave your 
pardon for being personal in my cor­
respondence, not that I wish to place 
myself In the limelight or desire to 
Impress anyone that I have done 
more than my duty during my term 
of plgcei but I have no authority to- 
speak tof jpx.Broth'er councillors, not 
that I would not gladly do so it any»' 
thing i ÆOUld say or do would be of 
.service to. them;—-let me continue, 
then, personally, I am sorry that meet­
ing did not materialize, for I intended 
to give an account of my stewardship, 
and I confidently believe that had the 
public the oportunlty of knowing what 
has been accomplished under the re­
gime of Mayor Cook, many would 
change their opinions.

But, before I go further may I 
through youf columns tender my con­
gratulations to His Honor the Mayor 
of his réélection to-day without op­
position. It must be complimentary 
to him to feel that the public are 
satisfied with his work at least, and 
in a small sense perhaps those of us 
who are his associates may consider 
It a compliment as well.

Had I the pleasure of addressing 
that meeting I would, as I have said 
given an account of my stewardship, 
but I am almost certain that I would 
have made no rash promises. Four 
years ago, during the campaign I 
studiously avoided making promises, 
and to-day I am not sorry for It. At 
that time I was Just fresh from news- 
paperwork and for twenty years fol­
lowed the actions of our city council­
lors and the Commission In the In­
terests of the paper that I was Iden­
tified with, and I felt that If I made 
promises that I knew could not he 
fulfilled then I would regret it. As 
I say I "covered,” to use a newspaper 
expression, the work of ex-Mayors El­
lis, Gosling and others, I sat and list­
ened to such great men as the late 
Messrs. J. W. Withers, C. Muir, E. M. 
Jackman, J. J. Mullaly, az well as our 
présent, Mr. I. C. Morris, lieu. F. Mc­
Namara, Mr. Frank Bradshaw and 
others, * all leaders in their business 
and professions, debate civic ques­
tions, and I saw as they saw and real- j 
Ized the almost utter Impossibility of 
accomplishing what they desired, and 
learning from their experience I dis­
pensed with the idea of a Platform.

When elected I Immediately deter­
mined that I would take as deep a 
concern In civic matters as my ability j 
permitted, that I would permit no ;: 
question to go by the board without 
full consideration, and I have endeav­
oured to do that. And I do not wish 
to convey the idea here that the-other 
councillors did not feel the same. So 
keenly Interested In civic matters have 
I been, that if you could turn up the- 
minutes of our meetings, you would 

-findY think, that since taking office at 
the beginning bt 1921 I have ript miss­
ed a meeting. That fs à record ..of 
which I think one may be proud. ''.I 
do not wish you to think that the “Lov­
ing Cup” has been passed around at 
each session, tof there have been dif­
ferences of opinion, but all discus­
sions have, been carried op in a gem- 
tlemanly manner, the one thought oe 
all being the welfare of the city.

On . assuming office four years ago, 
the first thing that confronted us wa* 
a deficit of $60,000.00 on current ac- 
eeont. I firmly believe that our pre-

__________ duty to gwjr It Thh,
financial statement being prepared the 
Board got btisy, and I think it is only 
right to say at this juncture, that the 
officials worked like Trojans to get 
us out of the hole, with the result

This could only I 
putting forth a special effort but 
It was accomplished,think we can 
justly feel proud of. Hard times pre­
vailed everywhere, labor was scarce, 
but we got after the old accounts and 
In twelve months succeeded In raising 
the money from arrears! We have con­
tinued to lessep the amount of arrears 
yearly, and the sum owed to-day on 
current Account amounts, ,to very lit­
tle.

I know, Mr. Editor, from my news­
paper days that space In your paper 
is at a premium and con-, 
seqnently I will stop here, but as I 
have hardly touched on opr work dur­
ing‘our term of office, mày-I ask you 
to be good enough to grant me a col­
umn or so during the few succeeding 
days to try and give the public soma 
little Idea of What we have done, I feel 
you wiH-do It If tor no other reason 
than the sake of old acquaintance.
