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MISSIONARY PROGRESS.

The following facts and figures, 
eompil. t by R. P McK.iv, of Toronto 
will be interesting reading at the 
present tinn, and shows a wonderful 
advance men, during the past century.

‘In many respects the 19th Century 
and especially the Victorian Era, has 
been remarkable, but in none more so 
than in the unexampled expansion of 
Foreign Mission enterprise. The 
following figures and facts make this 
apparent, and kindle bright hopes, 
almost exultation, in the minds of 
all who look and long for the universal 
reign of the Prince of Peace.

At the beginning of the Century 
there were six Mission Societies. Now 
there are 537, including Women’s 
Auxilliary Societies.

The total amount, contributed for 
this work a hundred years ago was 
$75,000. Last year, contributions 
amouthd to$lti 000,000.

There are 1,G00,000,000 of people in 
the world, and the Bible has been 
translated in whole or in part, into the 
language of 1,200,000,000, so that 
three-fourths of the world's population 
can now have the Bible in their own 
tongue.

There are now 22,000,000 children 
attending Sabbath School, and of these 
about 1,000,000 are in Foreign Mission 
Fields , and one of these 140,000 are in 
Mission College Institutes and High 
Schools.

At the beginning of the Century 
there were no native Evangelists, 
whilst uow77,338 natives are teaching 
the Gospel to their own people.

There were then no Bible Societies. 
Now there are 80 ; and the British and 
Foreign Bible Society alone issues four 
and one half millions of Bibles or 
portions of Bibles a year.

There are fourteen great National 
Student organizations comprising 
fourteen hundred separate orgaiza- 
tions, with a total membership of 
nearly 80,000 students and professors 
who are studying missions and pre­
paring for Foreign Mission work.

There are on Foreign Mission com 
rounion rolls 1,318,684 names. If we 
include others who have abandoned 
their idols and who, although not on 
the communion roll, are under Christ­
ian instruction, the total is 4,414,236.

The first Womans’ Foreign Mission 
Society in England was organized in 
1834. The first in America was 
organized in 1861. There are now 
208 Womens’ Societies, and they con 
tributed last year"about $4,000,000

Then one-third of the world was un­
known. The social, moral and spirit - 
ual conditions are now known. There 
is rapid communication by railroad, 
steamship and electricity. Printing* 
is rapid and inexpensive.

Beginning with such facilities, 
knowledge and organization, what 
will ihe present century bring forth ? 
All tilings are possible to Him who 
leads his Hosts to certain victo ry.

NOTES AND COMMENTS.

When the Methodist church in 
Canada undertook about a year ago 
to raise a million dollars as a twentieth 
century fund, there were not a few 
who thought they had undertaken a 
contract which it would be impossible 
for them to carry out. It was with 
great pleasure therefore that the 
seport of the treasurer of the fund was 
received a week or so ago, announcing 
She fact that the $1,000,000 mark had 
not only been reached, but passed by 
$15000,and all reports were not yet in. 
This is certainly a grand achievement 
and will enable the church to start the 
new century, strongly equipped for 
good work.

The first annual Ontario Provincial 
auction sale of pure bred live stock 
will be held at Guelph on Wednesday 
Feb 27th, and at Ottawa on March 
6th. These sales are being widely 
advertised throughout Canada and the 
V-. S.. and it is expected that a great 
many tine animals will be offered for 
#ale, and that there will also oa a 
Jariro number of buyers present. 
From 150 to 200 Shorthorns, cheifly 
strong young bulls, and a limited 
number of cows and heifers have 
already been promised from the herds 
of such notable breeders as Hon. John 
Dry den, Mr. Arthur Johnston, Mr. 
Bobt. Miller, ahd others. Ay «hires, 
Holsteins, Jerseys, Herefords, Polled 
Angus, and Galloways will also be 
«old by the best breeders in Canada, 
and all the surplus stock at the 
Agri cultural College, Guelph. and 
Experimental Farm, Ottawa, will also 
be sold. Special freight rates, and

also specialpassenger rates have been 
arranged over all railways. If you 
are interested in this sale, a letter 
addressed to A. P. Westervelt, 
Parliament buildings, Toronto, will 
bring full information.

The evangelistic services which 
have been in progress at the Metho­
dist church for the past three weeks, 
were brought to a successful con­
clusion on Monday night last. There 
have been exceptionally large con­
gregations present every night, and 
Evangelist Ran ton left Aylmer, 
followed by the best wishes of hundreds 
of new, as well as old friends. 
During the first week or ten days of 
the meetings, there were so many 
strange and Exaggerated stories told,of 
what he said and did, that many who 
had not heard him were prejudiced 
against him. Those who were 
present from night to night, 
knew that these stories were untrue, 
and that what lie actually did say, 
was either misunderstood, or purposely 
misquoted. Any chump can find 
fault and criticize. We know that 
from personal experience, but we 
have never yet been foolish enough to 
find fault with, or criticize anything 
we knew nothing about. Mr. Rantou 
stands so well socially, intellectually, 
and spiritually, that these criticisms 
had no other effect than to increase 
his popularity, and draw larger 
audiences. Now do not misunderstand 
us. No man can stand in the pulpit, 
or on the public platform every night 
for three weeks in succession, and not 
to be criticized. That is of course, if 
he opens his mouth and says anything 
worth listening to. Some fellows are 
never criticized, because they havn’t 
brains enough to advance a new 
thought or idea, or individuality 
enough to express an old thought or 
idea, in a new way. Mr. Rantou is 
not one of that kind, but he had fewer 
adverse critics among those who heard 
him, and made more firm friends and 
admirers in the same length of time 
than any other clever man who ever 
addressed an Aylmer audience. lie 
is an exceptiouly clever speaker, with 
great descriptive powers, and can 
move his audience to tears or laughter \ 
at will, believing there is as much 
religion in a good laugh as a cry. 
There are few men who can tell a 
story better than he can, and he 
invariably makes a good point out of 
it. Mr. Rantou says be will always 
have ;i warm spot in his heart for 
Aylmer, and paid our town two 
compliments, which we have every 
reason to be proud of lie said that 
during his sixteen vears of evange­
listic work, in all parts of Canada and 
the U. S. he had never been in a town 
where all the ministers of every 
denomination were such true, Godly, 
Christian men. He also said that 
during hi* three weeks in Aylmer, he 
had not heard an oath or obscene word 
on the street or anywhere else, and 
had only seen one man who was the 
worse of liquor. This is certainly a 
good record for a visitor to take away 
with him. Mr. Rauton will be made 
welcome by all classes of citizens 
when he next visits Aylmer.
