THE STRIKE
- SITUATION

In Pennsylvania Shows Little
Change.

The Working Collieries Make No &ain
in the Number of Men Employed—
Hostile Demonstration,

Hazleton, Pa., Oct. 22.—Reports from
the few collieries that are still in oper-
ation in this region showed that the
number of men at work today was not
greater than last week. Today was
looked upon by some mine officiais as
cne that would witness a break in the
ranks of the strikers, but it did mnot
come,

In regard to the Reading Company,
the United Mine Workers would be
ready to call the strike off against
that organization if the miners from
the different regions had not bound
themselves to stand together. This
company has all along been selling
powder at $1650 a keg, so #t 1s not con-
cerned in that question, but must wait
until the miners and other operators
come 10 some agreement.

Scranton, Oect. 22.—The first hostile
demonstration of the miners’ strike in
the Lackawanna region was made this
morning at Olyphant, near here, where
it was determined to close down the
Grassy Island coal washery, operated
by the Delaware and Hudson Company.
The place has been working a force of
30 men during the past two weeks, and
was daily turning out 1,000 tons of the
smaller sizes of fuel for the market.
This morning several hundred strikers
gathered along the road near the wash-
ery, and when the workmen appeared
circled around them and gave them to
understand they must not work until
the strike should be settled.

Mount <Carmel, Pa., Oct. 22.—The
miners’ relief committee of this place
has issued a circular letter, asking for
contributions in aid of the striking
miners of this district. The committee

asserts that while it §s hoped that tha |

strike will be ended within a few days,

this will not materially change the de- |

plorable condition of the miners. It

will be at least four weeks bhefore those |

returning to work will receive any pay,
and their families must be cared for
in the interval. The committee is not
connected in any way with the United
Mine Works of America.
