AUSTIN INSULTS NATION
TOURISTS FLOCK THERE

Pictures Hosts As Gulping Whiskey, 
•nd is Called Liar by Cleric.

To See Physician With the Elastic 
Shakespearean Cypher.Edinburgh, July 30.—A nice ques­

tion in ethics—or manners — has 
been rasied by a passage in the re­
cently published autobiography of 
Alfred Austin, the English poet 
laureate. Describing a visit he made 
to Irvine, in Scotland, to unveil a 
monument to Robert Burns, he pays 
tho following compliment to the 
hospitality Of his hosts:

"On my arrival I spent the even­
ing with the local authorities, and 
at the supper or early dinner, to 
which they treated me as a guest.

London, July 30.—There is one 
town in England where they believe 
Bacon was Shakespeare. In Chep­
stow, in Monmouthshire, the inhabi­
tants to a man are ready to swear 
Bacon wrote all the plays attributed 
to Shakespeare, and it is an equally 
firm articles of faith 1.4c the manu­
scripts of these plays are buried 
somewhere in the mud at the bottom 
of the River Wye in Chepstow, and 
that Dr. Orville W. Owen, of Detroit, 
Mich., is going to dig them up some 
day.|

Chepstow Clings to Owen. I
Dr. Owen is a Chepstow Institution, 

and Chepstow would rather part with 
the Duke of Beaufort, who owns it 
and most of the country about it, than 
with Dr. Owen. The duke never 
brought hordes of American tourists 
in automobiles to spend good money 
in the town and incidentally to look 
at the holes Dr. Owen is making in 
the Wye. There have been Dukes of 
Beaufort for hundreds of years, but 
they have only taken money out of 
Chepstow. There is only one Dr. 
Owen, and he Is making the fortunes 
of a score of Innkeepers.

Dr. Owen has been at work in 
Chepstow for two years. He came 
with a cypher which he had extract­
ed from Shakespeare's works—or 
Bacon’s—indicating, he says, exactly 
where certain manuscripts were buried 
by Bacon, who once lived in Chepstow 
Castle, and he interested the Duke 
of Beaufort, who allowed him to dig 
In the bed of the river, and even sup­
plied some of the money needed, and 
continued to support him until re­
cently.

Duke Tires of the Expense.
A few weeks ago the duke got tired 

of putting up money and getting no 
manuscripts, but he has no objection 
to Dr. Owen digging all the holes he 
likes in the bed of his river, and Dr. 
Owen is still digging.

Cyphers are peculiar things. Dr. 
Owen's Is a most adaptable cypher. 
The doctor has dug up the Wye for 
nearly a mile, and each hole was ex­
actly indicated by the cypher. When 
a hole failed to pan out the accom- 
modating cypher indicated a new 
hole. The nearest he came to find­
ing anything was when he struck a 
coffin-shaped wooden structure under 
the mud. Now the cypher said that 
the manuscripts were contained in just 
such a structure in that exact spot, 
but the structure turned out to be the 
remains of a Roman bridge, and then 
the cypher pointed to a spot close to 
the water gate of the castle, and there 
Dr. Owen, still full of hope, is dig­
ging now.

King Plans for India.
The next great event for which King 

George and Queen Mary are prepar­
ing is, of course, the Indian durbar, 
and much of the equipment has been 
dispatched, including the travelling 
and reception tente, which have been 
made after the model of, but more 
extensive than, those made for the 
Duke and Duchess of Connaught and 
Princess Patricia during their African 
tour.

Delhi-ke-Bashab is the title with 
which the king-emperor will be hail­
ed at the durbar.

King George will be the first of the 
English to be crowned Delhi-ke- 
Bashab. He himself will perform the 
act of crowning, as no religious cere- 
mony is possible in a land full of so 
many jarring creeds as is India.

For King George and Queen Mary 
special crowns are being made at the 
crown jewelers’. They will be as­
sumed by them witih their own hands 
at the durbar on Dec. 12.

The King and Queen will be In 
Delhi from Dec. 7 to Dec. 16. The 
King then leaves for a shooting ex­
pedition in Nepaul, when he will be 
the guest in a shooting camp of the 
Maharajah, tho Queen remaining In 
Agra.

Among the ceremonies fixed is a 
state entry into Delhi, presentation 
of the inevitable addresses and the 
reception of several thousand Indians 
in a pavillon on the historic ridge, 
where the British camp was during 
the mutiny days.

Canada, now that It is no longer 
"terra incognita” to Englishmen, 
thanks to promised reciprocity and 
Sir Wilfrid Laurier, will have many 
visitors from this kingdom. The 
Duke of Sutherland and his party, 
which will include one or more 
English legislators, all eager to see 
the wonders of the Canadian West, 
will leave England on board the Olym­
pic on Aug. 9.

They will travel from New York by 
river, canal and lake to Fort William, 
on Lake Superior, aboard the duke's 
yacht, the Catania; thence they will 
visit the properties which the duke 
has acquired in the Western Prov- 
Queen-Mother Alexandra has let it 
become known to her friends that she 
intends to prolong her period of 
mourning. She will not be seen at any 
theatres, nor will she participate In 
any other gayeties for some months 
to come. _____ '

The destruction of the veto of the 
peers, the grant of home rule to 
Ireland, and the consequent change 
in the constitution give to Scotland, 
says the manifesto, a great opportun­
ity to regain freedom.

Scotland’s Navy.
At one time Scotland had a navy 

of its own, and a reminder of this 
was furnished by one of the dec­
orated tramears which figured in 
the recent coronation procession in 
Glasgow. This car was designed to 
show a vessel of the sixteenth cen­
tury, and was the work of Messrs. 
Claud Hamilton, Limited, Glasgow 
and Aberdeen, who were at consid­
erable pains to give a suggestion of 
what the “Great St. Michael" was 
like. It was James IV, who first 
created an effective navy for Scot­
land, exhausting all available tim­
ber for shipbuilding, so that he had 
to ask France and Denmark for 
more; and of the sixteen large and 
ten small ships he owned his spe­
cial pride was the vessel just 
named, the largest then existing. To 
build this dreadnought of that day 
all the woods of Fife were laid 
waste. It cost $150,000, an enor- 
mous value in those times, had a 
crew of 300 sailors, 120 gunners and 
1,000 marines, with "more great 
ordnance in her than the French

I think that 
is trus of England, too, by the way. I 
think the English, like ourselves, are 
showing great reluctance to fashion out 
and follow a definite stable policy. Both 
nations seem to prefer to groope along 
just at present, like a blind man with 
just enough vision to keep out of the 
way of any little obstacle he might find 
in his path. From my study of American 
polities I am convinced we have get to 
get an Ideal, and since we won’t look 
for a big one; since the dream of 
Thomas Jefferson seems too greet to be 
realised —although it isn’t—we must look 
tor a little one."
