PRISONER FIRES
ON PAL AND JUDGE

(Special to The Advertiser.)
New York. Oct. 29.—If a crime was 

committed by the organization of the 
U S. Steel Corporation, United States 
Government is a party to that crime, 
for not only did It neglect to enforce 
the law, but it actually indorsed some 
of the things now complained of. If 
the crime committed was a great one. 
then the greater crime has been com­
mitted by the Government in attacking 
the Steel Corporation now for present 
purposes.

Only a year ago the decision was 
reached to permit the Steel Trust to 
adjust itself to what the Federal au- 
thorities conceived to be the law and 
thereby to avoid ligitation. But after 
long and mature deliberation the con­
clusion was reached that more voters 
could be gained by bringing suit for 
dissolution.

Advance Tips.
This was bad enough, hut either by 

fair means or by foul, leading finan­
ciers got advance information that the 
suit would be brought and they were 
able to sell stocks and prepare for the 
market collapse, which bas found the 
great body of Steel Trust sharehold­
ers and Investors in general utterly 
unprotected. Investors will be prop­
erly punished for the crime of own­
ing stock in a corporation that had 
the approval of the United States Gov­
ernment from the first day of its or­
ganization. It remains’ to be seen 
whether the men responsible for the 

outrage involved will also be punished 
by bring retired from the positions of 
trust they have dishonored. The time 
is past for discussing the morals of 
trust breaking. The deadly results 
must now be considered.

Speaking at Chicago, President Taft 
said: "The law will be enforced to 
the letter. Now I hope that is under- 
stood."

At Milwaukee, the President said: 
"We shall enforce the law against 
everyone high and low, whether it be 
a trust or a trade union, the law shall 
be enforced. Then If the law works 
iniquity the law can be changed."

In the same address at Milwaukee, 
the President made it clear that by a 
"trade union" he meant organized la­
bor.

After these statements by President 
Taft no one can doubt that the suit 
against the Steel Trust Is only one of 
a long series against corporations, la- 
bor unions, jobbers associations, trade 
clubs and dinner parties. The admin­
istration can not back out Nothing 
will save business men from prosecu­
tion but the amendment of the Sher­
man Anti-Trust law or the passage of 
a new law by Congress to replace it. 
President Taft says he will not favor 
amendment unless the law works ini- 
quit, through the prosecutions he has 
pledged himself to carry on. He can 
not be sure that the prosecutions will 
work iniquity until they are completed 
and therefore the campaign of whole- 
sale prosecutions must continue for 
several years unless the Democratic 
party takes the whole matter out of 
the President’s hands by putting a new 
law on business through Congress 
with such heavy majorities to pass it 
over his veto. Judging from the re- 
ported sentiments of the leaders in 
Congress, there is no prospect of this 
being done. Therefore investors are 
fee to fee with a condition demand- 
ing urgent attention.

Taft to Look Over the War Fleet In 

the Hudson?

New York. Oct. 29.—One million people, 
mainly New Yorkers, today viewed from 
every point the most gigantic fleet of 
warships America has ever seen, resting 
at anchor in the Hudson, awaiting re­
view on Thursday by President Taft. 
Only a few of the 102 vessels to be in 
line are yet to arrive. It was Sunday on 
the warships, but there was little evi­
dence of it elsewhere. Hundreds of river 
craft were passing and repassing, each 
bearing its burden of humanity for a 
nearer view of the great fighting ma­
chines, while thousands surged along the 
water front and Riverside Drive. Sun- 
rise brought the first spectators, and each 
hour added its quota.

Fifty thousand persons viewed the ves­
sels from close range. The majority of 
these engaged passage on the huge ex- 
cursien steamers which left at frequent 
intervals. There were several small- 
sized riots in the vicinity of One Hun­
dred and Twenty-Ninth street, when pas­
sengers • to had embarked on the small 
boats u a the understanding that they 
were to be taken aboard the ships were 
simply taken around one or two ships.
