TURK LOSING ALL.

New York, Dec. 18.—A cable to the 

Herald from London this morning says: 
"The latest details of the raid on the 
northeast coast of England show that 
the German cruisers had a narrow 
escape from pursuing British warships.| 
The Germans were sighted by a British| 
patrolling squadron, but by immediately 
retiring at full speed were able to 
escape in the mist.

According to the admiralty’s state­
ment, the warships taking part in the 
bombardment were two battle cruisers 
and one armored cruiser at Hartlepool, 
two battle cruisers and an armored 
cruiser at Scarborough and one battle 
cruiser and one armored cruiser at 
Whitby, two battle cruisers shelling the 
first two towns simultaneously, com­
mencing soon after 8 o’clock in the 
morning of Wednesday and continuing 
about one-half hour.

At Whitby, the bombardment began 
at 9 o'clock, so it is considered possible 
that the one battle cruiser engaged had 
come on from Scarborough. Even if 
this is so. at least four battle cruisers 
and two armored cruisers were en­
gaged.

Germany possesses six battle cruisers, 1 
Including the Goeben in the Black Sea. I

The death roll is heavy, but it is con­
sidered surprising that It was not 
greater, having regard to the number 
of shells which were fired. The ap­
proximate number of the casualties is 
82 killed and 250 wounded at Hartle­
pool, 17 killed at Scarborough and 30 
wounded, and 2 dead and 2 wounded at 
Whitby, making a total of 101 killed and 
282 wounded. These figures are the 
latest officially given to the public.

One effect of the raid is the striking| 
impetus which has been given to re- 
cruiting.
