. tion Mr. Walsh stated that the new dig­
gings in the far North were creating a 
very deal of excitement amongst the 
population of the Australian gold fields.
“As for myself,” said that gentleman, 

‘lam not a stranger to these parts hav­
ing worked for the late Hon. R. Dunsmuir 
in the Wellington mines fifteen years 
ago and for a while I was also in those 
at Carbonado, Washington. I have been 
in the Australian mines for about twelve 
years and our present experience of rainy 
weather is quite a novelty. It was a 
year ago last April since I saw a real 
good shower of rain as the part of the 
country in which the Coolgardie mines 
are situated is exceedingly dry. Oar 
party intends to go into the Klondyke 
mines first thing in the spring and have 
arrived thus early in the season in order 
to get accustomed to the climate.
