standing over towards Clallam xtkay, des­
cribed ner as having “a leg of mutton 
mamsai., and square stem or nearly 
square, painted green or black—she was 
too far off to ascertain definitely. Ifie 
despatch eai'd that a wind was starting
up at 2.30 p. m. t «

The messages were posted at the C. 
P. B. telegraph office and bulletined 
about the city. Around the bulletin 
boards many stood to discuss the reports, 
and the comment was varied. While 
some asked if the operator had to look 
through smoked glasses because of the 
glare of the heaped diamonds on her deck, 
others' enquired if Mr. Gilbert was wear­
ing the jeweled crown of which the for- 
tutie-tellers, spoken of by Mr Jones, 
had told; and others enquired if the 
casks of Spanish doub'.oons were tightly 
lashed to -the brigantine’s decks, and 
some endeavored to ascertain if there 
-was' $30,000,000 of treasure in the hold. 
The speculation was interesting, and 
the excitement intense—and then the 
pipe went out. /The brigantine was the 
time carrier W. jBriLjtrwin, and not the 
treasure brigantine Blakeley.

interested, and Lbe saw the brigantine 
loaded one moment, and in ballast the 
next. One minute there (was hope in the 
hearts of thè stockholders—the next, 
despair. Some queried petulantly why a 
tug, had not been sent to faring in the 
treasure-laden brigantine, while others 
cautiously spoke of stock jobbing 
schemes. Was there fortune in eight, or 
nothing but a cargo of guano to assist 
to pay expenses? The stockholders could 
not say, but shipping men knew that 
the incoming brig was the W. A- Ir­
win, which passed Neah Bay at 10 a, 
m. The operator at Garin anah had seen 
her across the Straits, and thinking her 
the Blakely had caused the big excite­
ment, which made many millionaires—, 
until the pipe went out.

It is 88 days since the Blakely sailed 
out of the hahbor with her flag flying 
at the top of her lofty mast. As it 
wou*d occupy at least 40 days to get to 
the island and fully as long to get back 
under favorable conditions,- this would 
give the treasure hunters less than two 
weeks at the pirate’s lair—but, as will 
be remembered, Mr. Jones, a director, 
stated at the company’s meeting that 
fortune-tellers had said the treasure 
would be located on the second day after 
the brigantine anchored in Chatham 
Bay, Cocos Island. 'Mrs. Young, a Na­
naimo spiritualist had told of how a 
secret cache woirid be found with jewels 
galore, and a great golden clown set with 
jewels as rich as those of King Solo­
mon’s mines. Therefore eight days at 
thé islands would he sufficient, for on 
the first day Mr. Enyeart, the expert, 
would take his twig-like gold finder in 
hand and slowly parade over the ground, 
until the swaying of the instrument told 
of the treasure beneath, and when Mr. 
Gilbert’s silver finder had indicated the 
crates of Mexican dollars beneath the 
earth, the engine would be set up and 
the shaft sunk. When the drill tapped 
the chests of treasure, all hands would 
set to work with pick and shovel, and 
with windlass, and bucket the golden 
store would be hoisted up and boat load 
after boat load carried on board the 
treasure ship. Then quickly the brigan­
tine would wend her homeward way—at 
least the* shareholders hoped this would 
have been the routine, but it wae not, 
for instead of the treasure carrier, the 
Incoming brig^Btine was bound to Roche 
harbor for lime/ Meanwhile some 
were selling, and some were buying the 
stocke of the company. The story of the 
Cocos island treasures and the attempts, 
to find them are old to Victorians, and 
can be told briefly. .One treasure is 
supposed to have (been placed there in 
1821 by a British vessel, whidh had 
turned pirate; the pirate ship Remipel- 
ogo ie supposed to have buried a golden 
store there; and in 1836 the Nova Scotia 
bark Mary Dea is said to have landed 
and buried $30,000,000 in gold, silver, 

nd jewels, stolen from a Peruvian city 
which was besieged, and the treasure 
placed on* board the Mary Dea for safe­
keeping. The story of the fate of the 
Mary Dea’s crew is a bloody one, for 
all save three met tragic fates, and the 
survivors after making ineffectual ef­
forts to secure the treasure, passed on 
their charts and information When death 
came until they came into the possession 
of Oapt. Fred Hackett,-who commends 
the Blakeley. Capt. Hackett made a 
search with the schooner Aurora for a 
Victoria company, in wtyiieh many seal­
ers were interested, and this is his 
second trip. The warships Impérieuse 
and Phaeton searched for the tree sure, 
and the company, which sent the Blake­
ley received a letter from Admiral Pal- 
liser, who was in command of that ex­
pedition, through a friend, in which he 
said that. he had discovered the mil­
lions, but buried them again. Capt. 
Mackenzie, of the >r. & S. railway, some 
time ago, took an expedition there, and 
San ’Francisco, «Stockton and Australian 
expeditions have searched in vain.

Some two hundred dogs of high degree 
are holding forth in Philharmonic hall, 
which has been transformed into an im­
mense kennel, or, rather, into a lot of 
small kennels. Their yelping can be 
heard for blocks and although some of 
those residing in the neighborhood may 
complain, the noise is music to the ears 
of the fancier.

The show opened yesterday morning, 
and for several hours the officials were 
busy placing the exhibits, but before 
noon order had been brought out of 
chaos, and the quieter dogs were mak­
ing themselves at home in their new 
kennels, while the noisy ones, chiefly 
the terriers, were making their presence 
known by their barking.

* fairly gçod attendance during the after­
noon and evening, particularly of own­
ers, who were taking a keen interest in 
the judging, which started at 2 o’clock, 
Mr. B. W. Davis, of Chilliwack, having 
this difficult position to fill.

The Eng­
lish setter men, though, if they cannot 
be satisfied they must be hard to please. 
There are 49 of these dogs benched, and 
a fine lot they are, coming from every 
city .of the Coast, some of them valued 
at thousands of dollars. But with all 
the competition the Victoria dogs took 
the majority of the prizes, this city now 
having some of the best dogs of this 

_ breed on the continent. Among the vis­
itors are Doc Hick, the great field trial 

, ' dog, owned by John Considine of Seat­
tle, valued at $5,000, and R. M. Palm­
er’s Rodfield Lad . The former is only 
on exhibition, but Mr. Considine has 
two entries for the field trial.

■R. F. Green, M. P. P., was the first 
witness before the Royal Commission 
yesterday.

Mainland and the temperature in Cariboo 
fer to within a few degrees of zero.

In the Northwest northerly gales prevail­
ed. #nd a cold wave developed, accompanied 
with a fall of over two feet of snow at Qu’Appelle.

.Dn.ring Sunday and' Monday a vast area 
ox high barometric pressure extended from 
Vancouver Island to Manitoba, with gen­
erally fair weather. By Monday evening 
a well marked storm area appeared off the 
Washington coast, causing a fall in p 
sure over the province and the North Pa- 
cJfic States, with cloudy weather and'a 
rise In temperature, while moderate rain­
fall occurred in California. On April 1st 
the pressure began to rise again on the 
lower California coast, but remained low 
over this province, and cloudy and threat­
ening weather prevailed with an increase In 
temperature, and rainfall In California, and 
the southern part of Washington.

In the Northwest the high barometer 
has maintained its position, the storm 
tre passing eastward to Ontario. Precipi­
tation has been less and lower tempera­
tures have occurred.
, At Victoria 37 hours and 30 minutes of 
bright sunshine were registered ; only a 
trace of rain occurred; the highest tempera-

A cable from London, England, dated 
April 2, reports the arrival of the Brit­
ish ship Combermere, from the Fraser 
river, with a cargo of British Columbia 
salmon. The Combermere was loaded 
by Evans, Coleman & Evans, and sail­
ed on October 22, with a cargo of 70,- 
900 cases of salmon, valued at $340,000.

Canadian’s Adventures With a Couple 
' of Boer Pçnies.

From Toronto Star.
In a letter to relatives in Orillia, writ­

ten on the veldt twelve miles north of 
Ermelo, Lieut. Douglas Christie tells of 
an exciting experience, which he had 
while taking part in an attack on a 
Boer laager in January. He says:

“You will have seen in the papers 
whgt good work the columns under 
Bruce Hamilton did lately. Every cap­
ture meant a long night march. For 
the last two months we have averaged 
two or three night marches a week.

“The last march I was very unlucky. 
Just at daybreak, when we started to 
gallop, my pony put its foot in a hole, 
and Î came an awful cropper; knocked 
me silly for a few moments. , I broke 
my water-bottle and lost my pipe and 
pouch. iBy the time I got going again 
I had lost the rest of the regiment, and 
so went off on my own hook with some 
8th 'Mounted Infantry. I saw a Boer 
making off with a pack pony, so I made 
fnll sail at him. and he left the pony.i 
which I collared as my spoil. . 
spotted another pony, thinking it 
better one, dismounted, tied it to my 
owhi horse, and changed the pack saddle 
(with two big packs iu it) from the first 
to the second captured pony.

“I had just fixed things when tnh 
Boers began to snipe. . I was by myself 
by now. This frightened the pon'es, 
and off they went as hard as they could 
go. There Was I left, all by myeelf, on 
foot. But I managed ter get back all 
right, though minus my own horse, as 
well as the two ponies and the packs.
I have oftep wondered what was iu 
those two packs!"
